The
Ministers will also discuss the Yugoslav crisis,
preparations for the upcoming UN General Assembly,
Commonwealth and NATO summits and numerous other issues in
which Canada and the United Kingdom have shared interests.

During his visit, Mr. Hurd will have a meeting with Prime
Minister Mulroney.
