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RULING BY MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER

MRg. DEPUTY SPEAKER: I think the Chair is facing sev-

eral difficulties regarding the proposed amendment
moved by the honourable Member for Prince George-
Peace River (Mr. Oberle). One of those difficulties he
has just stated in the concluding part of his contribution
to the discussion of the point of order. To my mind, the
first part of the proposed amendment, which incorpo-
rates words now found in the measure we are consider-
ing, and the latter part are quite different. If I were not
making a ruling on a question of legalistic purity, I
would have to ask myself whether the purport of what is
set forth in the proposed section 59(b) is actually to be
found within the Royal Recommendation.

I gather that the honourable Member is trying to im-
prove the opportunities of people living in rural Canada
to obtain certain benefits under the National Housing
Act. Commendable though this may be, having read
through the Royal Recommendation I cannot find what is
set forth in his proposed amendment. For this rather
narrow reascn I respectfully regret that the amendment
cannot be put.

And the House having reverted to the deferred division
on the motion of Mr. Broadbent, seconded by Mr.
Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre),—That Bill C-133, An
Act to amend the National Housing Act, be amended by
adding immediately after line 37 on page 3 in Clause 7
the following:

“(c¢) A housing corporation all of the shares of which
are owned by a municipality or by an agency of a
municipality,”.

And the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to on the following division:
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
