One petition for a Private Bill was presented in accordance with Standing
Order 70(1).

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed Bill S-15, An Act to authorize the construction of a bridge
across the St. Croix River between the Province of New Brunswick and the
State of Maine.

Mr. Macaluso, from the Standing Committee on Transport and Communica-
tions, presented the Second Report of the said Committee, which was read
as follows:
