LEGISLATION RESPECTING CIGARETTE
ADVERTISING

Mr. Barry Mather (Surrey): Mr. Speaker, I
should like to address a question to the Min-
ister of National Health and Welfare. Could
the minister indicate today approximately
when he intends to introduce the legislation
on cigarette advertising control and whether
he is prepared to make a statement at that
time?

Hon. John C. Munro (Minister of National
Health and Welfare): As I indicated to the
House a while ago, Mr. Speaker, we are now
formulating our policies based on the commit-
tee report that is now before the government
and receiving consideration. When that proc-
ess is completed, if there is legislation I would
anticipate it would be introduced in the next
session.

Mr. James A. McGrath (St. John’s East): I
should like to ask a supplementary question
[Mr. Caouette.]
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of ‘the Minister of Consumer and Corporate
Affairs,"Mr. Speaker. Is his department taking
a look at the excessive promotional advertis-
ing compaigns being conducted across the
country by tobacco manufacturers with a
view to checking into false and misleading
advertising and excessive promotion?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Consumer
and Corporate Affairs): Mr. Speaker, there is
no law against excessive promotion and, with
reference to the same story that the hon.
member refers to, I think the indications are
that some of the tobacco companies are
increasing their promotional advertising in
anticipation of legislation preventing it. I
think that is a most deplorable development
on the part of the tobacco companies. With
regard to misleading advertising laws we
have one of the leading companies before the
courts in Alberta for what we allege is mis-
leading promotion. If we obtain evidence of
misleading advertising by cigarette compa-
nies, we will prosecute them in court.
