CLOSING OF CERTAIN AIRPORT TOWERS FROM MIDNIGHT TO 6

CIVIL AVIATION INSPECTORS WITHOUT CONTRACT—MOTION

Mr. Ron Huntington (Capilano): Mr. Speaker, I rise, under 
the provisions of Standing Order 43, to move a motion of 
urgent and pressing necessity.

In view of the fact that the Canadian civil aviation inspec­
tors have been without a contract since 1975, their income 
levels are now below military pilots, air traffic controllers and 
their equivalents in other countries, and in view of the fact that 
this highly skilled and important professional group is break­
ing up, as evidenced by the fact that they are now 15 per cent 
or more below strength, which has led to only 335 of more 
than 1,500 air regulation infractions in 1978 being processed, I 
move, seconded by the hon. member for Central Nova (Mr. 
MacKay):

That the Minister of Transport, the President of the Treasury Board and the 
Minister of Labour take an immediate interest in this deteriorating situation, 
and that they resolve immediately the unjust remunerative levels of this impor­
tant professional group of civil servants so that Canadian aviation practices be 
returned to their former prestigious and safe standard.
