the supreme court decision, forcing

system. On Jan. 6 it was announced
that the board of directors of th

Revival of Hope Follows
Change for Better After
Day of Restlessness, But Of-
ficial Bulletins  Are Studi-
ously Non-Committal — Sir
James Conscious Most of
the Time. ;

NEW YORK., Jan. 8-—(Can. Press.)
—While the official announcement from
the bedside of SIr James Whitney, the
Ontario premier, at the Hotel Man-
hattan, is that his . condition is un-
changed, there is evident among his
faithful attendants a fceling of opti-
mism. .

The evening bulletin, issued at 9
pm. by Dr. R. A, Pyne, reads:

“Sir James has had a rather restless
day; otherwise his condition is un-
changed.”

Within an hour after the issue of
this announcement, Dr. Pyne stated
that his patient was once more resiing
comfortably. The minister of educa-
tion was down in the hotel rotundd to
spend an hour reading the newspapers
and chat with friends, while Horace
Wallis, the premier’s secretary, had
gone out for a stroll. The simultane-
ous absence of the two who watch over
their chief so closely was, in itself, a

sign that things looked brightier. Both,
huwever, insisied that conditions in
tne sick room nad not changed.
Not Alarming Symptom.
Dr. Pyne explained wnat the restless-
ness referred to in the bulletin had
me Jate in the afiernoon.  #e did -nat
regard it as an alarming symptom,

however, nor did it give rise o any

grvund to state that a decided improves
men. had iaken place,

The doctor also said that the periods
of delirflum still manifested  them-
selves, tho since Monday Sir James
had been conscious most of the time,
and had made enquiries at times about
details of matters left unfinished at
his office when he left for the south.
He was apparently satisfied with the
assurance that everything had been
attended to, and there was nothing
requiring his attex;tlon.

In talking over' the case, Dr. Pyne
remarked that he had been well satis-
fled with the patience manifested by
Sir James. For a man who has always
been so active and impetuous in his
movements, he has submitted with re-
markable docility to- the requirements
of his physiclans.

Restlessness Disappeared.

The fact that he has always lived
quietly, and has beén in good physical
condition at all times, without any
trace of organic trouble, counts strong-
ly in his favor at the present juncture.

The restlessness referred to in the
bulletin became manifest about -four
o’clock in the afternoon., The patient
asked to be moved around in hjs bed
several times, instead of lyihg quletly
for long periods, and in other ways
sanifested 'a feeling of an' uneasy
=pirit. Barly in the evening, however,
he settled -down again, and& the pros-
pects at a late hour were that he would
have another good night's rest.

FRESH EFFORT TO FREE
“KING OF LOAN SHARKS”

Half Million Dollars to Save Tol-
man From Two Months
in Jail.
