TREE ORNAMENTS, °

Ths acknowledged (erman centre of
the glass Christmas tree ornamant
production is in the Thuringian Moun-
taing, twenty-five miles distant from
Ccburg. whrere a'most the entire popu~
lation is dependent on this industry.
it is here that Christmas is really ap-
preciated, ‘and man, wife and child
work uninterruptedly, even the small-
est children .helping as soon ag they
can use their hands. In the small
village of Leuscha, at the ¢nd ol&e
branch railrcad line running from -
burg, tlie largest quantities of the glit-
tering Christmas tree ornaments are
made. .

Fine glass-blowing#is done in every
house and hut,-and the majority of the
inhabitants who work en these articles”
show great talent and dexterity in pro-
ducing thé delicate, fragile balls, stars,
etc. The glass tubes are hought by the
inhabitants from a local glase factory,
bLeing either of thick or thin glass, de-
pending altogether on the article to be
produced. Tc¢ blow the various orna-
ments these tubes are held over a gas
flome, which comes out of a sort ot
3unsen burner affixed to the edge of
the tabie, so arranged that air can
be mixed with the gas by means of a
bellows worked by the foot. The tubes
are in this manner heited to a
where they become soft, and a light
;‘puﬂ of breath™ is then sufficlent t)
expand the glass mass, altho the blow-
er must calculate the pres=ure of air
to be biown into the tube with care
and dexterity, as cotherwise the glass
immediately assumes a much larger
