85 CLASSES FOR HORSE SHOW.

Changes Decided Upon at Monday's
Committee Meeting.

The committee of the Canadian Horse
Show met yesterday at the King Ed\vurd:
Hotel, with Mr, George Beardmore in the!
chair, to revise and complete the prize list

of the coming horse show, on April 27, 28,
29 and $0. There were cousiderable ad-i
diticns made to the list, and there ars this!
year some 85 classes, as compared \\‘1\11'74
last year. The principal changes are in-
cluded in the following items:

In the harness classes’ there are four
classes for horses in single harness instead
of three as heretofore, namely, 14 hands 1
inch to 15 hands, 15 hands to 15 hands 2
inches, 15 hands 2 inches to 16 hands, and
16 huu’ds and over, and in the pa'rs, instead
of there Lieing only two classes, there are
three, the dividing line being 15 hands 2
inches and 16 hands.

A new featlure of this year's show will
be the arrargement of the classes for ama-
tears a2nd dealers also.. These additional
classes are as follows:

Amateur only—Single horses, geldings or
msares not upnder 15 hands 2 inches, to be
shown to a gig or dog cart and driven by
the exhibitor,- horses to count 60 per cent.,
vekicle and harness 40 per cent, the whole
turnout to have been the bona fide property
of cxhibitor at least one month before the
clcsing of entries.

Amateur only—Pair of horses, geldings or
mares, not under 13 hawds, to be shown
to %'-cart, mail, stanhope, spider phaeton
or other vchicle suitable for a gentleman’s
private use, and to be driven by the ex-
Lvibitor, horses to count 39 per cent. apd to
be practically sound, with good manners;

Pulverized carriages, coupes, cutters,
buggies, sleighs and several tons of roofing
material slightly damaged may be seen at
Bond's hivery stables this morning.
