statement today that the league would
| constitute a forum before which could
i be brought all claims for self-deter-
mination which are likely to affect the
peace - of ‘the world.

“The ocovenant would not bind the
United States to assist in putting down
rebellion in any foreign country,” he
asgserted, “‘nor would it limit the power
of this country to recognize the inde-
pendence of any people who seek to
secure freedom.”

He said Ireland's case was net heard
at Versailles because it did not come
within the jurisdictionr of - the' peace
conference. _

The president’'s statement was in
reply to a series of questions sent to
him by the San Francisco labor council.
It is understood that within a few days
he will reply similarly to the questions
put by other labor bodies regarding
Shantung and the representation of the
British dominions in the league as-
sembly.

. Questions and Answers.

The president’s statement detailing
the labor council's questions and his
answers follow:

*1, Under the covenant does the
nition obligate itself to assist any

ember of the league in putting down
@ rebellion of its subjects or conquered
‘peoples?

“Answer-—-It does not.

“9 Under the covenant tan this na-
tion independently recognize a govern-
"ment whose people seek to achieve or
'have achieved their independence from
a member of the league?

a matter of this kind is in no way
limited or affected by the covenant of
the league of nations.

3. Under the covenant are those
subject nations or peoples only that
that are mentioned in the peace treaty
entitled to the right of self-determina-
tion, or does the league possess the
right to accord a similar privilege to
other subject nations or peoples?

“Answer—It is not possible for the
peace delegates to act with regard to
the self-determination of any territories
except those which had belonged to the
defeated empires; but in the covenant
in the league of nations it has set up
for the first time in Article 11 a forum
to which all claims for self-determina-
tien which are likely to disturb the
peace of the world or ths good under-
standing between nation® upcn which
the peace of the world depends caun be
brought.

“4, Why was the case of Ireland not
heard at the peace conference? And
what is your position on the subject
of self-determination for Ireland?

ireland’'s Case Outlined.

“Answer—The case of Ireland was not
heard af the peace conference because
the peace conference had no jurisdic-
tion over any question of that sort,
which did not affect territories which
belonged to the defeated empires. _My_l
position on the subject of self-deter-|
mination for Ireland is expressed in
Article 11 of the covenant, in which I}
may say I was particular interested,
because it seemed to me necessary for
the peace and freedom ‘of the world
that a forum should be created to
which all peoples could bring any mat-
ter which was likely to affect the peace |
and freedom of the world.”

Must Divide With
Their Men.

Ottawa, Sept. 17.—Threats of strikes
were deplored and a new warning from
labor to employers issued before the
national industrial conference had pro-
ceeded very far with this morning’s
session.
_The conference opened in a sort of
fighting mood, and it was not very
long before things became interesting.
J. S. McKinnon, of Toronto, thought
labor had been going too far in using
the term ‘‘conscription of wealth” and
threatening a strike to enforce the 8-
hour day in all industries. There should
have been more of a spirit of British
fair play, he claimed. The conference
was not celled for that sort of thing.

J. A. Gilles, of Sydney, N. S., a dele-
zaté of the steel workers, disclaimed
any attempt to force class legislation.
No industry had yet been ruined by
reducing hours of labor. Every dollar
invested honestly was worthy of a pro-
per interest, he declared, but the speed-
ing up of labor to' earn profits on air
and water was not legal. Speaking of
fair play he said: “It cannot he all one-
sided. We must be fair with you, but
‘vou' must algo’ give' ud a’ little mdre " of
what you have been pleased to term
profits in the past.””

An election would be
particularly welcomed, but it is doubt-
ful if the premier will speak on that
subject tonight, it being suggested that
he will probably avoid controversial
topics as far as possible. In view of the
fact that the speech will be addressed
to the imternational brotherhood con-
gress, Mr. Lloyd George will confine
himself mainly to elaborating his re-
cent appeal to the nation to co-operate
in the establishment of a new world or-
der, leaving other matters for addresses
he has promised ‘o deliver elsewhere.

ILLEGALLY DETAINED
ON TRIP TO FIUME

Paris. Sept. 17.—Latest official ad-
vices report the situation at TFiume,
forcibly taken possession of by Italian
Insurgents under Gabriele D’Annunzio
last week, as without material change.
The necessary measures, it is stated,
have been taken to prevent all commun-
jcation with the city government from
the outside as was Jearned from unoffi-
clal sources yesterday.

Of the Italian sailors who landed in
Fiume only 100 remained in the city at
the last advices, the others having re-
joined their ships, the official advices
state. It is announced, however, that
Rear Admiral Casamova, who landed
vesterday in an attempt to restore or-
der, has been ‘lllegally detained” om
shore.
