W. M. Schackleton, the
English explorer who recently led an
expedition into the Antarctic regions,
to-day. ““The nevws within a week,” he
continued, “that two men have reach-
ed the Pole, 1§ an extraordinary co-
incidence. ‘'Peary undoulbtedly go: to
the Pole; between him and Dr. Cozk,
the pole certainly has been reachgl.
If Peary’'s speed coincides with Cook’s
this fact will go far in the eyes of the
world to clear up theé questicn whether,
such distances ds claimed by Cook can
be covered. The ice conditions around
Peary’'s camp in 1908 should approxim-
ately somewhat the conditions opserv-
ed by Cook.”

A Race With the News.

LONDON, Sept. 7.—8ir George Nares,
who commanded an Arctic expedition
in 1875, in an interview finds difficulty
in avolding the conclusion that Peary's
BEskimos at Etah must know that Cook
crossed 8mith’s Sound and Etah last
winter, and says: “Isn’t it a peculiar
fact that this coincidence occurs, in
view ' of the possibility of the news
having reached Etah of the success Oof
one man, or the other? Wouldn't it
be just possible ‘that Dr. Cook has
learned of Peary's success and was
making an effornt to reach civilization
first with the prior claim of having
discovered the pole?”

The Dally Telegraph, in an editorial,
says: “Cook managed to get home a
few days ahead. He has to bear the
figst brunt of scientific and amateur
scepticism. On 'the other hand he en-
joys the earliest taste of popularity,
but tho just bedten by a head, Peary
is coming homeé assured of an unusuai-
ly warm and enthusiastic welcome and
doubtless 18 equally prepared to run
the gauntlet of intelligen't and unin-
telligent criticism.

“For ourselves, we heartily congrat-
ulate both men on having lessened the
area of our ignorance by enterprise
which, whether abundantly successful
or not, stands at the very summit of
human endeavor.” :

LOBD BERESFORD'S REPLY
* TO NAVAL COMMISSION

Repert is *‘In the Main a Great
Satisfaction,” But Admiral
Challenges the Crificism.

The London, Eng., Chronicle ub-
li‘shes the following letter from rd
Charleés Beresford anent the recent par-
lHamentary commission enquiry into his
allegations respecting the deficiencies
of the royal navy.

The report of the committee ap-
pointed by the prime minister to in-
vestigate the statements made in my
letter of April 2, 1909, is, in thé main,
a great satisfaction to me.

Some of the reforms which, in my
belief , are essential for our naval or-
ganization have now been accepted,
and are part of the presemt admiralty
program,

My position as an officer lately exér-
cising high command and anxious as to
the naval situation was one of extreme
ditficulty.

It was my bounden duty to repre-
sent to the prime minister, in the first
instance, the dangers that were appar-
ent to me.

The sub-committee formed by the
prime minister from members of ' his
own cabinet was virtually e¢alled upon
to investigate a policy for which the
cabinet is responsible.

Unless they had committed themselves -
to the complete reorganization of the
admiralty, it would hardly be possible
for them to have produced 'a report
more in accordance with my state-
ments, ; N ¥

My action during the past two years
in respectfully submitting certain sug-
gestions to the admiralty, and my let-
ter to the prime minister after dismis-
sal, have been followed by these satis-
factory results :

1.—A large gomogeneous fieet

has been
formed. \

2.—1It is stated that this fleet will be

placed under a single
control.

3.—~There i8 to bé combined
of units with their
divisions,

4.—Some combined training of
took place during the

Official Responsibility. !

«Jt-cannot have ‘-been the intéention of
the committee to imply that in any of
my actions or communications with
the board during my tenure of com-
mand I was guilty of disloyalty to the
spirit of the instructions of the board,
or that I ever failed to recognize their
paramount authority. But -the follow-
ing paragraph in the report, consider-
ed apart from its context, might give
rise to.such an inference : .

