" AROUSES PROTESTS

Tocjlmorde,n‘ ;‘R}.sidents Hold
~ Indignation- Meeting and
Pass Resolution.

‘““There. has been  enough money paid
to the Gas Company by the users . in
‘the district to enable them to install a
new main, the need of which is the cause
of all the trouble,” he declared.-

the association, said Mr. Armstrong
could promise no immediate relief, and
that the company was doing all it.pos-
sibly . could to give an adequate service.

that on account of the high price. of
labor, the pipes lald down between the
city limits and Todmor@en ‘in connec-
tion with a new service were carted
away again by the company until-there
was an improvement in labor conditions.
