Paris, Nov. 5.—Great Britain, France 
and Italy have signed a tri-partite 
agreement in which they undertake 
to support each other in maintaining 
their ‘ spheres of influence" in Tur­
key. The limits of the areas in which 
the respective special Interests of 
France and ltaiy are recognized are 
defined by the same" document. ,

This agreement, it developed today, 
was signed at Sevres on August 10, 
the day the public ceremonial of the 
signing of the peace treaty with Tur­
key took place. Altho the agreement, 
it is explained, is not considered a 
secret one, it nevertheless has never 
been made public until now, after a 
lapse of nearly three months since 
the signing. Under its own 
the document was to come into force 
and be published at the time the 
Turkish peace treaty should go Into 
effect.

In connection with examination of 
the text of the agreement, now avail­
able, attention is being called here to 
the fact that while the treaty defines

Granard, Ireland, Nov. 6.—The sack­
ing of this town on Wednesday night 
by uniformed men ranks with the re­
cent raids at Balbriggan, Mallow and 
TubbercuSy, according to accounts 
given to the Associated Press by eye­
witnesses today. The damage, which

an officer and was part of an exten­
sive raid across County Longford after 
the murder of several pollceajen In 
the district, Sunday and Monday.

Eleven lorries, which made up the 
raiding party, stopped first at the vil­
lage of jSdgesworthstown, where sev­
eral houses were searched and a man 
riding a bicycle was shot. Next Gran- 
ard was visited and 13 buildings were 
burned there.

The last village raided was Ballin- 
aree, adjacent to Granard where the 
raiders ran into an ambush of volun­
teers, losing three men killed and five 
wounded. They then were forced to 
retire.

The raiding party entered Granard at 
11.30 o'clock Wednesday night and pro­
ceeded immediately to the police bar­
racks. All but two of the lorries were 
placed at strategic positions to prevent 
a surprise attack. Operating in two 
parties the men went methodically about 
the work of destruction.

London, Nov. 5.—In a speech at 
Cardiff, Wales, tonight, former Pre­
mier Asquith declared that evidence 
that servants of the crown were be­
ing allowed, with virtual impunity, to 
engage in a campaign of organized 
outrage was overwhelming and irre­
sistible. An appeal to parliament, he 
said, was useless.

Alluding to statements attributed 
to him, advocating a separate navy 
for Ireland, the former premier ex­
plained he never intended that Ire­
land should have anything not 
granted the great dominions and he 
would make it an absolute condition 
that the imperial navy should always 
have free access to all Irish ports.

Should Ireland be ill-advised 
enough to start her own navy, added 
Mr. Asquith, it must be under condi­
tions agreed to by all the dominions 
at an imperial conference.

Two interesting, altho unofficial, 
attempts are being made to solve the 
Irish question, it developed today. 
The first of these is an effort by in­
fluential political quarters to induce 
the government to communicate with 
the Sinn Fein members of parliament 
in order to try to reach a practical 
agreement and prevent the ruin of 
Ireland.

The second is that three coalition 
members of parliament will formally 
propose a plan for withdrawing the 
military in Ireland to strategic cen­
tres and allowing the loçal authori­
ties to take the responsibility for the 
preservation of law and order with 
the eventual view of negotiating a 
political settlement of the problem.
