Disasters” on the North Coust of Seotlund.—
Montrose, February 34.—\We have seldom had
occasion to announce so any d ters on . our
coust as occurred during the storm of last ‘Cnes-
day morning, and throughout the course of the day.
Noless than three vessels have been completely
destroyed, and the crew of one of then totally
lost. 'This tli-fated vessel was the brig Martin of
Dundee, Colman, master, of 180 tons, which was
observed on the beach of Carnousite’'on the morn-
ing of 'I'vesduy, a complete wreck, and without
any sign of hercrew. It is supposed that she had
struck the banks while taking the T'ay during the
course of the night; and as the storm was very
tempestuous, and the sea very heavy, became a
wreck in a very short time, aund the erew had, no
doubt, been washed overboard and drowned.
