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NO INFORMATION YET,

Acting Mayor Frink wrote on behalf
of the Common Council to the Minister
. of Public Works and the Minister of
Marine recently, asking what provision
the Government proposed to make in
the estimates for harbor improvements
on the West Side or in the Courtenay
Bay area. The Minister of Marine
washed his hands of the matter, reply-
ing that it was up to the Minister of
Public Works. Hon. Dr. King, whose
letter was before the Council yester-
day, wrote that it would be impossible
to furnish information as to what
amount, or as to whether any amount,
had been placed in the estimates for
work in the harbor until the estimates
had been tabled in the House. In
other words, “Let the curtains of the
future hang.”

The Common Council thus is placed
somewhat in the position of the
anxious child who keeps inquiring
what Santa Claus is going to bring at
Christmas, and who is told that he
must }'avait and see, and that the
Christmas delight will be all the
greater if he has no advance informa-
tion. There is this difference, that the
city ‘has no positive assurance from
the Minister of Public Works that
Santa Claus is coming at all. It would
be bad for all concerned if the city,
because of its experlence this year,
should become inclined to the’ belfef
that there is no Santa Claus. And
Sdint John is not alone concerned. This
is a national matter.

The Minister of Public Works is
doubtless correct technically in declin-
ing to disclose any ftems in the esti-
mates, or any positive intention as to
the estimates, before he takes the
House into his confidence; yet on many
occasions this rule is not adhered to
strictly, and the country will remem-
ber that very recently the Government
proclaimed its determination to proceed
with the constructfon of the remainder
of the Hudson Bay Railway—*“forth-
with.” Now, “forthwith” is a powerful
word, and reassuring to some of the
provinces at least.

However, while good tidings as to
harbor equipment are not forthcoming
in' the form requested by the Common
Council, we have some indications
which should be favorable.
Minister of Public Works said in the
Hoouse last year, when he was queried
regarding the tri-partite agreement,
that the Government would live up to
its contracts. We could wish that he
had edded “forthwith,” and possibly he
would have employed that word hdd
he thought the case here as urgent as
that of the West. Perhaps the Com-
mon Council and the Board of Trade
may be able to do something to con-
vince him that our case is as urgent
as any.

There is the further consideration,
that just priod to the general election
of October last, a contract for dredging
in Courtenay Bay was let, and work
there has been proceeded with in con-
nection with the construction of plers
and other accommodation for the C.
N. R. At the time that contract was
made public the Government announced
through one of its spokesmen that it
was the intentlon to complete . the
requisite terminal facilitles in Court-
enay Bay, in accordance with plang
long in existence, and calling for devel-
opment under the unit principle, per-
mitting of a comprehensive terminal
gcheme sufficlent to ‘take care of a
greatly increased traffic over the C. N.
R., which now draws export freight
from all the territory gridironed by
the Transcontinental, the Grand Trunk,
the Grand Trunk Pacific and the Cana-
dian Northern, and which can carry
import freight to all the immense ter
ritory reached by these railways.

If the urgent needs of national
transportation are to be met, therefore,
there should Ve adequate appropriation
in t': estimates to continue the
Courtenay Bay work with all reason-
eble expedition, and provision should
be .made for extending the Wast Side
facilities according to the tri-partite
contract in connection with which the
Government is in default.

It should be at least reasonbly clear
that these improvements are Quite as
necessary, and that the matter of con-
struction is quite as urgent, as {s any
expenditure In connection with the
Hudson Bay Railway. We must hope,
therefore, that the seeming reticence of
the Minister of Public Works does not
