The death of Mr, John Mitchell which

One of the events of the week that will
afford considerable interest to admirers
of what may be termed old time boat
rowing, is the challenge of Wallace Ross
to row E. C. Laycock, the Australian.
Ross wants to row on the Thames for $2,-
