Refer­
ring to Mr. Lngrin’s remarks the opin­
ion was expressed by Mr. Carter that he 
had advanced no strong arguments 
against the committee’s proposal. It 
should be understood that the board 
wasn’t fighting the pilots, but was look­
ing to the building up. of this part as a 
commercial centre. He thought that the 
board of trade should endeavor to doi 
everything possible to reduce pilotage 
charges.

Mr Bullen, while congratulating the 
committee on its report, thought that a 
body more familiar with marine matters 
would have drafted a more accurate 
statement. He did not think thaf it was 
a question of how many vessels the 
pilots berthed during the year. They 
sometimes had to wait twenty-five hours 
in all kinds of weather for incoming 
steamers. Therefore, he didn’t believe 
the compulsory pilotage fees was a 
hardship.

It was moved in amendment by Mr. 
Leiser and seconded by Mr. Bullen that 
the report be referred back to the com­
mittee.

This was put and lost, and the motion 
to the effect that the report be adopted 
and forwarded to the proper authorities, 
carried unanimously.

The meeting then adjourned.

PREVENTED FROM
LANDING AT VICTORIA

ADDRESSED BOARD OF
TRADE ON THORSDAY

The Immigration Inspector Orders Their 
Prompt Return to Places 

Whence They Came.

Explalced Difficulties In Way of Early 
Commencement in This Province- 

Report on Pilotage.

LADYSMITH, VANCOUVER ISLAND, B. »(Applause.)
In the construction of the railway the 

utmost care would be exercised in the 
grading. By arranging easy grades and 
gradual curves, the heaviest freight could 
be handled with expediency, thus making 
a considerable improvement over the 
present service.

In this particular, Mr. Morse said, the 
Grand Trunk Pacific would have an ad­
vantage over most other transcontinental 
railways. He instanced the case of the 
Union Pacific, millions of dollars having 
recently been expended by that company 
in regrading and carrying out other im­
provements to the line.

“In acquiring the E. & N. railroad.” 
Mr. Morse continued, “the Canadian Pa­
cific Company has made it impossible for 
us to reach Victoria in that way.” He 
did not know what possibilities there 
were of that line being extended to the 
north end of the Island. If this railway 
was built with the assistance of a gov­
ernment subsidy, however, he suggested 
that a clause be included in the agree­
ment giving all railways equal privileges 
on the line from the point where it join­
ed the present E. & N. to its terminus 
at the north of the Island. (Applause.)

He had been asked a great many 
questions regarding the construction of 
the road, and when it was intended to 
make a start on the Pacific coasf. Be­
fore proceeding he wished to contradict 
the apparently prevailing understanding 
that the company was receiving assis­
tance from the Dominion government in 1 
the construction work through British 
Columbia; Neither a cash or land bonus 
was being received, the government 
simply guaranteeing bonds up to 76 per 
cent, of cost, and in return holding the 
road as security., Not having substan­
tial financial Apport from Federal 
sources the company had to consider the 
cheapest as well as the most efficient 
means of building the line through this 
province. Arrangements had to be made 
to have no portion “suspended" while 
other parts were being completed. By 
this he meant that immediately the 
respective sections of the line are ready 
for operation they must begin to bring 
in returns. It had been decided that the 
more economical method would be the 
building of the line from east' to west. 
This, of course, meant that all supplies 
and equipment were to be secured in 
Eastern Canada, principally Montreal 
and Kingston, and transported to the 
scene of operations as required over the 
new line. But, while the company had 
agreed upon this course of action, it was 
felt that the respective provinces through 
which the road was constructed should 
benefit in proportion to the mileage of 
line within its borders. However, 
should a start be made in British Colum­
bia the cost would be greater. It was 
realized that this province would benefit 
materially if construction operations 
were commenced on the Pacific coast 
and all the necessary supplies purchased 
here. Therefore, if called upon t'o 
change their policy to such an extent, 
the company would require sufficient 
government assistance, either by land or 
cash bonus, to recompense them for the 
additional burden undertaken in starting 
from the West. He did not know 
whether the provincial government would 
favor such a proposal or whether the ex­
penditure of between $10,000,000 and 
$15,000,000 in this province was attrac­
tive to Victoria merchants. Should they 
regard the idea favorably he had no 
doubt they would have something to say 
to the government, or at least their 
representatives, along the line of his sug­
gestion. (Applause).

