Although the troops were fit for the 
work before them, the commissariat 
and other departments of the army 
were in a shameful and disgraceful 
state of inefficiency owing to the ignor­
ance and incompetency of their officials. 
The natural consequence of this was 
that a short time after they landed 
disease broke ont among the troops, 
and for every one that was killed by 
the enemy hundreds died from disease, 
neglect, exposure and starvation. It 
was a fortunate thing for the United 
States that Santiago surrendered when 
it did and peace was proclaimed. If it 
had held out a short time longer, the 
American forces, owing to disease and 
death, would not have been in a fit 
state to capture it. The few that are 
now left of these troops are returning 
to their homes and in their diseased 
and wretched condition, the American 
people are having a partial glimpse of 
the deadly horrors of war.

The...FEE SicPolitical Meeting at Haitian!.
: The following it a brief report of the 

speeches delivered by Hon. Messrs. Em­
merson and T-veedie at the mass meeting 
held in Hartland, Carleton Co , on the 
21st inst.

Mr. Emmerson said it gave him much 
pleasure to have the opportunity of ad­
dressing the people of Hartland. Hé had 
never before had the privilege or the 
pleasure of addressing an audience in 
Carleton county, outside of the town of 
Woodstock. It was stated here Tuesday 
evening that the proviucial secretary and 
himself had been invited to be present 

- and speak at the meeting held by the 
opposition at Hartland od Monday even­
ing, and that they had been afraid to meet 
Dr. Stockton aud Mr. Bazen. He (Hon. 
Mr. Emmerson) wished fc> say tint he 
had mfver received any such invitation, 
tither directly or indirectly, and he wai 
su to the provincial secretary had not. 
The government meeting had been 
arranged for the 21st, which was the 
earliest possible date on which the pro­
vincial secretary could attend, and when 
that meeting was arranged he had not 
heard a word of any meeting to be held 
by the opposition. If an invitation had 
Ьгеп extended he and the secreta y would 
have had great pleasure in attending Dr. 
Stockton’s meeting. As for fear of doing 
so, there wai only absurd.ty in the sug­
gestion, for without referenca to himself 
he knew that the Secretary was rather 
fond of crossing swo-ds with the Opposi­
tion leader and was, in any ctse, a natural 
fighter. Passing on, Mr. Emmerson said 
that he had heard a great deal about the 
wheat policy of the government. It had 
been charged by Dr. Stockton that he 
advised the fai mers of this province te 
give up the growing of oats and barley 
and buckwheat, substituting wheat there­
for.

What 
he had a-kd l the farmers was tj grow 
enough whe»t to produce sufficient flour 
for the use of themselves and the r 
families ; thu« saving a 1 irge annual 
drain from their own pockets. Why,there 
is sent annually out of this province lor 
flour the sum of $1,500,000 and if the 
farmers can produce sufficient fl міг for 
their олії use this drain will be almt st 
entirely stoppe 1.

IT WAS THE RIGHT POLICY.
They thought we we e going to h ive a 

good wheat year, and that the gny r i­
ra en t woull in s une way receive a credit 
that they would be very sorry to see them 
have. But there is a bright lmi ig to 
every cloud. The rut-t came, and this 
gloom was ditpeiled. We had very b d 
weather and the humidity of the at mos 
phere and the moisture caused the wl є t 
to nut, and we were to blanie. Si ice 
then we have heard nothing but paeans of 
praise from the opposition and their 
newspapers.

Mr. Emmerson read a statement made 
by William Shaw, M. P. P., a member 
of the opposition in the local legislature.

This showed that good flour could be 
produced from wheat grown in this coun­
try, and in spite of the partial failure of 
the wheat crop this year he (Emrnerscjh) 
had faith that wheat can be grown in this 
province and grown successfully,

Referring to the Moncton convention 
Mr. Emmerson sud the opposition had 
adopted a new policy. They now stood 
upon this platform : that no matter 
whether the government is so administer­
ing the affairs of the province as to meet 
with the approval of a majority of the 
people, if it is not an out and out whole- 
souled Conservative government it should 
be thrown out of office.

DAILYTHE PROVINCIAL BOND ISSUE.

