Whatever ne-
cessity for a Quebec leader may have
appeared to exist in 1901 there is none
now., Thep Mr. Borden was untried
fn his present position. He and his
friends might have supposed that
the affairs of the party in Quebec
could be better supervised by a mem-
ber from that province speaking the
language of the majority, and under~
standing the provincial conditions. But

Mr. Borden has in three years made |

himself well acquainted Wwith the Que-
beo people and they understand him.
He has even acquired the use of the
French language. It is & matter of
more importance that with three years
of experience his position as a leader
has long K passed the experimental
stage, and the choice of the party has
been ‘abundaatly vindicated. The time
as come when he should take the
position of other national leaders of
both parties. There was no joint
leadership'of the opposition under Sir
John A. Macdonald, or 8ir Charles

should there be under Mr. Borden ?
Ontario, which sends to parliament
over fifty conservative members, has
no provincial leader in federal affairs.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 19.~One of
the most interesting sights in Russia
is the exhibition of would-be brides
which takes place annually at Klui,
near Moscow, and which was held
this year with the usual success.

On the festival of the Epiphany
(Russian style) all the young wo-
men who wish to gét married in the
course of the year are mustered in a
long row in the principal streét. 1In
order to make themselves attractive to
the young men who come to see and
admire them, they don nearly every-
thing in their possession.

Not only do. they put on their best
clothes, but also a lot of curious old
family trinkets, including sometimes
valuable searfs, cloaks and furs, and
even bringing with them their bed lin-
en and other portions of their ward-
robe.

A procession is formed, and on the
way to the church the young men
approach the would-be brides, engage
them in conversation, and, if the
young people think they suit one
another, a formal visit is paid to the
parents. ;

A marriage in Russia is arranged in
a very business-like’ manner, every
item of the trousseau bglng exacted
beforéhand and noted down as part of
the bride’s dowry.

BASEBALL WRITER
REPORTED SERMON.

ESREET

"The religious editor of a certain pa-
per published in this State took a va-
cation last Sunday and as he had no
one to leave in his place, he asked. the
sporting editor to attend church and
report the sermon. Here is what he
wrote, unblemishd by the editorial pen-
cil:

‘““The weather was perfect, and the
grandstand and bleachers were pack-
ed.
