The peaceful village of St. George
was greatly disturbed yesterday morn-
ing when it became generally known
that an attempt at murder had been
made at L’'Etang, about three and a
half miles from that place, sometime
about midnight on Saturday. As are-
sult the four-year-old son of Mrs. Jas.
Gardiner is lying at death’s door with |
& bullet through his arm, Daniel Hol-'
land, Mrs. Gardiner’s step-father, is
suffering with a nasty wound in the
face, and William Henry Mason of |
‘Lubec, Me., the would-be murderer, is
eonfined in the lock-up at St. George
awaiting a hearing, which will prob-
ably come on this morning.

. The story is an interesting one. About
five years ago Mary Holland, then a
prétty girl of nineteen, who had been
adopted by Daniel Holland's second
wife, fell in love with and married
James Gardiner of St. George, better
Enown among the boys as “Limber
Jim.”

" Their happmess was of short dura-
tioh, however, and after a week they
separated. Some time afterwards Mrs.
Gardiner gave birth to a. boy. Since:
thén she has been working at different
times in the sardine factories at Lubec, |
Me., and it was there she met William
Heénry Mason, a good looking young
Jad about the age of Mrs. Gardiner.

to the St. George officials of the laty,
who ‘h ned to see one or two on
the prisoner, “pretty soft.”

He stayed around for a
few minutes and went away a second
time, but his anger got the better of
his and he again returned, and not
sfopplng to knock, walked into the
room, where ha found Mrs, Gardiner
sitting in a chair with her four year
old boy on her lap.

Angus Ceok had disappeared.

Mason drew a 32 calibre revolver and
opened fire. One bullet passed through
Mrs. Gardiner’s hair, the second struck
the boy in the fleshy part of the arm
and pass2»d right through it. The bul-
let was later discovered In the boy’s
lap.

‘Mrs, Gardiner fled in terror from the
room, just as Dan Holland entered to
see what the matter was.

Mistaking Holland for Cook, Mason
fired two shots at him. One struck on
the side of the face and lodged in the
neck, the other cut a long gash in the
chords of the neck.

In the meantime Neil HoHand, son of
Dan Holland, who Wwas sleeping up-
stairs, heard. the shots, and jumpihg
out of the window, took & horse and
drove to Marshal J. Chipman BMcAd-
am's house in St, George. The offioer
returned with him and arrested Msson
with little diffleuity.

WILD ELECTION SCENES
AT KILLARNEY.,

e

Rival - Candidates for East Kerry Had a
Rather Vigorous Time—A Fight
for the Village Pump.

All doubts on the .question of a con-
test in East Kerry have now been set
at rest. Mr. John Murphy and Mr.
Eugene O’Sullivan, the rival candi-
dates, were both nominated on Satur-
day.

Exciting scenes were witnessed in
Killarney on Saturday evening; stones
were thrown, and the police had to in-
terfere to avert rioting,

On Sunday the rival candidates held
a number of meetings. At Xnockna-
goshel Mr, O’'Sullivan had a mixed re-
ception, and after his meeting some
commotion was caused by an attempt
to hold a meeting by Mr. Murphy's
Supporters, A fight for a point of van-
tage at the village pump formed one
of the humorous incidents in Sunday’s
campaign. Mr. Murphy’s principal
meeting was at Barraduff,

On Saturday evening a meeting of
Mr, Murphy’s supporters was held otit-
side the Town Hall, and the candidate,
speaking from an outside car, regretted
that a fight had been forced upon him.
There were, he said, people whispering
around that he could not obtain the
£200 to pay the Sheriff. Those who said
that ‘were mistaken, for not alone '£200
but £500 had been tendered to him
that morning by friends to enable him
to fight the battle of East Kerry to
victory. :

Cn Saturday night opposing crowds
moved about the streets of Killarney
and appeared riotously inclined. Once
or twice a rush and a stampede aceom-
panied by stone throwing added to the
excitement, The rattle of stones on
shutters gave unpleasant evidence of
hostilities, and ordinary people who
wére out on business made thémselves
Scarce. The police, who up to the pres-
ent have been passive spectators,
thought it desirable to interfere, and on
several occasions tried to scatter the
disturbers, In this they were oaly par-
tially -suecesstul, and up to a late hour
these unaccugtomed street noises were
heard throtighout the town,

Both candidates were out cagmpaign-
ing on Sunday. Mr. O'Sullivan visited
the remote district of Knoeknagoshel,
where he held a meeting after last
Mass,

His "public appearance there led to
some rather exciting incide#ts® follow-
ing a mixed reesption accorded to him.
Although having very donsidarable
support Mr, O'Sullivan had to face an
audience on whose part there was a
g¢od deal of hostility,

Rev. Arthur Murphy, P. P., apd Rev.
Jus. Hickey, C. C., remained at the
chapel ggte, and took no part one way
or the ether, It was even whispered
that it ‘would beAndiscreet on the part
of Mr. O’Sulliv: to hold a meeting.
That _gentleman, however, had made
up his mind to try, and after consider-
able delay he appeared, accompamed
by Messts. John O’Connor, R.D.C.,
David ‘O'Qonnell, James Hickey, and
others. They took possession -of the
railed enclosure in which stands the
vilage pump and started at once to
business,

The ‘crowd closed in, and it was at
once seen that the assembly was not
characterised by unanimity,

Mr. John O’Connor briefly introduced
the. candidate, and there was immedi-
ately an outburst of cheering and hiss-
ing, while a voice eried ““Go home, Sul-
livan.”

‘Whether it be from the great planet
Mars or is an official message from the
Prince of Darkness to his representa-
tive in western Carolina, the stone is a
curious one, and its cabalistic inscrip-
tion in mystic letters of unearthly ma-
terial 'is a puzzle to the decipherer of
hieroglyphics.

