point in that direction and it may be
supposed. that the terrible conditions
of famine and destitution prevailing
among the refugees in the neighbor-
hood of Constantinople which is con-
ceded to be a hot bed for the gpread
of choleras may have had something
to do with Bulgaria's decision.

Prom other- points at the seat of
war comes news of the occupation of
the Peninsula of Mount Athos by the
Greeks and the march of the Greek
army from Saloniki to join in the Ser-
vian attack on Monastir. This at-
tack, according to a belligerent des-
patch began yesterday with an en-
counter betwen Turkish and Servian
cavalry near the city of Monastir.

Government’s Defeat
On Home Rule Bill. <

The outstanding political event .of
the week was the defeat of the govern-
ment’'s home rule bill, on Monday,
which arose on the report stage of the
financial resolutions which form the
basis of the proposed Irish finance,
and which had to be adopted prior to
consideration of the bill's financial
clauses.

A Unionist amendment, described by
the postmaster general as “knocking
the bottom out of the bill,” was adopt-
ed by 228 to 806, nearly two-thirds of
the House voting. The government was
for the momen unned, since escape
from the impasse seemed impossible,
Standing orders prohibit the recls
sion of a vote of the House, or the re-
introduction of a defeated proposal.
There . thus seemed only three alter-
natives—the resignation of the gow-
ernment, the abandonment of the bil,
or its re-committal with a complete
recasting of the financial proposals.

The two -cabinet councils held re-
jected the idea of resigning, although
it is understood that Lloyd-George
strongly favored that course. The gov-
ernment seeks escape in a motion to
rescind Monday's vote, notwithstand-
ing anything in standing orders. Thig
is equivalent to the military order:
“As you were!”

and the armament inferior. This
causes uneasy doubts as to Germany's
real effectiveness in war.

France on the other hand is uplift-
ed by the triumph of Franch methods
and weapons in the hands of the al-
lies. There is of course the personal
equation of the man behind the gun,
which may temper French pride and
soothe Teutonic misgivings, but
informant declares that the above
congiderations are having a pacificat-
ory influence at Berlin.
