To the Editor of the Tribune.
the Telegraph and Globe, of yesterday, an
advertisement over the name of the Gen-
eral Superintepdent of thé Intercolonial
Railway, calling for tenders for Slecping
Cars, First and Second Class Passenger
Cars, and e Cars, the tenders to
be received at the Railway Office, Monc-
ton, until noon of the J8th inst.y two of
the Sleeping Cars aud twoof the Baggage
Cars to be delivered by the first of June
and the balance by the 25th of that month,
all of the cars to be in all respects first
class in material, workmauship, &c. To
those unacquainted with the manunfactur:
ing of the articles advertised for, .this
might at first sight appear a good oppor-
tunity for the compctition of the manu-
| facturers of the Dominion, and no doubt
the editor of the Zelograph so viewed it
when he called the attention of his fellow
citizens.to it and expresscd thehope that
our péople would compete for and obtain
the contracts. But it may surprise him,
and all such as we have referred to,when
they are told that the advertisement is
not a bona fide one, and can 'deceive
only them and the general® ‘public.
It is not a bonra jfide advertiscment, be-
cause not intended as a chance for. the
competition of our manufacturers; and
for this reason—that anyone acquainted
with the matter, fqr instance, Mr. Car-
vell or Mr. Whitney, knows that no
manufacturer in the Dominion or the
United States can accomplish the work
in the time allotted,—that even if the
cars were all framed and put together
when the contracts - are awarded, the
time allowed for the fulfillment of the
work would not be more than half suffi
cient for the painting of them. We refer
more paxticularly te the sleeping and
fir-t-class cars, although it is required
that not these alone, but all of them,
must be in all respects first class in
workmanship, &e.
On the ‘12th February, we addressed
onr member, the hon. the - Minister
of Customs, with - referenee to " tlie
delay : in awardinz the half yearly
contracts for stores, ctc., tenders for
which were notadjudicated on until some
five or six weeks of theallotted time had
clapsed, and claimed that such delay did
not admit of the contractors doing justice
either to themselves or their employer,
and slso availed ourselves.of the oppor-
tunity of submitting to him the grievance
that not we alone were sustaining,in see-
ing 100 coalears for the use of-the Inter
colonial Railway delivered here from
builders in the United States free of duty,
and at an, advance over our contract
fizures, and drew his attention to the
hardships of séme fifty or sixty mcchanics
of eur own ecity being thrown out
of “wark, and consequently loss to
themselves and families of their means of
support, in the middle of winter, by such
disposal of the Government patronage.
In reply o our communication we on the
10th Marehreceived a note firom the hon.
member, stating that he -had submitted
our letter to the hon. Minister of Public
Works, whose reply was to the effect that
the contracts we referred to were given
L to the lowest tenderers as was the invari-
able rule of the Department, and with

.| regard to_ the _construction .of the goal

_cdrs in the United States they were done
under the late Government and hic was
not aware of the circumstances. Further
that thegdid not ask for tenders from
any one eutside of our owa country, and
lastly that heé would at any.time be glad
to do-anything in his power to advance
the intérests ¢f the enterprising. fimm
whose communication had been submit-
ted to him, consistent with the public in-
terests. )

Whilst, therefore, Mr. Editor, as tend-
erers for te work of the Government,
we could not elaim entire disinterested
ness in this matter, we yet as manufac-
turcrs have never asked for anything iv-
cousistent with the public interests, ex-
pecting only to secure that work by doing
it as. promptly, as well, and.at as low
prices as it ean be done by others.

As regards the construction of the
coal éars in the United States having
been done under the late Government, it
caunot be disputed that they were order-
ed during its administration; at the same
time we believe that the then Minister of
Public Works was no more cognizant of
the order to Unitec States manufacturers
than the hon. the present Minister, inas-
much as, after having awarded to
symonds & Co., of Halilax, and our-
selves the contract for the construction
of the, number of cars asked for, a por-
tion of the award was withdrawn €rom
each of us on the plea that *the money
voted bysParlianicnt would not hold out
at the imereased price.” If then Mr.
Editor, this reason was a good, one and
necessitated such reduction in the cum-
bers of the cars asked for from us,
whence then, may we ask; did the appro-
priation come from which was necessary
for the construction of the 100 coal cars
delivered here from the United States,
and who awarded it to foreign manufac-
turers without tenders being publicly
ca'led for?

We have given our reasons for saying
that the present advertisement is only a
: blind and intended to deceive the gener-
al public. We will go- further: we do
Dot hesitate to assert that the carsre-
quired, that is, the slceping .and first
class ones, were negotiated for some two
or three months age, that the cars which
wili be delivered to the Intercolonial
Railway are now under construction and
nigh uuto completion. Is the Minister
of Public Works, as with the matter of
the coal cars, also unaware of these cir-
cumstances? We are quite prepared to
believe that he is! What value then at-
taches to their not asking for tenders
from any one outside our own country?
To us, had we no other proot, the fact of
asking from tenderers plans and specifi-
/cations of the-cars proposecd to be built
would®he quite sufficient to convince us
that the ears advertised for are already
drawing near to completion.

We have long borne with a knowledge
of many transactions not altogether con-
sistent_ with the public interesis, bat, be-
ing at all times averse to intruding upon
the public what with us assumes lurgely

borne with it, but this last siraw has
galled us, and we feel that these are
questions which concern the general
public, as well as ourselves, and, there-
fore, we appeal to them through your
valuable columns, aud we ask, How long
is this state of things to be permitted?
Are our mechanics to walk about oul
streets idle, and is the money which
otherwise they would be earning, and
whieh should be finding  its way into the
pockets of our tradespeople, to be ex-
pended in enriching a people who have
. raised & Chinese Wall of Protection
around the manufacturers and trades-
people of their own country?

A very general movement is being
