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Indian Territories, or Parts of America not within the Limits of either
of the faid Provinces of Lower or Upper Camzda, or of any Civil Govern="
ment of the United States of America, fhall be and be ‘deemed to be

_Offences of the fame Nature, and fhall be tried in the fame Manner and

fubje& to the fame Punifhment as if the fame had been commltted within
the Provinces of Lower or Upper Canada. |

II. And be it further enafled, That it (haﬂ be lawful for the
Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or Perfon admmxﬁermo the Go-
vernment for the Time being of the Province of Lower Carzada, by
Commitfion under his Hand and Seal, to authorize and empower
any Perfon or Perfons wherefoever refident or being at the Time to
act as Civil Magiftrates and Juftices of the Peace for any of the Ir-
dian Territories or Parts of America not within the Uémus of either of
the faid Provinces, or of any Civil Government of the United States of
America, as well as within the Limits of either of the faid Provinces,

. either upon Informations taken or given within the faid Provinces of

Lower or Upper Canada, cr outof tbe faid Provinces in any Part of the Is-
dian Territories or Parts of America aforefaid, for the Purpofe only -of -
hearing Cirimes and Offences, and committing any Perfon or Perfons
guilty of any Crime or Offence to fafe Cuftody, in order to his or their-
being conveyed to the faid Province of Lower Canada to be dealt with
according to Law ; and it fhall be lawful for any Perfon or Perfons what-
ever to apprchend and take before any Perfons fo commiffioned as afore-
faid, or to apprehend and convey, or caufe to be fafely conveyed with
all convenient Speed, to the Province of Lower Canada, any Perfon or
Perfons guilty of any Crime or Offence, there to be delivered into fafe
Cuftody for the Purpofe of being d*a]t with according to Law.

III. And be it further ena&ed That every fuch Offender may and
fhall be profecuted and tried in the Courts of the Province of Lower
Canada, (or if the Governor or Lieutenant Governor, or Perfon admini-
ftering the Government for the-Time being, fhall, from any of the Cir-
cumffances of the Crime or Offence, orthe local "Sicuation of any of the
Witneffes for-the Profecution or Defence, think thar Juftice may more
convenieatly be adminiftered in relation to fuch Crime or. Offence in the
Province of Upper Canada, and fhall by any Inftrument under the Great
Seal of the Province of Lower Canada, declare the fame, then that every
fuch Offender may and fhall be profecuted and tried in the Court of the
Province of Upper Canads), in which Crimes or Offences of the like
Nature are ufually tried, and where the fame would have been'tried if
fuch Crime or Offence had been committed within the Limits of the
Province where the fame fhall be tried under this A¢t; and every Of-
fender tried and convi@ted under this A fhall be lisble and fubjec to
fuch Punifhment as may by any Law in Forcein the Province where he or
fhe fhall be tried be infli¢ted for fuch Crime or Offence; and fuch Crime
or Offence may and fhall be laid and charged to have been committed
within the Jurifdi€on of fuch Court, and fuch Court may and fhall pro-
ceed therein to Trial, Judgcmenr, and Execution, or other Punifhment
for fuch Crime or Offence in the fame Manner in every Refpett as it fuch
Crime or Offence had been really committed within the Jurifdiction of
fuch Court; and it fhall alfo be lawful for the Judges and other Officers
of the faid Courts to iffue Subpeenas and- othcr Procefles for enforcing .
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
