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Now KNOW YE, that We do for that end publish this Our Royal Proclamation,
and do hereby DISSOLVE the said Parliament of Canada accordingly: and the
Senators and the Members of the House of Commons are discharged from their meeting
and attendance on the said SEVENTIi day of SEPTEMBER next.
