VI. EXTERNAL RELATIONS:
We will insure that Canada place 
herself at the head of those nations 
seeking a realistic solution to inter­
national problems through co-opera­
tion.

(b) That Canada agree to the 
re-admittance of the Union of South 
Africa to the Commonwealth only 
on the condition that the South 
African Government immediately 
begin to work for the abolition of 
its apartheid policies. The Com­
monwealth has a reputation as an 
association of free states which has 
cut across the lines of color and 
creed.

However every attempt 
must be made to give a fair op­
portunity to one of the oldest mem­
bers of the Empire and Common­
wealth to re-establish its status in 
the Commonwealth and be conson­
ant with its principles.

III. TRADE: We shall seek im­
mediate admission to the Organiza­
tion of American States. The vast 
potential markets of the Americas 
and the Caribbean Area must be 
secured to assure the continuing 
expansion of our commerce.

These markets will establish new 
lines of trade with the Atlantic 
Provinces which are much more 
accessible because of year-around 
open ports. The opening of these 
new markets will revitalize indus­
try in the Atlantic Provinces. The 
new tax-incentive proposals, com­
pounded with the ever-increasing 
availability of power and these new 
markets accessible the year around 
will encourage new industries and 
lead also to branches of established 
central-Canadian firms. It is here 
that the unemployment slack will 
be taken up; first by the construc­
tion of the new facilities and later 
by the use of the skilled workers 
now being trained with the assist­
ance of the federal vocational train­
ing aid program.

IV. TRANSPORT: In order to 
further assist Atlantic economic re­
covery, we shall prohibit traffic on 
the St. Lawrence River past Quebec 
City during the winter months.

At the present time merchant 
shipping with especially construct­
ed hulls can make the journey to 
Quebec City. Past that point the 
assistance of federal ice-breakers is 
very definitely needed and this will 
not be provided.

V. DEFENCE: Canada has the 
responsibility of taking the lead to­
ward World disarmament through 
the United Nations, while simul­
taneously defending her borders 
and the boundaries of the Free 
World. With regard to these twin 
tasks the Progressive Conservative 
Party proposes:

(a) A prohibition of strategic 
NUCLEAR weapons on Canadian 
soil. We must not allow our country 
to become a stock-pile for heavy 
nuclear weapons, but we must:

(b) Arm our active-duty forces 
with tactical NUCLEAR weapons. 
This must be done, firstly, to be 
fair to our own men who will bear 
the brunt of any aggressive act.
