Venice is declaring all-out war on its 300,000 pigeons, whose droppings are 
corroding priceless historic buildings in the lagoon city. The birds out­
number the city’s human inhabitants by three to one and the city council has 
set a target of reducing their numbers to 40,000 by netting thousands, killing 
all ailing pigeons and setting healthy birds free in the countryside. The 
council is also considering mixing birth-control pills with grain set out for 
the birds. It is expected to cost $100,000 over a two-year period to partially 
sterilize the remaining 40,000 birds and keep the population stable.
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In Britain, there is exceptional interest in the nation’s 1973 
entry to the new European Economic Community. I won’t 
go into the long debates that resulted in this historic 
decision, but, for those interested in the automotive scene 
there are some points to note.
