The
weather is very bad and our Allies are fighting under very
difficulY conditions. . The only permanent bridges &cross the
RHINT behind the Nineteenth German Army defending thls sector
are at STRABBOUIG on the southern end of the front and
at KARLSRUHE ta the NORTH. The STRASBUURG road and rail
bridszes arc of course threatened by the French in their
i mmediate vicinity.

The heaviesat Tighting on the western front appears still to
be in the area MORTH and TAST of AACHEN where combined British
and American forces arc engaged.

The American Third army is attacking strongly eleven miles
northwest of MERZIG.

The Eighth Army has c¢onsollidated several small bridgeheads
across the COSINA River oppoaite FAENZA against which point
they are now thrusting.
