6, Orders will not be issued to our navel forees %o
enter Norwegian territorial waters until reactions of Norwegian
Government %o our communication have been considered.

7. We shall of course keep you informed of all
developments in this matter. You will appreciate need for
extreme secrecy in regard to this subjeect. Ends,
