CATBHOLIC INSTITUTIONS IN HAL.
IFAX,

From the Chronicle,

The opening of St. Agnes' charch on
Sunday Jest calls to miad the largs nume
ber of churches constructed, charttable in-
s:itations opened aud the vast amount of
money spent in conuectlon with religlons,
educstional and otber works in recent
yeats by the Rimaa Catholics of this city
snd province. Ia this particular great
activity bas been manifested durlcg the
Ppast seven yeats, ot eloce the appointmont
of Archblshop O'Brlen, and ths eaumera
tion of the principal of taese will be found
of interest.

The consecration of Archblshop O'Brien
tock place on Javuary 21, 1883 Waen
he came here S:. P.trick's parish needed
s new church and av energetic movement
was belog made to procure the mesny io
get it. o the fullowlyg April the old
church was torn down sud the preseut new
brick buiiding was finlshid and opened
sbout tbe end of 1885. This work was
greatly ged and lsted by the
efforts of Rev, Canon Carmody and Rev.
Father B'gqs. Including some land, the
total cost S:. Patrick’s was aboat §70,000,
and 1t {s nearly clear of debt. The only
thing remalniog to complete the church
80 that it may be ccnsecrated is a etone or
marble altar, aud it is expected that this
will be put in next year.

Iu 1885 the Si. Patrick’s home for boys
on the Chebacto road, nexr Da ch viilage,
was opened, it balng fouaded Ilargaly
through the bequests of the late Patrick
Power, Siace its openlog there has beea
an average of between foit;-five and fifty
boys in the home, twoaty of whom son-
tenced by the polics court are pa'd for at
the rate of $60 each year. Taree Carls-
tian Brothers have charge of the bome,
which is sustained by bequests, charitles
aud the proceeds of the farm. It cost
$30,000 to estabii-h the lnstitation, slnce
which a $3,000 wing has boen added

ln 1887 St. Joseph’s Catholic Total
Abstinence snd Benevolen: Soc'ety ballt
and opened a large two story wooden hall
on Ghtticgen street, at & cost of over
$4,000, on which there is a slight remala
iog debt.

Tha same year the Home of the Gaar-
dlaa Aungel for iufants was started in &
primitive way in sn old baildiog on the
orphanage grouads, aud has siuce been
removed to the large building immediately
south of St. Patrlck’s church, formely
occapied by the Sisters of Caarity. Lt cost
about $1 500 to establish the home.

St. Patrick’s Cathollc T. A. and B
soclety constructed a large and well-ap
pointed wooden hall on north Bardagtoa
street, which was opened in 1883. The
expenditure on the undertaking umouuted
to nearly $13000, more thaa half of
which has been pald.

Rpairs to the granite splre of St. Mary’s
cath:dral were uftscted 1a 1888 9, which
has been pald,

Through the exertlons of Rav. Canon
Oarmody, backel up by enargetic ladies o f
the parish, a brick glebe house wWae staried
aloogelde of St. Patrick’s church in the
fall of 1888, and finished and occupled in
May, 1889, The cost was over $5 500,
and t 1s clear of debt

1t was one cf Father Dinaher's fondest
hopes to complete S Joseph’s charch
and free it from debt, aud he euc
ceeded in dolog so before he dled. The
slates on the roof were re-set, the roof fixed
and the inslde plastered, the celling pan-
neiled and the whole palated in 1839, As
800D 88 & stona or marble altar {s provided
this church may ba coneecrated also,

It was mentloned in the A:chblshop’s
pastoral last Easter, that two schemes were
contemplated—theestab!l-hmaut of & Mg
dalen home for women and the buildiog
of a palace for the Aechblshop and priests
The former has been effact<d and the idea
of the palace given up, es Hls Grace pur
chazed ln May last the recidence of the
late Jamea Batler, Drosden row, where ke
now resides, at a cost of $13,000, A new
beick building for St. Mary’s glebe wlil
probably be started next eummsr, on the
site of the presant cne, at an estimated
¢ast of something ltke $15 000 or $16 000

8t, Mary’s Catholic Young Men’s soci-
ety are now baildizg a brick aund freestone
ball on Barrlngton street, which surpasses
anything of the kind fu thecily, excepting
the Freemason’s Temp'e and the Halifax
Ciub, end it will add mate:ially to the
architectural beauty of the city. Tae
undertakiag will cost absut $30,000,

