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Methodist Sabbath School Con­
ventions.

Ic our last issue we gave some account of a 
large and enthusiastic Sabbath School Conven 
tion, held in Toronto, composed of Ministers 

- and Ssbbath School officials ol various churches. 
We perceive that the Methodists in some dis­
trict» of Ontario, appreciating the nccessi'y ol 
denominational effort of the same kind, though 
on a smaller scale, have instituted Methodist 
Sabbath School Conventions One has been 
held in. the Brantford District, at which the 
Rev. John Gemley, Chairman of the District, 
presided; and, judging from the proceedings, 
there ia reason to believe thaï much advantage 
will result therefrom to the Sabbath School 
cause. The resolutions discussed, previously 
reported from a Committee, embraced subject! 
of vital interest, and included arrangements for 
similar Conventions annual/, in connection 
with the Financial Meetings of the Districts.

We think that in our own Conference we are 
not doing all we ought to promote the efficiency 
of our Sabbath Schools ; but we may hope that 
the movements of our brethren elsewhere will 
incite more hearty and healthy effort among us 
in this deeply interesting department of Chris­
tian work. The questions which were subjects 
of deliberation by the Convention, were as fol­
lows :—

L How can we make this Convention bene­
ficial to the schools represented ?

Resolved—“ That the delegate from each 
•chool be requested to hold a meeting of teach­
ers and frienda of the Sabbath Schools in hia 
neighborhood as soon as poasible after his return 
home, and give a report of the proceeding» of 
thie Convention.”

IL What are the duties and qualification» of
teacher» ?

Resolved—“ That we ahould never lose aigh1 
of the great truth that the duty of the teacher ia 
not merely to conduct his claaa on the Sabbath in 
accordance with the rulea of the school, includ­
ing punctuality and diligence in the performance 
of hia duties on the Lord'» day, but rvelly 
to use every mean» at hia command, both in 
the school and out of it, to bring the acholera 
under his charge to a present and saving know­
ledge of the truth as it is ia Christ. And we 
commend to the ea.neet consideration of all our 
Sabbath Schools the practice adopted on some 
Circuits of holding Quarterly Teacher»’ Tea 
Meeting», at which among other business the at­
tendance of teacher» ia regularly reported, and 
erery case of payable neglect ia strictly exam­
ined."

III. Should our Catechiams be used in nil our 
Sabbath Subooli ?

Resolved—“ That in view of the value and im­
portance ol the Wesleyan Catechisms, we 
etrongly urge upon all manager» of our Sabbath 
School» to introduce them, and the ministers to 
examine the children in them at stated periods. 
Nevertheless, if any parent» object to their chil­
dren being taught the cateehiama, we would not 
deem it proper to requite it.”

IV. What ia the beat mode of conducting Sab­
bath Schools with a view to order, discipline and 
general efficiency, and to secure the great and— 
salvation P

This question was dwelt upon at considerable 
length, and it was hoped that though from the 
nature of the subject, the views of the members 
present could hardly be embodied in a resolu­
tion, yet each might take from the discussion 
some useful hint to lay before hia acbool.

V. What book» ahould be used in our Sab­
bath School Libraries P

Radioed—“ That it is the opinion of thia Con­
vention that the greatest care ahould be taken 
in selecting books for our S. S. libraries, sod 
that in no case should hooka be used which incul­
cate doctrines not iu accordance with Wesleyan 
view» and loyalty to our country. And that if 
in replenishin g their libraries the committees 
of Sabbath Schools would purchase otity a few 
at once, and employ some competent person who 
can devote sufficient time to the selection ol 
right books, the end would be in most case» ac­
complished.”

—' Vi. Wbat can we do to retain our older scho­
lar! P

Resolvced—“ That the only true method of re­
taining our young persona in Sabbath Schools ia 
to labor particularly for, their conversion to God, 
and in order to do that we believe Bible classes 
conducted by ministers to be one efficient 
mean»."

VII. Should we encourage Union Sabbath 
School» ?

Resolved—" That this Convention would dis­
countenance the formation of Union Sabbath 
School» where our ministry ia exercised, except 
in cases of great necessity.’’

VIII. Is it desirable for our Conference to em­
ploy a General S. S. Agent?

Resolved—That so great is the importance of 
our S. 6. cause in this country, that it demands 
much more consideration from the ministers 
and members of our Church than has hitherto 
been given to it, and to awsken an interest ia 
thie matter we urge upon the May District 
Meetiqg the propriety and necessity of recom- 
mending the. Conference to appoint a suitable 
S. 8. agent.

