Jhim and thofe -under his command—That he: would communicate the
vote of thanks. to the Indian Chiefs and' ‘Warriors who. fought at the
battle of Erenchtown, on the firft proper occafion. - He then weturns.
the Speaker his warmeft Thanks for the very.polite manner:in which he
had been pleafed to communicate to- him the Refolution of the Houfe..
