A First Class Daily Express and 
Stage Service to Bossburg.

Development of Mining Properties in 
the Boundary—Interview With 

Mr. 8. P. Balaton.

Grand Forks, April 14.—[Special.]— 
Within 10 days a first class daily express 
and stage service between this city and 
Marcus and Bossburg will be established. 
Three weeks hence will see the same ser­
vice extended to Republic. The details 
were arranged here today by State Sen­
ator W. H. Plummer and Thomas Hye of 
Spokane, directors of the Marcus and Re­
public Transportation & Express company. 
The schedule has been so arranged that 
Grand Forks will be one of the termini 
for both lines; passengers going to and 
from Republic will spend the night in this 
city. The same applies equally to their 
other patrons, who have interests, at 
Greenwood or other points in the Bound­
ary country. An individual will be en­
abled to leave Spokane in the morning and 
be in Grand Forks the same day before 
darkness. The equipment will include 

Concord coaches drawn by six horses. 
Each vehicle performing a servidfe each 
way daily, will cover the distance in seven 
hours, and will accommodate from 12 to 
14 passengers. The hour of departure 
from the railway will be 1:30 in the 
afternoon. Stages going east will leave 
here at 5 a. m. There will be four relays 
along the route. ..he express service will 
be equally expeditious. Valuable packages 
will be carried in portable safes as a pre­
caution against highway men. The pres­
ident and treasurer of the Marcus & Re­
public Transportation & Express company 
(incorporated) is Colonel W. M. Ridpath, 
the former treasurer of the Le Roi mine 
before its purchase by the B. A. C.

S. F. Ralston, who is directing opera­
tions on the Mammoth and Diamond 
Hitch, was in town today. A shaft has 
been sunk to a depth of 42 feet and a 
crosscut tunnel to strike it is being driven 
into the side of the mountain. Thirty as­
says averaged $24.60 in gold, ranging from 
$1.60 to $81.60. On the western end of 
these properties, Mr. Ralston, a few days 
ago, uncovered pyrrhotite iron ore carry­
ing pyrites of copper. It is apparently a 
portion of the main ledge.
In doing assessment work on the Hidden 

Treasure, located on Pathfinder mountain, 
the miners recently uncovered some nice 
ores showing bromide of silver and cry- 

lead. This is an unusual occur­
rence in this section and goes to indicate 
the variety of formations in the Boundary 
Creek country. The Hidden Treasure ad­
joins the Tiger on the north, and is owned 
by Frank Guse of this city, and Spokane 
parties.

One of the most promising prospects on 
the North Fork of the Kettle river is the 
War Cloud, on Pathfinder mountain. It 
adjoins the Little Bertha. Development 
work is being pushed day and night. It 
is a gold proposition. The values accord­
ing to assays run from $30 to $60 per ton. 
It is owned by Spokane parties.

It is confidently expected that the 
Twins and the Lily K, two of the most 
promising properties on the North Fork 
of the Kettle river, will be prepared to 
make extensive shipments of ore as soon 
as the C. P .R. extension reaches Grand 
Forks. Both claims are owned by Mayor 
Lloyd, A. Manly and Hugh McGuire. 
They are located near Brown’s creek, a 
tributary of the North Fork. Extensive 
development work has been in progress 
since a bond was secured from the owners 
five weeks ago by C. D. Porter, the well- 
known Spokane smelting and mining man 
Operations are being directed by James 
Hamilton, for many years one of Marcus 
Daly’s most trusted lieutenants. A pump­
ing apparatus was recently installed. The 
shaft on the Twins has been sunk to a 
depth of nearly 60 feet. Some splendid 
specimens of peacock copper and baronite 
have been brought to this city. The assay 
values run from three to upwards of 25 
per cent in copper on the Twins. The in­
dications on the Lily K. are equally prom­
ising. Both properties adjoin each other. 
The lead on the Lily K. is a continuation 
of the ledge on its neighbor. The outcrop­
ping is fully one thousand feet long. High­
er values are expected as depth is attain­
ed. The shaft on the Lily K. has been 
sunk to a depth of about 45 feet. The 
properties are both prior locations in that 
district. The C. P. R. tracks will pass 
by at a distance of about a mile. Brown’s 
camp is about 15 miles from Grand i'orks.

Peachland, April 16—[Special.]—Peach- 

land, on the west shore of the Okanagan 
lake, has assumed a busy mining appear­
ance since work was started on the Glad­
stone and Lake View, two promising prop­
erties owned by the Camp Hewett Mining 
company, which adjoin the town. On the 
Gladstone 10 men are now at work, and the 
outlook, in the opinion of competent 
ing men, is most encouraging. A white 
quartz porphyry dyke, about.50 feet wide, 
running northwest and southeast, extends 
the full length of this claim and mav be

S. J. Brailo, E. Terzick and J. D. 
Reagh returned from Greenwell moun­
tain yesterday where they have been de­
veloping the Cascade claim, and report a 
great strike on that property. The shaft 
is now down 40 feet and ore taken from 
the bottom assays $109.04., The assay was 
made yesterday by R. March.

The property has shown a wonderful 
increase in values since the beginning of 
its development. The claim was located 

18th of September, 1898, and is the 
Greenwell mountain. The

The ledge was encountered in places the 
full length of the claim and was traced 
over the mountain for a distance of 4,000 
feet, through the Dubronbik and Pride of 
Cascade claims.

The work is now suspended on account 
of surface water, but will be resumed as 
soon as the snow is off the ground.

Greenwell mountain has not been long 
discovered, and is about one mile from 
Norway mountain, and borders on the 
Burnt Basin district. Very little develop­
ment work has been done yet, but a con­
siderable amount will be done this sum­
mer. •

are owners were soJohn Collins, a miner, was killed yester­
day morning in the Virginia mine by fall­
ing from the 300-foot lev;el to the 500-foot 
level. At the time the miners were going 
on shift, Charles Mead and C. Lahite hac 
got into the bucket and were lowered to 
the 300-foot level. Then John Collins and 
D. McKinnon entered the bucket and de­
scended to the 300-foot level. When this 
point was reached Collins stepped upon 
the platform. There is a station cut out 
at the 300-foot level. This station is cut 
out on the east and south sides. There 
are four large posts at each corner of the 
shaft, and to this has been fastened iron 
hand-holds so that when the miners get off 
at this level they can catch hold of them 
and steady themselves. Collins carefully 
got out of the bucket on the east side and 
stepped onto the platform, 
a step or two into 4the station, and then 
turned and slipped deliberately back on 
the platform and then into the shaft, and 
he snot down the shaft 200 feet to the 500- 
foot level. It is evident that he intended 
to reach the portion of the station 
south side. The opening in the a 
the 300-foot level is but four feet square, 
and the bucket is 36 inches in diameter, 
and this left only a very small space for 
the passage of Collins’ body. Charles Mead 
stood looking at Collins, and describes how 
he got out of the bucket, and said that 
his action seemed inexplicable to him. He 
seemed to have forgotten the danger, and 
this temporary absence of mind cost him 
his life. No one was to blame for the 
accident. Norman Fraser, the pump man, 
had been down to the 500-foot level, and 
the trapdoor in the shaft at the 300-foot 
level was open. This is not unusual, as it 
is always left open when work is in pro­
gress in the 500-foot level. The men had 
been informed that the trapdoor was open 
before they descended into the shaft, and 
Collins spoke of it when he was descend­
ing to McKinnon, and told him to be care­
ful when he got out of the bucket.

The body of the unfortunate man was 
badly mangled. His skull was fractured
