PARCELS FOR U. S. TROOPS IN
EUROPE.

Ottawa, April 24—The following
memorandum has been issued by the
deputy postmaster general:—

“Under an order issued by the Un-|
ited States war department, parcels
for members and individuals connect-
ed with the United States expedition-
ary forces in Europe, must contain
such articles only as are being sent
by the request of the addressee, ap-
proved by his regimental or higher
commander, or an executive officer
of the organization with which he is
connected.

“The public is, therefore, cautioned
to furnish the postmaster with an as-
surance that all the articles contained
in the parcel are sent at the addresse-
¢'s approved written request, and that
such a request is enclosed in the par-
cel.”
