Canadian Criminal Law.8ill.

Section 179.—Everyone is guilty of

10 indictable offence, and liable to two
vars imprisonment, who knowingly,
without lawful jusritication or excuse.

(a) Publicly sells or exposes for sale
or to public view, any obscene book, or
other printed matter, or any pictnre,
photograph, model or other object tend-
ing to corrupt morals ; or

(b.) Publicly exhibits any disgusting
object, or any indecent show.

No one shall be convicted of the
offences above mentioned, if he proves
that the public good was served by the
acts alleged to have been done.

1t shall be a question of law whether
the occasion of the sale, publishing or
exhibition is such as might be for the
public good, and whether there is evi-
dence of excess beyond whit the
wiblic good requires, in the manner,
extent or circumstances in, to or under
which the sale, publishing or exhibi-
tion is made, 8o as to avuid a justifica-
rion or excuse therefor ; but it shall be
4 question for the jury whether there
is, cr is not such excess. The motives
of the seller, publisher or exhibitor
<hall in all cases be irrelevant.

Section 180 —Every one is guilty of
an indictable offence, and liable to two
years imprisonment, ‘who posts for
transmission or delivery by or through
the post. ]

lithograph, photograph, or other pub-

cent, immoral, seditious, disloyal,
scurrilous or libellous character ; or

Wiltse Lake Pike.

On the 6th inst., Mr. Albert Morris,
in crasing the creek that connec's
Wiltse Lake with Beale's Cieek, ob-
served a partially disabled large fi-h
lying in a net in wid stream, which,
upon removal, proved t» bs a pike
measuring 2 ft, 8 in. in length, 5 in.
in depth, and 3 in, in width of back.
Evidently the fish, ha! it not been in-
jured, wonld have pursued his way
over Beale’s dam, and thence to
Charleston Lake. Undou'tedly manv
of Charles ons’ larges’ pike have - been
horn an:l bred in the muddy waters: of
Wi'txe Lake.  Why, under the un-
tavorable conditions of low water
which 8o readilv responds to the vari-
ations of atmospheric temperature, and
becomes mixcible with wad and the
debris of decaying flags, &c., such ex-
cellent fish as pike sh ull attain large
size, is explained upon the supposition
that the many marshes that exist out-
side the channel of the lake afford
favorab'e  breeding  and nursing
grounds for the fiy. .

Cortain it is that this is not the
first large pike tuken frows Wiltse
Lake.  Mr. Benj. Bexle recalls the
period during which his mill-dam was
undergoing reconstruction, and states
that at that time many 13, 14, and 15
pound pike were taken from the creek
whose source is Wiltse Lake.  Indeed,
we think we know a fiiend who,; five
years ago, netted a 13 pound pike
from the channel of this lake.

Near the village of Toledo exists a
mud lake presentiug the same charac-
ters as Wiltse Lake: it lies low, is
pervaded with marshes, and po sesses a
central channel varyingin depth from
5 to 15 feet, In the channel o e will
catch Lull-pouts, sun fish, and rock-
basw; while in the very shallow
streams  pa-sing . betwern  marshy
clumps, are det-cted huge pike lying
straight and motionless near the bot
tom. Z It has often occurred that the
canoeist upon this lake, seeking firm
support for his paddle, has endeavored
to propel his craft by shoving from a
log (%) lying a foot under water, when,
to his ustonisment, a full-grown pike
would suddenly dare for a deeper bed.

Setting Out Bees.

The time draws near to set bees out
of winter quarters, 10t to 12th nsed
to be tie average date. High land soft
maples are in bloom ; the will\w is
only in the velvet and is not blooming.
Th- re is nothing for bees to do except
to search around and wuste their lives’
strength.  Those near swamps mav
have been getting an occasional load of
pollen, but every load costs a dozen
be 8. They ‘may appear 10 be working
lovely. but it is usually on the residue
of soured maple sap

Put sweetened water out with a
little honey or granu'ated sugar syrop
in a piece of comb in the edge of the
water to induce the bhees to use the
water.  Thix will prevent many of
them going so far uway in the cold.

