They keep over 40 males and horsea 
(mostly males) to do the work in harvest, 
they run 13 self bindert;it must be a grand 
eight to see all them going round a square 
mile (040 acres). They use sulky plows, 2 
plows in a gang, to which they attach 4 
mules.
