Interesting News.
D. G. Smith of Chatham, Fishery Com­

missioner, arrived in S L John Thursday 
and in company with Hon. A. T. Dunnf 
drove to Loch Lomond, where they depos­
ited twenty thousand sea trout fry. Last 
fall forty thousand sea trout were secured 
and hatched at the dominion government 
hatchery on the North Shore. The yield 
was over 30,000 fish, of which about 25,- 
000 survived. Mr. Smith took to Loch 
Lomond 20,000 of the fry and deposited 
one half in the little brook that empties 
into the first lake near Alex. Johnston’s. 
The other half was put in Duck Creek, 
near James Kane’s on the second lake. 
Dams have been built on both streams, so 
that the fish cannot get into the lakes un­
til fall. The remaining five thousand of 
epkwn will be placed in other provincial 
lakes.

Here and there a party of them 
drank bumpers to the success of the Amer­
ican arms, and joined in singing English 
and American patriotic songs. The British 
andj American tars, as a rule fraternize 
freely when they meet in Halifax, but sel­
dom, if ever before has the friendly feeling 
been so conspicuous as it is now.

the latest account

Key west, May 14.—The United States 
cruiser Marblehead, the gunboat Nasv ille 
and the auxiliary crosier Windon .steam­
ed up to the harbor of Cienfugos early 
Wednesday morning with orders to cut 
the cable connecting Havana to Santiago 
De Cuba.

This task was accomplished but only 
after a terrific fight between our warships 
and several thousand Spanish troops which 
lined the shore aud lay concealed behind 
improvised breastworks

Captain O. E. Maguire, of the Windon 
believes that several of the six badly 
wounded men who were brought to Key 
West this morning on the Windon cannot 
recover.

The following is the list of killed and 
wounded:—Regan, Seaman, of the Marble­
head. John ,Davis of New York, badly 
wounded, John J. Daran, of Fall River, 
Mass, badly wounded,"Earnest Suntzea- 
nickle badly wounded. Herman W. Hock- 
neister, badly wounded. Harry Hender- 
ickson, badly wounded. All the above be* 
longed to the Marblehead. Robert Boltz, 
Carteret Co. N. C., of the Nashville, bad- 
ly wounded.

Soon after the arrival of the warships off 
Cienfuegos four boats were launched and 
proceeded in shore for the purpose of grap. 
pling for the cable in order to cut it. The 
warships lay to about 1,000 yards or more 
off the harbour. It was observed that the 
Spanish troops had assembled ashore but if 
was not known that heavy guns had been 
placed in a masked battery and that the old 
lighthouse, far out on a neck of islands,had 
been transformed into a formadable fort.

The small boats proceeded cautiously and 
for more than an hour, worked unmolested 
on the cable. Suddenly just as the work 
was completed, the shore battery fired a 
shell at the boats ; It was followed by 
others and the Spanish infantry opened 
fire with their rifles.

Then like a flash, the Marblehead sent 
a shell inland and followed it with a per­
fect shower of shot.

The Nashville was quick to follow suit 
and thé little Windom cut loose with her 
four pounders.

In the meanwhile Spanish bullets fell in 
every direction around the small boats. 
The attack had come suddenly and fircely, 
but the blue jackets were not dismayed 
and, protected by the terrific return fire of 
the warships, work was continued and the 
cable was cut.

When the boats returned to the ships, 
Regan, who was in one of the Marblehead’s 
boats, of which there were two, was found 
to have been killed and six men were seen 
to be badly wounded.

-The Spaniards had by this time stffered 
severe loss. The shots from the light- 
house struck the warships several times 
and, although they did not do much 
damage, the fire aroused the exterminete 
Therefore, for the moment, the 
fire of tht warships was Concentrated upon 
the lighthouse and the improvised fort was 
blown to pieces.

As there were great numbers of 
Spaniards in and behind the fort at the 
time, there is no doubt that many of them 
were killed.

The Marblehead and the Nashville used 
their heaviest guns as well as their small 
rapid fire guns and hundred of shots were 
thrown into the Spanish troops. On 
board the ships a number of men were 
slightly wounded ; but, it is not thought 
any of the latter are seriously wounded 
Commander Washburn Maynard, of the 
Nashville, was seriously wounded by a 
spent bullet.

Tourist Travel.
There seems to be a consensus of opinion 

that the tourist travel to these provinces 
will be large. Interviews that have ap­
peared in the Maritime Press with hotel 
men and officials of the transportation com­
panies all agree in this view. It is point­
ed out that large numbers who are accus­
tomed to visit the coast resorts of New 
Jersey and elsewhere and the thousands 
who visit Europe every year will have to 
find other places in which to spend the hot 
summer months which are unbearable in 
New York and the other metropolises.

Last year no less than 60,000 Americans 
visited Europe, but this year there will be 
very little travel to the old country.

This p-ovince will undoubtedly get a 
share of this extra business which will be 
diverted into othèt-^hannels and then com­
pensate for the diminished amount of reg­
ular travel due to the deprt.r-iqn prevailing 
as a result of the war. ' -—.
