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THE DISPUTED TERRITORY.

Trouble in Rat Portage on the Liguor
License Question,

Wixxipec, Nov. 20.—The Free Press pub-
lishes a sensational despatch from Rat Port-
age, trying to make it appear that Astorney-
General Miller's visit there was for the pur-
pose of bulldozing the Maritoba Council into
a course calculated to cause resistance by Mr.
Mowat’s officials. :

The following despatch to the Times gives
the facts regarding the trouble foreshadowed
in THE MAIL telegram some days ago, when
it was announced that Brigadier Burden was
buying ap all the fire;arms and arming - the
Grit specials :—‘sA¢ 4, CYgncil meeting held
last night, at whicHM¢: Miller was present,
it was resolved to ‘take proceedings to re-
strain the Grit Council from acting in mu-
nicipal atfairs. The liguor licenses were also
regulated.

‘“ A summons was issned by the Manitoba
Magistrate Brereton against Malcolm Me-
Quarrie for selling liquor without a license,
McQuarrie ignored the summons, wheredpon
a warrant was issued for his arrest. Chief of
Police Creighton, with four men, went this
morning to arrest McQuarrie, when eighty
of the Grit special constables stationed in the
rear of the building rushed into the store and
resisted the Manitoba force, handcutfing
Chief Creighton and taking him to the
Ontario gaol. :Later McQuarrie made his
appearance on the street, when he was ar-
rested by Policeman Campbe!l. The siznal
was given by. the ringleaders of the Mowat
band, and Campbell was 1mmediately sur-
rounded and pounced upon by fosty men,
who drazged bim to the Ontario gaol.

‘* Action will be taken. by the Manitoba
force to make a test case, but the Grit forces
prefer to let it remain an open question.
They have adopted the rioting principle to
sustain themselves, The greatest excitement
prevails, and indignation is ireely expressed
at the proceedings of the Mowat authorities.
More trouble is momentarily expected.”

The news has caused much excitement here,

Premier Norquay, when interviewed, said :
—*Qur sole object is to get Mr. Mowat’s
Government to consent to a reference of the
question of jurisdiction to the Superior Court
or some other competeént tribunal asa pre-
liminary step towards the settlement of the
boundary question. We wish to protect the
Maunicipal Council of Rat Portage, which is
incorporated under Manitoba jurisdiction. We
shall be happy to have a reference agreed to

by the Mowat Government, the result of’

which will relieve both parties of the uncer-
tamnty of the jurisdiction claimed by them,
and if the Mowat Government wiil submit to
a friendly investigation beiore a competent
tribunal we will be only too glad to consent.
We are not acting in a hostile spirit, but
merely wish to test our jurisdiction.”

Attorney-General Miller returned from Rat
Portage to-night. He says the disturbance
to-day will hasten the settlement of the boun-
dary question, and has no doubt as to Mani-
toba’s position. Unless new and serious
troubles take place the military will not be
sent.
