Another railway horror is réported as hav-
iog occurred in Georgia, on the Western and
Atlantic railway, a mail train breaking
through a trestle and a portion being precipi-
tated into a roaring torrent, One of the
mail officials was burned tp death and several
of thetrain hands were fearfully burned and
and otherwise badly injured.

An attempt is being made in England to
utilize exhaust steam to heat up railway cars.
A three-inch pipe runs under the car with
branch pipes extending through the floor to
coils under each seat. Live steam is nsed to
heat up the cars befoce starting and exhanst
steam after the frain begina t0 move. An
experimental run made on the Caledonmian
railway to' test this system is reported as
having given satisfactory resaits.
