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GLADSTONE AND BLAKE.

Now that Mr. Gladstone has secured a
majority and has relegated Lord Salisbury
to the shades of opposition, the cry is
heard that the grand old man is getting
very feeble and has not that grasp of
public affairs that the premier of Britain
should have. This statement appears
rather weak, especially with respect to a
man who has just won such a magnificent
victory, magnificent when it is taken into
consideration the odds against which he
had to fight.

He will form a government and then
a long prorogation will follow, during
which time he will be able to mature his
home rule scheme. He has said that he
had the scheme so drafted that a few
minutes would be all the time required to
put it in shape for presentation to the
house, but it must be remembered that it
was formed before the election4uok place,
when ‘Mr. Gladstone and his friends

perted a far larger majority. It is con-
ceded on all sides that the Irish represen-
tatives hold the balance of power and
they will have much to say as to what
form the home rule bill will take. They
will pledge themselves to mothing till
this question is settled to their satis-
faction. Mr. Blake is steadily gaining
ground in the affections of his consti-
tuents and fellow members, and it is be-
lieved that he will heal all differences in
the Irish ranks. Should this be so it will
not only give Blake greater influence but
will make Gladstone’s standing more
certain.

It appears to be the sole hope of the
tory leaders that Gladstone’s health will
fail during the recess so that he will not
be able to take his seat at the opening of
the house. Since Blake has joined him
and has done so much to cement the
various factions of the Irish party this
hope has grown all the more intense.
Gladstone, though old, is still in good
health, and bids fair to live for several
years at least ; but should he be unable
to finish his work Mr. Blake has all the
ability and eloquence necessary to carry
out the wishes of his chieftain.

PRESIDENTIAL CONTEST.

The two great parties in the United
States are waiting the return of their
leaders from shore and grove beforé the
presidential battle opens. It is plainly
apparent that the fight will be on the
lines of protection and anti-protection.
Cleveland will receive a large vote from
those who show sympathy for the Home-
stead and other strikers, while Harrison
will likely receive a stronger support
from capitalists than he would have re-
ceived had not these strikes taken place.
It would appear that Cleveland has the
fight all his own way for the working-
men, the great majority of voters, are not
in favor of protection. Were they to hold
together, to be true to themselves, pro-
tection and the republicans would go
down together, but they have never been
known to do so. Religious cries will
tend to break their ranks, and money
will be a great factor in helping Harrison
to a victory.

The mugwumps, by their bolt from the
republican ranks, made the first break in
the long line of republican presidents and
elected Cleveland. - They are once more
strongly in his favor and will turn the
vote of New York for the democrats. As
New York goes 8o does the contest, and
at present the odds seem clearly in favor
of Cleveland.

WHAT IS IT?

The welcome home given to Mr. Blair
by the citizens of this his native city and
county was all that the most ardent of
his friends desired. It was a hearty
response by the people to show their ap-
preciation of his dealings towards them.
The Sun correspondent, Mr. McCready,
gave a correct statement of the reception,
but a correspondent, who signs himself
M. Walker, gives a different version of
the affair.. The Sun would be wise to
scan closely the character of its occasional
correspondents from this city. The letter
published in Friday’s issue of the Sun
from M. Walker would not find space
even in the most disreputable of provincial
papers. Had the Sun known its corres-
pondent as thoroughly as he is known
here the communication would not have
appeared, even as it is it was coupled
with an editorial that cannot be very
pleasing to the writer. Asagood example
of superabnndant gall, coupled with gross
ignorance and a tendency to softness of
the brain, we would recommend M.
Walker to the consideration of the
world’s fair commission. Had he been
known to exist when the late circus was
in town the United States would have
been enriched by a curiosity that would
have distanced the “ what is it.”

MinisTErR Haggart has been making a
flying trip over the government Yailways
for the purposes of inspection, it is claim-
ed. The rate of speed at which he
travelled and the seclusion he observed
at stations, gave him very small opportun-
ities of seeing the roads or hearing the
grievances of the people. It may not
have been intended as a farce but it ap-
pears very much hikeit. TheP.E. Island
Patriot says, “He seemed to wish to
avoid everybody.” He visited St. John
but very little is said about his doings
there. If he had interviews with any of
the citizens the subjects discussed have
been kept strictly private. Whether his
visit will prove of any benefit to the
patrons of the road will be learned later
perhaps, as at present there appears to be
very little method in his madness.

To-Day the prohibition commission be-
gan its labors in this city to be continued
on Monday. They received a large
amount of evidence at St. John but noth-
ing more than has long been known to all.
The question of whether prohibition can
he carried out so as to totally prevent the
importation and sale of intoxicants is, from
the information gathered by the commis-
sion, as far from a solution asever. Testi-
monies are very conflicting and it is not
very plain how the principles of temper-
ance will be beneflted by the present in-
quest.

Tae St. John Sun, in an editorial anent
the reception to premier Blair and his
dealings with the Maritime bank case,
strikes the nail on the head when it says:
“ As the legal guardian of the interests of
the province, it was his duty to present
the case of New Brunswick in the strong-
est possible light.” His winning the
case shows that he did so.

MONCTON MURDER.

mdmsm-n sent to
Dorochester,

The preliminary examiration of Robt.
Olgen, better known as “Buck,” on a
charge of murdering Joseph E. Steadman,
was concluded before Stipendiary Wort-
man, Saturday morning. The prisoner
pleaded “ not guilty,” and the stipendiary
committed him for trial at Dorchester,
where he was taken Saturday afternoon
by Marshal Foster.