..and Lord Charles Beresford on the
othef" hand appears to have failed to
appreciate and carry out the spirit of
the ‘instructions of the board, and to
recognize their paramount authority.

In the whole of the official commu-
nications which it was my duty to make
to the constituted authority there was
not 'one word wliich could be construed
into disrespect, disloyalty, and indis-
cipline, or which in the remotest de-
gree reflected upon the paramount au-
thority of the admiralty.

The report {tself says that = “the
board of admiralty did not take Lord
Charles Beresford into its confldence.”
Under such conditions, how was it pos-
sible for me to define what was In
their lordships” minds, and what their
wishes were :

Upon the admiralty, and the admir-
alty aloné, must devolve all responsi-
bility for strategic plans, allocation of
fleets, and numbers of  vessels em-
ployed. The authority of the admir-
alty must be paramount.

But it is the duty of .the commander-
in-chief. if he thinks plang, allocations
and numbers of ships are inefficient, or
are insuflicient to enable him to earry
out the orders he may receive from au-
thority, to make respectful represen-
tations to that effect.

Napoleon’s View,

“Every commander-in-chief who un-
dertakes to execute a plan which he
thinks bad or injurious is criminal; he
ought to make representations, to in-
sist upon a change, finally to resign
rather than be the instrument of the
ruin of his own people.”

Such was Napoleon's view of the
matter, and 1 was content to take it
£6r my own guidance. On these lines
I have done my duty. :

The committee expressly dissociate
themselves from. giving any _opmlon
with regard to the grave deficiency of
medium eruisers and destroyers, be-
yend stating that they believe no dan-
ger to the country is involved in that
deficieney. Upon this point I cannot
but maintain by conviction, that there
is a present and a serfous danger,

It is conclusively shown by the final
paragraph of the report of lhe‘ sub-
committee that the holding of this en-
quiry has been of immense educational
advantage to thie members of the com-
mittee, and, therefore, to the cabinet.

The finding that theré was no daq—
ger “in fact” cannot be so much attri-
buted to the excellence of the exist-
ing organization as to the good !_or-
tune of the country in: not having
been attacked during the period de-
seribed b the committee as that of a
“transitory and provisional charaecter.”

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FIRE-FIGHTERS OF LONDON
HOE MOTOR FPARTLS

Up-to-Date Appliances in the Old
City—Personnel. of
the Brigade.

The London pé]iceman has be-
come the stock-i;g#trade illustration
of writers and lecturers upon matters
relating to ‘‘law and order.” The
Metropolitan firemdan is not so con-
stantly in evidence when the tourist
visits the great .city-—and 1is less
frequently talked and written about.
But his efficiency i5 as notable as that
of his brother ‘whese quietly lifted
hand stays a whole street's traffic.
Within the pa,st month Captain
Hamilton of the London Fire Bri-
gade has handed over his command
to Lieutenant Slader. , Under ' the
former’s direction the brigade has
won new honors. | The valedictory
order issued by the retiring chief was
of a brevity ¢haracteristic of the man
of action. It is thus given by The
Insurance Record jof London :

“In taking leave of the officers and
men of the London Fire Brigade, 1
desire to express tb all ranks my
thanks for the hearty co-operation
and assistance I have received dur-
ing the period I have held the posi-
tion of chief officer. In relinquish-
ing the control of, the admirable
body of men it has been my privi-
lege and pride to command for the
past six years, I do so in the full
confidence that the . support so
cheerfully given me will be as readily
accorded my successor.”

" . Growth and  Betterment.

As remarked in a recent issue of
The London Daily Telegraph, the fire
brigade has attained its. popularity
by deserving it,and;unlike some other
branches of municipal work in Lon-
don (and most branches of muncipal
work in some other cities) it has

never been influenced by the actions
‘and reactions of Ipcal partisanship.