“The license may be objected to by 
some people as being class legislation.
This argument cannot hold water, as in 
reality it is the non-imposition of a li­
cense which constitutes class legislation, 
in that the funds for the enforcing of 
laws, which only affect a certain class 
of the community, viz, sportsmen, hunt­
ers, etc., will be then taken from the gen­
eral revenue, whereas if a license is im­
posed sportsmen and others who hunt 
and fish will pay for the enforcement of 
the laws for the preservation of the 
game for which they hunt or fish. This 
is as it should be, and the sportsmen 
a whole in this province are practically 
unanimous in their desire to pay for their 
sport. Nearly every state in the union 
has a resident game license. The state 
of Illinois last year contributed $95,000, 
and Wisconsin $78,164, from a one-dollar 
game license. The system has proved a 
great success wherever it has been tried, 
and there is no reason why it should not

free port. There was a large attendance. 
An interesting address was delivered by 
F. W. Morse, vice-president and general 

of the Grand Trunk Pacific
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nature, is not because the city has been 
over-worked in this line of business—not 
at all. It is because the immigration 
laws applying to all classes of paupers 
are being strictly enforced. All steamers 
bringing passengers from foreign ports 
are met and for those of the class men­
tioned return transportation is promptly 
arranged.

Dr. Milne has been very much on the 
alert since his appointment to the posi­
tion of Dominion immigration inspector. 
He has not only refused to allow many 
of these undesirable people to land but 
also others who were likely to become 
a charge on the community, 
time ago a cripple attempted to land 
here from one of the Sound steamers. 
On arrival he was confronted by the im­
migration inspector, with the result that 
he was ordered to be returned to. the 
Sound. Instead the man secured passage 
to Vancouver, but was refused a landing 
there on a message being sent from Vic­
toria. His next voyage was to the point 
from which he came. Doctor Milne says 
that last month he had to send more im­
migrants back to the United States than 
to Japan.

The case of an old lady, 75 years of 
age, who arrived here from San Fran­
cisco, is one of the most recent coming 
under attention. This woman came here 
on the steamship ) Senator, seeking a 
cousin, who is no longer a resident of 
this city. She was destitute and drop­
sical. The woman gave her nativity as 
English, but this fact did not save her 
from being returned to the Golden Gate. 
It- was stated that she would be sent 
back on the ship to this city, and Dr. 
Milne was therefore on the lookout when 
the Senator reached port early yester­
day morning. The officer, however, had 
some doubts about the accuracy of this 
report.

“United States immigration authori­
ties must know,” he said, “that where 
such cases are deported they must be 
taken back whence they came. Having 
given her nativity as English does not 
preclude her from the Canadian immi; 
gration laws. For example, many who 
arrive at Quebec, Montreal and Halifax 
from Great Britain are returned if not 
suitable or persons fit to be admitted. 
How could it be possible for the United 
States authorities to conceive that any 
coming under this category could be ad­
mitted from a foreign country? If the 
woman had been returned it would ne­
cessitate a heavy fine on the ship, as the 
Canadian immigration laws are strict on 
this point and a fine of $1,000 for such 
an offence could be imposed. The re­
sults will be no doubt that the steamship 
company will be more careful in future 
who are booked to this port.”

“The Governor-General may, by proc­
lamation, whenever he deems it neces- 
sary, prohibit the landing of pauper or

20th—Number of Recruits.Mr. Morse referred to the fact that 

the financial arrangements being now 
complefe for the building of the line 
from Lake Superior to the Rocky Moun­
tains, it was regarded as important by 
bis company to consummate these 
arrangements for the rest of the line.

Mr. Lugrin thought that a resolution 
of so much importance to the develop­
ment of Vancouver Island should not be 
allowed to pass without discussion. He 
had heard it stated that there was noth­
ing here worth developing. He then 
went on to compare the size of the 
island with Nova Scotia. It was like 
that province in its proximity to the sea 
and its climate. But Vancouver Island 
was superior in regard to its coal, iron, 
copper and timber resources, while the 
possibilities of its fishing industry were 
illimitable. When all this was consider­
ed nobody could say that there was 
nothing worth while on the Island. He 
was of the opinion that all should unite 
in the interests of Vancouver Island and 
the entire province. He believed that it 
would be good policy to allow railways, 
intending to construct lines in British 
Columbia opening up and settling the 
country, reasonable land bonuses. He 
also thought that if government as­
sistance was extended the proposed 
tension of the E. & N. railway to the 
north end of the Island he hoped that 
there would he a provision giving all 
railways righf-of-way over the new line. 
In this way Victoria would be made the 
termini of two and perhaps three trans­
continental railways.

Mr. Carter made a brief address. He 
hoped that Mr. Morse’s suggestion would 
be followed out. and this city made the 
terminus of at least two railways. He

Notorious Crook, Known in Victoria, 
Receives His Reward.

A dispatch from Tacoma says: Horace 
D. Gates,. who lured Norma Hoyt, a 
High school girl, away from her home 
and fled to British Columbia. cities, has 
been sentenced to ten years in the peni­
tentiary.

The disappearance of Norma Hoyt was 
a ten days’ sensation in Tacoma last 
fall, and the efforts of the police of all 
Northwestern cities were enlisted to find 
her.