Dr. Stockton does not tell you everything. 
He did not tell you that last winter, on the 
floors of the House, he charged me with 
having committed a great wrong in con­
nection with the sale of a large issue of 
New Brunswick bonds. Let me tell you 
about this great wrong. In 1897, knowing 
that money was getting cl. aper and that 
the financial credit of the province was 
better than it had ever been before, I in­
troduced a Bill in the House authorizing the 
government to issue $1,010,000 three per 
cent bonds. Of this, $910,000 was to 
redeem bonds falling due, and $100,000 on 
account of permanent bridges. Teudeis 
were called for these bonds, aud the best 
tender received was $93 51, I considered 
this too low and refused to accept it. The 
House was in session at the time, and Dr. 
Stockton charged me with acting against the 
interests of the tenderers. He said that I 
should have accepted the highest tender, 
and that my course was not a fair one to 
the tenderers. I showed him that 1 would 
not accept any of the tenders, aud I wrote 
to the different tenderers, stating that I 
would not accept any of the tenders, but 
that I would put a pi ice of at least $96.00 
on the bonds, and would extend the time 
for receiving tend are until the 14 h of 
February. On that date the new tenders 
were opened, and it was found that an offer 
had been received for the whole issue at 
$96.00, payable at the office ot the Receiver- 
General in Fredericton. There would be no 
commissions, no biokerage, no chargee 
whatever. It was 96.00 net. This offer 
was accepted and what did it mean to the 
province? It meant that by taking tho 
course which I did, and which Dr. Stockton 
so vigorously condemned, the province 
gained nearly $30,000. That was the differ­
ence between the two offers. (Applause.)

THE NORTHUMBERLAND DEAL.
Dr. Stockton and Mr. Hazen have talked 

somewhat to you concerning the so called 
Northumberland deal. Now, I want to 
say to you that the policy of the govern­
ment in regard to that matter and its policy 
in giving 25 year leases of our lumber lands 
was in the financial interebti of the province. 
It gives a larger revenue than was before 
obtained ; it gives an impetus to the lum­
bering business, an<l fosters and increases 
the trade of the country. Before the re­
daction of the stumpage, lumbermen on the 
North shore were unable to sell their deals 
at a profit because of the low price in the 
English market and th.-ir having to compete 
with the product of countries where stum- 
page was much lower and deals were more 
cheaply obtainable. Their mills were lying 
idle and the people were out of work. The 
reduction of the stumpage changed all this. 
It enabled the mill owners to start up their 
mills ; the people received employment, and 
ever since that time those mills have been 
running steadily.
OUR LANDS WERE PRACTICALLY GIVEN AWAY.

With reference to the charge of extrava­
gance made against ne, it is true that the 
bonded indebtedness of the Province has 
increased during tho past 14 years, but how 
did it increase ? The giving of subsidies to 
railways and the construction of permanent 
bridges was responsible for the increase. 
Noy* let us see what was the policy of the 
Frafcer government in respect to the giving 
of subsidies. We have given subsidies of 
$3,000 and $2,500 a mi'e to railways when 
the people demanded that railways should 
be built, but the former government gave 
away our lumber lands. Instead of giving a 
cash subsidy to railways they gave 10,000 
acres of land per mil-. And when they 
wanted to raise money they did not bsue 
bonds. Ne, but they sold the valuable 
lumber lands of the province, 40,000 and 
50,000 acres at a time, as low as 50 cents an 
acre. If it had not been for the wholesale 
giving away of the lumber lands of the 
province by former governments you 
would to-day have your Hartland Bridge. 
(Applause). It is true we have bonded in­
debtedness of $2,835,000, but the little city 
of St. John, with only 40,000 inhabitants, 
has a bonded indebtedness of over $3,000,- 
000, and daring the past two or three years 
they have added to their bonded debt by 
nearly a million of dollar}*.

M. S N. GOT THE LUMBER POLICY.
Then, Dr. Stockton has charged that the 

lumber policy of the government was not 
right. He said that in Restigouche county 
we were allowing the Mnskoka Land Com 
pan y to hold land which they were not 
operating at all. I pointed out to him that 
the Company had leased 400 square miles 
there, for which they paid $8 a mile 
and for which they were paying $4 a 
mile each year since 1893 whether they 
operated it or not. He said we should make 
them operate it, but if he knows anything 
at all he knows that the longer this lumber 
is uncut the better it is and the more 
valuable it is getting, and if they do not 
choose to cut this lumber at all it will cer- 