The unbroken face of the stone forms
a triangle of brown color, with gleams
of mica-like substances imbedded in it.
The other face is broken, and its even
cleverage presents a slightly clay-color-
ed surface, on which appear the letters
of umearthly import. These letters
are seven in number, itself a suggestive
fact and are formed of a material which
was at first supposed to be mieca,. but
which investigation shows to be some-
thing else. Of the letters or s8ymbols,
as they should be termed, it may be
said that they are three-fourths of an
inach in height and above and below
are marked by a distinet line. In fact
the appearance is the same as that of
the printing of a child who draws par-
allel lines in order that the letters to
be placed between them may be of
equal height and on a straight line.

The symbols are as clearly defined in
the stone as if made of metal and two
of them look like the letter ‘“V.»

The stone was found in Swain eoun-
try, near Whittler, in September, 1905.

OF ELECTIONS.

lﬂbm, Corruption, and Kidnapping 1n
0ld Fights.

In the days when a candidate was at
liberty to spend as much money as he
liked on securing votes, and when it
Was considered quite fair to kidnap a
voter who could not be persuaded to
Vote against his political conscience
elections were much more lively than
they are in these prosaic times. The
very utmost that can now be spent by
any one candidate in securing election
is £1,430, and when the electorate does
not number more than 200 the candidate

is not allowed to let his personal ex-

penses exceed £350. .

‘It is on record that at the end of the
eighteenth century Sir Richard Hill
spent over £10,000 in securing election
to parliament, During another contest

" At the next election no questions were

{ asked, and Lord Cochrane was return-
'ed by a substantial majority, As soon
after the the election as was decently
possible a deputation called upon him
to inquire how much his ‘faithful sup-
porters were to receive for voting for
him. “Not one farthing,” replied the
new member. “But last time,” urged
the deputation, “the minority recéived
ten pounds a head for their votes in

{ your favor.” “Quite so,” replied his

{ lordship, “but thet was for refusing to
be bribed by my opponent.. For me to
pay ‘them now for voting in accordance
with their consciences would be to vio-
late my own pringiples.”*

The most remarkable case of interfer-
ence with the liberty of a subject to
vote occurred in 1810, when a certain
Mr. Bowes was standing for Newcastle-
on-Tyne. Learning that a cargo of
Newcastle freemen was to be shipped
from London to wote for his opponent,
Mr. Bowes called upon the captein of
the }hlp, and paid him a heavy bribe to
carry the Newcastle townsmen to Os-
tend. K The captain contrived to be
blown out of his course, and obliged to
put into Ostend, where the unfortunate
voters remained until the poll was over.

£30 FOR A “SHAVE.”

Perhaps the best anecdote regarding
bribery and corruption concerns the
election of Mr. Lascelles (afterwards the
Earl of Harewood) for Preston at the
end ef the eighteenth century.

During the contest Mr. Lascelles
learned that there was a barber, who
lived in a cellar, and charged a penny
for shaving, who had not yet recorded
his vote. He went there alone the next
morning, and after being shaved told
the barber his name, and paid his a
ten-pound note instead of a penny. The
barber took the hint, but remarked to
Mr. Lascelles—“Sir Thomas'’—meaning
the other candidate—‘‘has been shaved
twice this morning.” Mr. Lascelles
thereupon passed his hand over his
chin and discovered that he was not as
cleanly shaved as he might have been.
Seating himself in the chair again, he
announced that he would have “a little
more off.”

The barber lathered and shaved him
over again, and received two more ten-
pound notes.. He then admitted that he
was in urgent need of fifty pounds, and
that, thanks to the generosity of the two

candidates for parliament, he now pos- |
sessed that sum, and intended to make

his fortune with it. As a matter of fact
he did so, for the barber was Richard
Arkwright, the inventor of the spinning
frame, and with the fifty pounds he

bought out his invention, which result-

ed in the acquisition of much wealth
and undying fame.. It is stated that

CORRUPT ELECTORS TRICKED.

. Sometimes the wily electors whe
counted on making a good profit out of
a contest were badly taken in. When
Lord Dundonald (then Lord Cochrane)
first stood for Honiton, he refused to
give bribes, and his opponent, who gave
five pounds a head for votes, secured the
seat. Lord Cochrane determined that
the next time there was an election in
the borough he would win the seat, and
that without bribery. He acordingly
sent round the bellman after his unsuc-
cessful fight to proclaim that all per-
sons who had voted for him would re-
ceive ten pounds if they called upon
his agent.

SEATS AND VOTES BOUGHT.

.To go further back, it is recorded that
in the reign of Queen Elizabeth a cer
tain Dame Pocklington, of Aylesbury,
secured the return of two members to
parliament by the simple process of in-
, viting all the voters to a sumptuous re-

past, at which each guest found oppo-

In the old Cornish - constituency of
Grampound the electors earned for
themselves the nickname of “Rascally
Grampounders,” on account of their in-
satiable appetite for bribes. They were
in the habit of boasting that they had
received as much ‘as ‘three hundred
guineas per man for their votes, The
borough of Gatton, in Surrey, once had
the reputation -of being the most cor-
rupt borough in England. It had been
bought and sold, eold and bought again,
until it was finally purchased by Sir
Mark Wood for over £100,000.

The right of elction was vested in
freeholders having tHeir freehold in
their own occupation. Wood, having
purchased the whole borough, was the
sole freeholder. In the whole borough
. there were but.six houses. Wood occu-
pied one, and let out the others to week-

{ Iy tenants, himself paying all the taxes,
of which he was collector. He was also
churchwarden, overseer, surveyor of
highways, borough magistrate, and ap-
pointer of the local constable, who was
returning officer.