Peorhaps one of the most beneficial la-
stitutions opened In the clty for maay
yoars was the establishment of the homse
for glrls, conducted by the nuns of the
Good Shepherd, on Qilnpacl road. The
very great need of a place ol this kind ia
almost too well known to all classes of the
community to call for lenghty commeut.
Ths scope of the home s fou: fold—that is,
it is the Intentlon of its promoters to
divide i:s advantages when it {s got iato
fall ranulog order and firmly established
into founr diff:rent clases. The firat class
1o to be for tha protection of small girls,
who aze found to be surrounded by frfla-
ences which are llabla to lesd them
astiay from the path which a proper
teaiolog would induce them to parsue
The sccond class wil be for girlssentenced
by the courta for petty offsnces, for cor-
taln terms of confinement In the home.
The thied will be set apart for unfortanate
aad fallen women, elther sentenced by the
courts or rescaed from tha courze they
are found to be driftlng upon, The
fourth class s des'gned to accommodate
any of the Jatter uufortunates who, after
thelr terms explres, eee tha errovs of tholr
ways and wishiug to lead a new aad batter
life, spendiog the remalnder of their daya
in good work and ia prayer, express a
desire to rem=ia in tha institatlion, where
they serve to sst an exsmple, which ofien
beings about repeatauce in thoss who wit
nees the transformation from the wicked
to the holy. At present the homelsin a
emall cottage, and i3 over crowded by the
five Sisters and the elght iimates living
in it. This cottsge was opencd In Jane
last, and applications for admlssion to it
for a vast number of girls have been made.
In the course of thicty nours not long ago
six applications wero mads for admtssion
of girly two of whom were from the
police coart, bat all talto bo refused.
Between now acd Ohristmas it is intended
to put up a new wooden bullding, and
later if possible to emlarge the prezent
cottage. The purchase o% land and the
repalr t) buildings so far has cost $5,000,
all of which is paid.

In the line of education the Catholics
of the city bave made immense strides, as

shown by the necemity for increased ace
commodation, In 1883 s huge wing was
added to Moont St Vincent, which cost
about £30 000, and this summer snother
wing was opened which cost in the vicin:
Ity of $35000 There are in the osticu-
tion about 45 Sleters and novices, aund
nearly 100 puplls,

The Convent of the Sicred Heart has
been enlarged by the sddition of a brick
wing aud a most bzautifal listle chapel,
the tntal cost ¢f which amonuted t) neatly
$35000. There are 40 Sleters and puns
in the coavent and 110 puplls, Toe
mouney for the additlons to these two in
stitutions, of course, s subscribed by the
Sisters.

By egreement with the School Board
the Archbishop, in 1888, built 8t. Patrick’s
school for girle at a cos of $20 000, The
school {s attended by 550 ehildren, acd s
sald to ho one of the fineat public schools
fo the D, m!olon,

By a similar arrangement His Geaca
c>nstructed St. Mary’s girls’ echool in the
rear of the cathedral, opened last spring,
which, facludlog the land, fe valued a:
$25000. It accommodates four hundred
sud fifty pupils. ‘Though emaller thau
S:. Patrick’s new school it is even better
iu its arravgements and fiofeh and is sald
to be as mear perfection as can ba ob-
talned,

Tbe Ls Salle Academy, Pleasant streat,
was opened by the Cbristian Brothers firet
on Morris street. It is attended b7 nearly
one bhundred boys, wko recelve instruc-
tions from fi7e Brothers. The Brothera are
prepared to teach sll branches of educa-
tlon, and for specia! branches can call on
otbers from Nsw York, Tae academy
wi!l be largely developed 1o time.

la Darumouth Father Uaderwood 2
erectiug & new charch, the cca: of which,
together with the land ($4 500), will
aggregato $23 000. Tae buliding will be
fiutebed next spriog and there will be con.
siderable debt remaiuning.

(Digby) and Ketch Harbor. These are
all exiremely tastefol bulldings, azd,
being subatantlaliy bullt, stand & credit
to the places In witch they exlst,

Besldes all these charches fiftean paro.
chial houses were batit, costing a large
amount of money.

A couvent was opened at Bermuds on
the same principle ss that of the Sacred
Heart Couveat in this clty, in February,
1890. Five Sisters of Charity are engaged
la teaching. For the purpuze of exieud-
lng the scope of the convent and more
firmly establishing it, the Archbishop will
go to Bermuda uext year.