IX. What can the Methodist ministers do for 
Sabbath Schools ?

That thia Convention deeply regretting that 
the time of Wesleyan Minister» ia ao Tally 
employed on the Lord’s day, aa to afford little 
time for Sibbatn School instruction, recom­
mend» that a «ervice.be held in connection with 
each school Once in three months at least, in 
place of the regular service in the Church, and 
that a sermon be preached adapted to the young, 
or the children catechised, as the minister may 
deem best.

Resolved—That wherever it is practicable we 
esrneaUy recoinynend that our school» be con­
tinued toroughout the year.

Resolved—" That a District S. S. Convention 
be held in connection with the Financial Dis­
trict Meeting next year."

From our Englieh Correspondent.
Mr. Gladstone on passing Religions Controversies 

— 7 he Leeds Missionary Anniversary—Anti- 
Sloven/ Conference—Meeting of Irish Roman 
Catholic Bishops with reference to State endow­
ment—Political disaffection in Ireland—Aus­
trian resistance of the Concordat—Italian Af­
fairs—Relations hetween France and Prussia 
— Commercial Depression—Health of the 
Princess of Wales.
Tte Ex-Chancellor of the Exchequer at 

meeting of the" Society for the Propagation of 
the Gospel, has been giving some very season­
able remarks on the pieaent aspect of religious 
questions in this country. The speech through­
out was marked by Mr. Gladstone's accustomed 
ability. It showed a clear and comprehensive 
insight into the perils which beset Christianity 
from the wide and pernicious prevalence of 
rationalistic spirit ; and its devout and earhest 
tone indicated a heart beating true to the “ faith 
once delivered to the saints." Among other 
admirable utterances of this enynent statesman 
the following are juat now worthy ol special 
notice. “ Many have been the times when 
timid hearts took fright, and when the unstable 
man anticipated to be overthrown. There were 
times in the early periods of the Church when a 
Pagan reaction threatened to overflow the 
territory that had been gained by the Gospel. 
There were tiroes when superstition threatened 
to put out the light There were times when 
the revival ol Pagan learning threatened to 
seduce and draw away the whole Christian in 
tellect of the world from the light of the Gospel, 
and from the worship of the Saviour. There 
fore do not let us suppose that the trial which 
has come upon this age is new and unheard of. 
Ooly let us wait a little. He that believeth 
shall not make haste. Let us abide the issue 
Let us see what a'l these objections and difficul 
ties come to. But while we abide the issue, do 
not let us lorget the duty of the day to cope 
with untold difficulties." It is very gratifying 
to meet with sentiments like these from a man 
ol such rare gilts and ripe scholarship, and they 
do good service to men of a class not easily in 
iluenced on the right side of religious contro­
versies.

Our Leeds friends have just held their Mis 
sionary Anniversary. The services were of 
more than ordinarily interesting character. The 
principal speakers were the President ol the 
Conference, the Rev. G. T. Perks, the newly 
appointed Secretary, and the Rev. J. Calvert, 
Their addresses dealt with the great question of 
Missionary enterprise in such a manner as to 
enlist the strongest sympathies of the multitudes 
who listened to them. The speech of Mr. Bed 
lord at the close of one of the principal meet 
ings in a very large chapel (Oxford Place) 
crowded with people, elicited a response of feel­
ing which woke up reco'lections of the early 
ardour and zeal ol Leeds Methodists in the great 
work ol Christian Missions. Mr. Perks spoke 
of the occasion as “ a most spiritual, delightful 
and socceasful anniversary." The entire col 
lections and proceeds of the various services 
amounted to the nob’e sum ot £1,449.