If any need feeding and you have no
h mev, make granulated sugar syrup—
2 cups of sugyr to one of water—heat
well, cool to about milk heat, put in a
little pitcher, then turn a comb in the
frame flat on the table. hold the liquid
two feet above the comb to pour and it
will go to the b ttom of every cell.
Do this at evening, if there are o'her
coionies on the yard. It is a nice way
to set out the colonies that must be fed
promptly a duy before the rvest. Take
2 or 3 empty combs from the colony
you wish to feel—that gives more
room to operate—then put the feeding
comb as near the hees as yon can and
repeat until the bees are out of danger.
There ave a great many good feeders
but this is the simplest.  Many leave
their bees in until the willows and
alders wre in bloom -nd it is quite
warm. That is better, provided the
bees are contented and quiet. Thix
must rest with the judgment.. A few
did not get their bees ut la-t season
until the 20th of this month. I think
Mr. O. L. Girson held 2 or 3 in until
1st of May and they were con ented at
that date. Mr. Pettet, Dr. Tinker and
other notables may not be able to see
just how this could be, but the fact
will remain, notwithstanding.

Certainly, put your bees ovut when
they demand it ; the diff-rence is most-
ly in the purity and temperature they
enjoy.

Aunxlous to Pose as Corpses.

The principal keeper of the Paris mor
Que is retiring after fifteen years' service
and has given some account of his un-
usual experiences. The authorities, M.
Pierre says, are besieged by people who
ask to be allowed to pose as corpses, but
the applicants do not persevere when they
learn the conditions under which they
would have to spend twelve hours. The
bodies are now separated from the public
by thick glass and are kept in a tempera-
ture of several degrees below zero. No-
thing, M. Pierre says, brought such crowds
to the morgue as the exhibition of the
heidless corpse of &8 woman which ree
mained unidentified for three years, and
the trunk in which the murdered M. Gouffe
had been found.

The United States is pre-eminently the
land of divorce; it leads all civilized
communities both in the numbers of di
vorces granted and in the numbers of
the reasons for which they can be ob-
tained. In the year of grace 1886, in
Great Britain there were 475 absolute
divorces; in Germany, 6,078: in France,
6,211; in the model republic ;of the
world, 25,585! The reasons why vary
all the way down the list from A to W,
from Alabama to Wyoming “‘There is
an abominable laxity of the laws on this
subject.” Taking vhe period of tweaty
years from 1867 to 1886, and on the basis
of the census of 1881, Mr. Gemmill tells
us the ratio of divorce to population in
Canada was one to 87,283; while in the
republic, on the basis of their census of
1880, the ratio was as one to 150, In
those two decades 16,622 couples were
divorced one year after marriage; 21,-
525 after two years; 27,270 after three
years, while 25,371 were separated after
twenty-one years or more of married
life. As 828,716 were granted during
these twenty years, it is safe to say there
were 484,000 applications,

Doubtless there isa spirit of separa-
tion abroad in these latter days. The
number of those who refuse to be bound
till death them do part appears to be in-
creasing everywhere. In Berlin, between
1880 and 1885, the number of divorces
rose from 412 to 754, and of the 3,107
cases in the five years only one-third
were for infidelitv. ‘In France in the
forties there was one divorce for every
47,821 of the people; in the later seven-
ties, one for every 15,610; in the same
period in Holland the ratio rose from
one in 83,000 to one in 25,660. From the
days of Bluff old Hal to 1857 the Eng-
lish Parliament had granted but 317
divorces; in the 30 years following 1857,
the Divorce Courts had issued 6,381 ab-
solute divorces and 914 decrees for judi-
cial separations. In the United States
in 1867 there were only 9.937, while in
1866 the number had risen to 25,525, In
Vermont 94 were granted. in 1860,
and 197 in 1878; in Connecticut, in 1869,
there were nine cases, while in the 15
years after 1364 they avera -ed 446; and