Before his departure from the police
station, “ Buck ” joked with those around,
saying he might not see them again.

The latest concerning “ Jim’s” where-
abouts isthat he was seen at the lower
end of Albert county and has hired as a
sailor on a ship lying at Grindstone
island. It is possible the officers will go
down and investigate the report. People
in the vicinity of Moncton are on the alert
for a suspect. A man named Dobson, who
works in the Moncton sugar refinery
walked to the Scotch Settlement Satur-
day evening. On the road out he was
taken for “ Jim” and held up at the point
of two shot guns in the hands of a farmer
and his son. After satisfactory explana-
tions Dobson was allowed to go.

A report was received here that Jim
and a “pal” had been seen on the Salis-
bury-Fredericton road and “that it was
thought he was goiug to Fredericton,
wheréfhigigbt"get across to Maine. On
Saturday the police were on the alert and
two suspiciouns characters were seen on
York street by members of the force. The
suspecis got out of sight and the police
failed to trace them. One of the men,
seen here, resembled very much the man
who assaulted the police at Victoria mills
last year. A very careful search is being
kept and it will be almost impossible for
“Jim” to come here and remain a free
man. Officers Roberts and Phillips, hav-
ing got notification that there were sus-
picious characters lurking in the vicinity
of Victoria mills on Wednesday afternoon,
gave that district a search, but failed to
find any one who resembled “Jim” in
any respect. It is now believed that the
man who is wanted has got on board a
sailing ship and escaped.

It would appear, however, that the sus-
pect was still in the vicinity of Moncton.

A man named Budd, living a mile and
a half this side of Coal Branch, West.
county, tells of a suspicious character said
to have passed his house on Monday
morning. The description given by
Budd coincided ‘'minutely with-. that of
“Jim,” the escaped accessory to the
murder of Jos. E. Steadman.

Mr. Budd states the man passed his
house and after he got a glimpse of him
he was satisfied that the stranger was the
man for whom a reward was offered.
Budd immediately started for Coal Branch
in the track of the stranger and after
going some distance overtook him. The
stranger sat down on the railway track
and npon Budd’s approach asked him for
a chew of tobacco. They then fell into
conversation on the murder case, where-
upon the stranger stated that “ Jim”
would never be taken alive, as he carried
two revolvers in case of an emergency.
Upon parting the stranger took to.the
woods. The description given by Budd
fally coincides with that of *‘ Jim.”

A despatch this morning says “ Jim ” has
been captured at Bass River and lodged in
jail at Moncton.

PRINCE WILLIAM RAILWAY.
What is Said For and Against the Rpad.

The chief topic of discussion along the
river on either side is the so called Prince
William railway. There has been so much
humbugging respecting this line of road
that the people have got about disgusted
and in some cases show the survey party
scant courtesy. No one argues that the
country should not have a road. All say
that it will open up a fine district and give
the farmers that advantage in the markets
of the world of which they are now depriv-
ed. One argument advanced is that the
road will be a hard one to build but when
the location is compared with other districts,
even in this province, where trains are run-
ning the absurdity of the idea 1s apparent.
Acting on this suggestion of difficulty of
building it is said that the survey party will
leave the river at the mouth of Long’s
Creek, and follow that stream to its head,
then crossing the watershed, will follow
down one of the streams that empty between
French Village and this city. This idea
does not gain favor as it is contended that
the longer distance by this route will cost
more than to follow the river from Long's
Creek to Fredericton. It is said, with what
truth we know not, that the Grand Trunk
wish to secure the road as the Intercolonial
coming into the hands of the C. P. R., will
cut off their through freight system to St.
John and Halifax. All favor the building
of the road and especially those who have
interests on the upper river.

A St. Andrews Boat.

The Nymph, that little schooner that lies
on the shoreat Gibson, with her rigging
torn away and masts cut out has, though
now 8o dismantled, a history that the finest
vessel that floats the ocean might envy.
She was built at 8t. Andrews and the name
of that town with the masonic square and
compasses graces her stern. A few years since
a large Spanish ship, the Huanco, went
ashore on the Murr ledge, off Grand Manans
As the waves ran high she broke up ver):
fast and several vessels attempted 1o go to
her rescue. The only one that reached her
was the Nymph, her crew saving the life of
one of the wrecked sailors. The Nymph
was the only vessel in the Bay of Funday
that dared to spread an inch of canvas in
the storm. She was reserved to sink in the
still waters of the St. John at this place.
Through the efforts and genius of Charles
McCluskey, one of the old ship ‘builders-of
St. John, she has been floated and now will
have an engine put into her and will be
fitted up as a steam yacht for one of our
merchant princes. She is yet as sound as a
dollar, being built of oak and will make a
dandy little steamer.

BurNep Down.—The old Jer. Staples
house at St. Marys ferry landing burned
down about half-past eleven, last night.
Barton, watchman at Estey's mill, saw a
small light in the basement which in a few
minutes grew into a blaze. It would ap-
pear from this that the fire was the work of
an incendiary, It was untenanted and was
rapidly going to ruin. The firemen were
out but the fire had got too great a start on
the inside.

The Homestead trouble has subsided
and the men have returned to work.

The death is announced of Sir Daniel
Wilson, President of Toronto university
at the age of seventy-six years.