.Over steamboats and tramways and

electric llghtiﬁag schemes in Londosn
fierce political battles have been
fought, but wheén any question of the
fire brigade equipment has been un-
der discussion all parties have been
absolutely unanimous that it must be
the very best obtainable both in per-
sonnel and equipmeént. Small wonder
is it that when some years back a
member of the LLondon County Coun-
¢ll—who has since received political
preferment and the right to wear a
cocked hat—referred to the men as
“gilded popinjays,”” he raised a
storm of indignation which would
have crushed a modre sensitive na-
ture. The recent inspection of the
brigade by their majesties was an
event in which all London took evi-
dent pride. |
The present brigade really dotes
from the early days of the defunect
Metropolitan Board of Works.
When the board of works passed
away and the London County Coun-
cil came into being just 20 - years
ago, it was soon recognized that, e¢:
cellent as the brigade was in person-
nel, it was totally fnadequate for the
proper protection of the metropoliz,
and from that day to this the ex-
tension has been continuous.
Every vyear at least one new fire
station has been built—in some
vears three or four—until now the
position has been achieved that it ig
doubtful if there |is an inhabited
house within the administrative
County of London! which could not
be reached from at least one of the
stations within five minutes . of. the
call being received:

Cost and Training of Brigade,

According to The Daily Telegraph
the annual cost of keeping the fire
brigade going approximates a

-1 quarter of a millibn sterling every

year, and the salaries and wage bills
alone amount to mdre than £125,000.
The clothing of the men costs about
£10,000 a year,; and nearly a tenth

of that amount is spent in medical
attendance. The strength of the'
brigade consists of about 1300 off=
cers and men, and included ampng .
them are mearly 200 coachmen. and
a dozen pilots, whilst between . 30
and 40 skilled mechanics aré Kept
continuously employed on the égtip-"
ment. This equipment is increasing"’
annually to the extent of £5000 to:
£6000 worth on an dverage, and,:
roughly speaking. the brigade .at
present possesses 86 steam engings,

dozen motor fire-escapes, 110: vans,
100 hose carts and ladder “trucks,
five fire-floats and tugs, seveén rafis’
and store barges, 250 various: kinds
of escapes and long ladders, and 60
miles of hose. A motor fire engine, .
which is the latest thing in fire ap-
pliances, casts £1200, or hearly
three times the cost of a ~horsed
steam fire engine. About £17,000 is’
expended every vear on teéelephones;
fire alarms and electric bells;:~horse:
hire absorbs nearly £23,000, whilst
new hose and other gear and stores.
are accountable for more than £10,-
000 annually. ; gy

There are always under instrucs
tion at headquarters about 150 men,”
and these are drawn almost ex¢lu->
gsively from the ranks of theé “nayy
and the mercantile "marine. The

graph remarks, is obvious. An.effi-
cient fireman has to be as nimble as
a cat, and he must be able to run
along coping-stones and roof-ridges”
at dizzy heights with unerring  fooi.
Long experience has proved that the
training of a British seaman supplies
the necessary nerve and nimbleness.
The training of a recruit at head-
quarters is very severe and thoro.
He is taught not only to fight the
flames, but to save human life, even
at the risk of his own. :

general adoption of electricity for .
electric lighting has added consider- ~
ably to the work of the brigade: fot"
that illuminant has  developed new
risks.

The Salvage Corps, -
No description of the metropolitan
fire service would be complete. with-.
out a referenc to another fine body
of men known as the London Salvage
Corps, which Colonel Fox hag 80
ably controlied for many years. This '
organization is entirely distinct from:
public control and is maintained
solely in the interests of the ‘insur-
ance companies and the large :
perty owners, but the men work loy-
ally side by side with their comrades”
in the fire brigade, and over and-over '

‘again they have proved themselves to

be no less courageous. There is stijl
another class of firemen of quite’
modern growth. These are the pri-
vate fire brigades, which form part

of the organization of many of the:
great London business establighe
ments. The men are frankly ama- .
teurs, drawn chiefly from the ranks
of clerks and warehousemen, but
they are, as a rule, well trained to

deal with a sudden outbreak of fire.