’tainly be worth far more to the province at 
the end of the 25 years than it would if the 
‘umber were cut off year after year. 
Besides, there is now being out by our 
operators and exported more lumbar, 
perhaps, than is profitably soli and
if this large company added, just now, to 
the stock going forward to the British or 
other markets it would further weaken 
them. Dr. Stockton doesn’t 
to g'asp this fact. Then they will 
tall jou that we are shutting up 
the lumber lands of the province against the 
poor man. Let me tell you that in the 
County of Restigouche alone there are 425 
square miles of lumber lands not taken up, 
and no oue has even applied for it. By the 
policy of the government in making 
surveys we have gained a great deal for the 
province. In Restigouche County alone we 
found 137 square miles of valuable lumber 
lands that never showed on the plane, and 
on the Tobiquo we found 200 square miles. 
That shows that the government is careful 
of the interests of the province.

READY TO ANSWER CHARGES,

I would like to ask Dr. Stockton if we 
did not make money by the sale of our 
bonds. I would like to ask him if 
lumber policy was not in the interests of the 
province. We are here to answer charges, 
but not idle, frivolous charges. The only 
time that my friend Dr. Stockton made any 
show of making charges was some years ago. 
He got up 18 charges in all against Mr. 
Blair and Mr. Emmeison and also agaiust 
myself. He submitted them to Lieutenant 
Governor Tilley, and" the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor told him that if he wished to be constitu­
tional he should formulate these charges in 
the House and get a committee to investigate 
them. Mr. Blair challenged him to do this 
and said he would get a committee. “Oh,” 
said Dr. Stockton, “the House is going to 
rise.” “Yes,” Mr. Blair said, “che House 
is gotug to rise to-morrow, but we will keep 
it here till August if you want to make your 
charges and have them investigated.” Mr. 
Blair moved a resolution challenging him to 
do it, but be wouldn’t; he backed down,and 
we never heard of those charges afterwards. 
(Applause.)

Of course I believed her story. We told 
it to any person who came in and then a» 
there were many persons who wanted to 
see it and ae we lived out of the way, we 
concluded to leave the tree at my father- 
in-law’s, Mr. John Hughes', the black­
smith*.

Voting on the question of prohibit­
ing the importation, manufacture and 
sale of any and all intoxicating bever­
ages in the Dominion of* Canada is to 
take place te-day. Those who place 
their desire for the simple enactment ot 
a prohibitory law above all other con­
siderations—fiscal or otherwise—will 
vote in the affirmative. These will, 
probably, embrace the majority of the 
votera who go to the polls. Many 
voters who desire to advance the tem­
perance cause in every legitimate way 
will probably vote against prohibition 
because it is known to be practically 
unattainable, and also because of the 
difficulties involved from a fiscal stand­
point. It is thought that not more 
than one-half of the total. vote of the 
Dominion will be polled.

The voting begins at 9 a.m. and 
closes at 5 p.m. Voters of Chatham 
will poll at either the Masonic Hall, or 
the public hall, Loggieville, according 
to residence.

The authorities in Washington 
will not make public the terms of the note, 
but its general tenor is that the Untied 
States will not be satisfied with any further 
delay in the evacuation of Cuba.

It is to the effect that the terms of the 
protocol called for the immediate evacuation 
of Cuba and the Spanish sovereignty must 
bo relinquished. The American commis­
sioners have been informed that the evacua­
tion of Cuba cannot be delayed.

WHAT HAVE WE EVER GOT FROM EITHER THE

and fresh-water fish, mounted, in cases. 
The birds and animals eho vn by the 
Crown Land D parfcuient were largely 
those which formed the exhibit at the 
Sportsmen’s show in Boston in March 
last, but the exhibit of New Brunswick 
ashes was an entirely new one, which was 
prepared in Chatham by provincial Fish­
ery Commissioner Smith, and consisted of 
live fish exclusively, of which there were 
five tanks, the tinny occupants of which 
wgre daily and nightly admit ed by thous­
ands. The agricultural features of the 
exhibition were also more complete and of 
greater merit than those of previous 
years, and the exhibit of fruits, grains, 
roots, etc. under the auspices of the pro­
vincial Department of Agriculture was 
large, varied and of first quality. It goes 
without saying that much of the success 
of the St. John exhibition of 1898 was 
due to the substantial and practical aid 
and encouragement given by the govern­
ment,and it is to be hoped that the duty 
of the provincial authorities In such 
matters, having been so well and success­
fully performed this year, it will be taken 
as a precedent in future years, whether 
the exhibitions shall be held annually, 
or less frequently.