A few weeks ago an important anti-slavery 
Conference was belli at Paris. It was summon­
ed by the joint action of three anti slavery 
societies—English, French and Spanish. Many 
representatives from other societies were a'so 
present. One of the m&st gratifying, and per­
haps we may add, one of the most unexpected 
pieces of inlormation communicated to the as­
sembly was The announcement that the Spanish 
slave-holders ol Cuba are most desirous lor the 
immediate emancipation of their slajfes, and that 
the only obstacle in the way of accomplish ng 
their wishes lies with the Spanish Government. 
Particular attention waa called to the atrocities 
ol the slave-trade as this nefarious traffic ia car­
ried on along the eas'ern coast of Africa. It 
came out that as many as half a million of lives 
are every year sacrificed ; nine wretched ne­
groes perishing for every slave captured. Whole 
villages have been wasted by the slave-hunters 
in supplying the countries bordering on the Red 
Sea and the Persian Gulf. The objection that 
the emancipation scheme had turned out a lai. 
lure, in the Wert Indies wai met by well authen­
ticated accounts of negroes who had acquired 
landed property by their own persevering in­
dustry as freedmen. The Paris Conference will, 
it is fervently hoped, help forward the philan­
tropie and truly Christian labours of The men 
who are striving to put an end to a traffic wh eh 
John Wealey indignantly denounced as 11 the 
sumol all villanies." Verily it is !

A short time ago it Was rumoured that the 
Foreign Secretary, Lord Stanley, had been iu 
some way in communication with Cardinal 
Antonelli at Rome, with a view to ascertain if 
the Holy See would approve of the Roman 
Catholic priests in Ireland receiving slate-pay 
from the British Government. Lord Stsnley 
has denied this, hut it has been of late so gen- 
eral'y believed that Government was about to 
make some such overtures, that a meeting of 
Insh Romanist Bishops has been held to con­
sider what course should he taken with refer­
ence to any offeAif state patronage that might 
be made. Cardinal Cullen has addressed a 
long pastoral letter to the Romanist clergy and 
laity ot Ire'and, transmitting to them a copy 
of the resolutions passed at the episcopal as­
sembly. It is an elaborate document drawn 
up will) great care and skill. In point of fact 
it is an important political manifesto, aid 
daringly outspoken. The disendowment of the 
Protestant Church is imperatively demanded : 
at the same time the Bishops positively reluse 
to accept any of the revenues of the Establish­
ed Church which they propose to appropriate for 
the benefit of the poor. They s.eak in terms of 
the utmost contempt of British rule in Ireland, 
and,In a word, exhibit a truly Popish disaffection, 
fcjuite In harmony with all this, a meeting was 
held in Dublin last week at which the most 
seditious and inflammatory language was freely 
and fearlessly used. It was declared that the 
policy of England tewardi Ireland was a system 
ol « corruption and political profligacy f and 
moreover an administration forming “ a reign ol 
terror worthy of Robespierre ;• and it was plain­
ly intimated that to rise against the “ unjust, 
tyrannical and illegitimate authority " which was 
inflicting the heaviest wrongs on the Irish peo­
ple was ah act upon which the Catholic Church 
would bestow the “ divineet of her blessings."

Francis Joseph has begun to do this 
by abridging some of those large powers which 
the Conherdat gave to the Romish Church | 
and wbervte other day the Bishops arrogantly 
remonstrateik with the Emperor, he told them 
respectfully bat firmly that there were rights ol 
his people whiclvhe had to vindicate as well as 
privileges of the \lhurch. These are indeed 
new words for an Austrian monarch to utter. 
And his subjects are sunning him in resisting 
Papal assumptions.

For the last four cr five >gtke the attention 
of all Europe has been intentlysfixed on Italy, 
affairs having taken a very unexpected turn in 
the aspects ol the “ Roman Question!? At the 
close ol last month Garibaldi, impatient that 
events were not more rapidly advancing to 
bring on the ardently-desired crisia in Home, 
put himself at the head of a band of volunti 
and marched towards the city. The Cover! 
ment of Victor Immanuel, persuaded that the' 
time tor such action had not yet arrived, and 
not being prepared to come into collision with 
the Emperor of the French, who regards him 
•-If as under obligation to protect the Holy See 
in its temporal rule, arrested Garibaldi and 
«eut him hack to Caprera, his island home, 
placing him at the same time under strict sur- 
veiVance. But the movement of the great 
Italian patriot, though general'/ regarded as 
unwisely premature, has kindled a sympathy in 
Italy, which shows how determined the people 
are to put an end to the Pope's temporal sever 
eignty as soon as possible, and transfer the seat 
ol government from Florence to Rome. A son 
of Garibaldi has put himself at the head of the 
insurgents, and various engagements have taken 
place between them and the Papal troops. 
Every telegram from France has been most 
anxiously awaited, here and everywhere else on 
the continent, to learn what Louis Napoleon 
would decide upon, inasmuch as his determin­
ation, it was felt, must really decide the action 
of the Italian Government. It seemed gener­
ally believed that he had so far promised hia 
support to the Pope, that an armed intervention 
on his part to keep the temporal keys in the 
hands of the Roman Pontiff, was inevitable 
wai also understood that detachments of troops 
were under orders of embarkation from Toulon. 
While everybody was in suspense, intelligence 
came two or three days ago that a “ change of 
counsels " had taken place at Paris, and that it 
had been resolved to postpone indefinitely the 
departure of the Roman expedition. In the 
meantime it is reported that Garibaldi has 
effected his escape from Caprera, and has 
reached the mainland. The telegrams publish­
ed to-day do not give any additional information

France is still evidently watching with no 
small eagerness and jealousy the movements of 
Prussia. The astute Bismark and his energetic 
sovereign have given to their country a position 
ol European influence galiing to French pride, 
and a very little thing would be sufficient to 
bring the two nations into open antagonism. 
Warlike preparations continue to be actively 
carried forward. Thé Urges! iron-clad frigate 
that has ever yet been built is now in course 
ol construction by an English Company, at 
Blackwall, or the banks ol the Thames, lor the 
Prussian Government, and is now rapidly ap. 
preaching completion. She is ot 6,000 tons 
burden, and her hull is sheathed with rolled 
armour plates eight inches in thickness. As it 
regards speed and power of defence and attack 
she will be a most formidable toe. One cannot 
but wonder if she and our own iron-c ads will 
ever come into an attitude ol mutual hostility. 
We lerveotly hope not.

Commercial and monetary affairs are any­
thing but satisfactory. Ever since the panic of 
last year, one house alter another has drifted 
into a statejof bankruptcy,until public confidence 
seems almost entirely gone, and capital that 
ought to be employed iff the enterprise of legiti­
mate trade is lying idle. Last Monday the 
Royal Bank of Liverpool suspended payment 
wi:h liabilities roundly estimated at four millions 
sterling. (living to the large and unexpected 
fall in the price of cotton it is calculated that 
within a few months the merchants and brokers 
of Liverpool have sustained losses amounting 
in the aggregate to ten millions sterling.

The Prince and Princess of Wales have re­
turned from Germany. The health ol the 
Princess, which has so long caused so much 
anxiety, seems to he greatly restored. She ia 
much beloved, and her reappearance in public 
life is warmly welcomed.

My Dear Mr. Editor,—The Examination 

of the College Classes for the first Term of the 
current Academic yesr hai just been brought to 
a very satisfactory cloee.

I now send you a hurriedly prepared memo­
randum respecting it—which, if no fuller or bet­
ter account reaches you before your day of publi­
cation next week, you may consider yourself at 
liberty to publish.

The Elimination has been conducted, as usual, 
aimultaoeously orally and by written papers, 
The oral Examination of the Freahman Claaa in 
Latin and Greek, Horace and Homer, was by 
Professor David Alliaon ; in Chemistry by Mr. 
Webb, and in Algebra by Profeaaor Thoe. Pick­
ard. That of the J unior Claaa in Latin and Greek, 
Cicero de Officiis and in Æschines de Corona 
ty Prof. Alliaon, in Rhetoric by Prof. J. R. Inch, 
and in Analytical Geometry by Professor Thos. 
Pickard. That of the Senior Claee in Mental 
Philosophy by Prof. C. Joet, and in Geology by 
Pi o’. T. Pickard ; and of certain member» of the 
Senior Claee in the Constitution of England by 
Prof. D. Alliaon, in Modem Languages, French 
snd German by Prof. Inch, in Analytical Mecha­
nics by Prof. T. Pickard and in Rebrew by Prof. 
DeWolfe.

I can, to-day, only speak of the oral exami­
nation, aa the written paper» have not yet been 
examined.

Of the oral examination it may be said with­
out Imitation that it haa been a good one, afford­
ing most conclusive evidence that both Professors 
and Students have been diligent and successful, 
snd that a very good Term'» work haa been 
accomplished.

The Pan-Anglican Synod.
Our readers know that there haa been a great 

meeting in London of all the English Biahopa ; 
not only of thoee ia England proper, but of 
Bishops of this persuasion from the United 
States.

Ot all the clergymen from whom we expect 
least are the Bishops of the Church of England. 
They are too well paid ; too much fettered by 
conventionalities, to be thoroughly in earnest 
about anything, except how to make things safe 
and avoid all shocks to the system of which they 
form a part, and which uses them so well. 1

Such a meeting in these times might have 
done some good if the persons composing it had 
been men of the right stamp, and had been un- 
fetted in their action. The cause of truth has 
many things to contend with just now which it 

'Ould have been quite appropriate for auch a 
meeting to consider and provide for. There ie 
Colenso, one of their own order, sending out the 
most deadly poison. There are the Essays and 
Reviewe, written by clergymen for the most 
part, and the author» all members of the Eng­
lish Church. There ia Ecce Homo, which, if it 
mean» anything, mean» hostility to the grounds 
of our evangelical faith. There is Renan, who, 
with a more polished pen than all the rest, turns 
the gospel narratives into myth», and aacribea 
the reaurreclion to the imagination of a woman 
—Mary Magdalene. There ia Straus' Life of 
Jesus—addressed to the common peopde of Ger­
many, and now translated into the speech of the 

nmon people of England—eliminating all 
that ia gospel from the goepel, and leaving ue 
nothing of n divine revelation in it worth rely­
ing upon. And, finally, there ia Ritualism, 
turning Protestantism into Popery, and making 
Protestant clergymen the pnppeta of the Church 
of Rome. There was work enough, in all con­
science, for the Biebope to do, and what they 
have done is before Ike world in a pastoral ad­
dress which these high dignitaries hate *ent 
forth.

In the laet cartoon of Punch the»» Bishops are 
represented a* dressed in their cape and robes, 
with their sleeve* tasked up, presiding over n

ledge and love of Jesus Christ our Lord. Show 
forth before all men by your faith, self-denial, 
purity, and godly conversation, ae well ae by 
your laboura for the people amongst whom God 
bath ao widely spread you, and by the setting 
forth of Ills gospel 'to the unbelievers and the 
heathen, that ye are indeed the servants of Him 
who died for us, to reconcile His Father to ns, 
and to be a sacrifice for the sins of the whole 
world.

Much of cur future prosperity and stability 
will depend on a good atari. We have known a 
minister make a capital sermon, or an editor 
make an excellent article, but because of a dty 
and uninviting beginning, both were rendered 
useleee ; that is to »»y, people on hearing or 
reading the first paragraphe decided that the 
whole wee dull and common-place, end paid BO 
further attention thereto. In like manner, many 

servant, who might afterwards have proved 
, uet fitted for hie or her place, haa been disguat- 
ed by preliminary difficulties ; cr the employer 
hee been disgusted with the blunders of inexpe­
rience or the manifeatation of discontent on the 
part of the servant, and the connection which 
might have proved permanently advantageous 
to both partie» ie auddenly brought to a cloie. 
In rearing stock, it is of the utmost consequence 
to give them a good atari, as well aa to keep 
them thriving a’terwaris. If they get a backiet 
when young, no after amount of care will wholly 
remedy the evil done. All theae are allegoric, 
to teach ue that iu whatever we do, we ahould 
try to do it well from the start, and lake tare 
not to make an impression of failure, or ineffic­
iency, or disappointment at the beginning. And 
if thie ie true of ordiniry affaire, how much 
more ao in launching a new nation into exietence

The experience and ability of the public men 
who lorm the New Dominion Cabinet are a pret- 
ty good guarantee, not only that no great blun- 
der. will be committed, but that wise and effic­
ient measure» will, on the whole, be adopted ; 
end the publie of Caned* are waiting eagerly to 
ascertain what thoee measure» will be. Nor 1* 
Canada the only party interested. The Mother 
Country end the United States will regard the 
development» of our Dominion policy with moon 
interest,—our commerce being no small item 
with-either.

Of course, one great objeet with the new gov­
ernment will be the wane wai upon equitable terme 
of the reciprocity treaty with the United Statee!

Provinces which constitute the Dominion of Can-

The Dominion Parliament.
We copy from the Morning Chronicle a Spe- 

cial Despatch giving the Speech of Hi* Excel­
lency, the Governor General, at the opening of 
the First Parliament of the New Dominion :

Ottawa, Nov. 7, 1867. 
Hie Excellency the Governor General, at 

o'clock, r. M , thia day, proceeded io state to the 
chamber of the Senate, and having taken hi. 
seat upon the throne, Hi» Excellency command­
ed the attendance of the Hotiee of Commons. 
The member» of that body, preceded by their 
Speaker, the Hon. Jamea Coekburn, appeared at 
the bar. The Hon. Jamea Coeklum then in 
formed Hie Excellency that the choice of the 
Houae of Common» had fallen upon Urn to be 
their Speaker, and he prayed for the member» 
thereof the cuetomery Parliamentary privileges, 
after which Hia Excellency was pleased to de 
liver the following speech :—
Honorable Gadlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

In addressing, for the first time, the Parlia­
mentary representative! of the Dominion 
Canada, I deatre to give expression to my own 
deep feeling of gratification that it hae been m> 
high privilege to occupy an official position which 
haa made it my duty to assist at every etep taken 
in the erection of this great Confederation.

I congratulate you on the Legielalive sanction 
which haa been given by the Imperial Parlia­
ment to the Act of Union, under the provUione 
of which we are now assembled, and which haa 
laid the foundation.of a new nationality that i 
trust and believe will ere long extend ita bound» 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific ocean. In the 
discussion which preceded the introduction of 
thia meaaure in the Imperial Parliament, be­
tween the member» of Her M'jeety’e Govern­
ment on the one aide, and the delegate» who 
represented the Province» now united on the 
other, it was apparent to all thoae who took part 
in the»# conference», that while Her Majesty’• 
Minieters considered and pressed the principle 
of Union aa a subject of great Imperial interest, 
they allowed to the Provincial representative» 
every freedom in arranging the mode in which 
that principle ahould be applied, in a similar 
spirit of reaped for your privilege» aa a free and 
self-governed people.

The Act of Union as adopted by the Imperial 
Parliament, imposes the duty and confer» upon 
you the right of reducing to practice the ayrtem 
of government which it called into existence, of 
consolidating ita institution», of harmonizing its 
administrative details, and of making auch legis­
lative provisions aa will secure to a conetitution, 
in some reepect* novel, a full, fair and unpreju­
diced trial ; with the design of effecting thoae ob­
ject», meaauree will be laid before you for the 
intendment and aseimilstion of the lawe now es­
tablished in the aeveral Province» relating to 
Currency, Cuetoma, Excise and Revenue gener­
ally ; for the adoption of a uniform Postal eya- 
tem, for the proper management ot the public 
worke and properties of the Dominion, for the 
adoption of a well considered scheme of militia 
organisation and defence, for the proper ad- 
miniatration of Indian affair*, for the introduc­
tion of uniform laws respecting patents.of inven­
tion and discovery, the naturalisation of aliéna 
and the aasimilation of the criminal law and the 
lawa relating to bankruptcy and iciolvency. 
A measure will also be submitted to you for 
the perfection of the duty imposed upon Cana­
da under the terms of the Union Act, of imme­
diate construction of the Intercolonial Railway, 
and thia great work will add a practical connec­
tion to the legislative bonds which now unite the 
Province» compriaing the Dominion. The libe­
rality which the guarantee for coat of construc­
tion was given by the Imperial Parliament, ia 
new proof of the hearty interest felt by the Bri- 
t »h people in your prosperity. Your conside­
ration will also be invited to the important sub­
ject of Western Territorial Extension, and your 
a'tention will be called to the best means for the 
protection and development of our Fishery and 
Marine interest.. You will alio be asked lo 
consider measures for defining the power of 
Parliament, and for the establishment of uniform 
lawe renting to election», and the trial of con­
troverted elections.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The circumstance! under which the Act of 
Union came into operation, rendered it impos­
sible to obtain the assent of the Legislature to 
the expenditure necessary for carrying on the 
ordinary business of the Government ; the ex­
penditure aince the 1st of July has, therefore, 
been incurred on the responsibility of the Mi­
nistère of the crown. The detail, of that expen­
diture will be laid before you and submitted for 
your sanction. I have directed that the estimate 
or current succeeding financial year, .hall be 

laid before you, You. will find they have been 
framed with all attention to economy which is 
compatible with the maintenance of efficiency 
m the different branche, of the public service

On Saturday we were shown, kt the UE;e cf 
Messrs. Huse ».

Fire and Accident.—The Hillsboro Advo­

Early on Sunday last the dwelling house of 
Mr. Wm. Bazley, Baltimore, Albert Co., with 
nearly all the contente, including vegetables, 
furniture, &c., waa destroyed by fire. There 
was no insurance. The cause ol tbe fire is un­
known.” On the same day Edward Bazley, eon 
of John Bazley, of the same place, fell from a 
tree 20 feet to the ground. One arm neat the 
shoulder and several riba were broken, and 
severe internal injures sustained.
