Should have read the Evidence
published below

Before he cast a vote in the Alumni So-
ciety which prevented Governor
Fraser from receiving an
Honorary Degree.

The Herald last week called public at-
tention to the base ingratitude Fred St. John
Bliss exhibite® towards Governor Fraser
and Premier Blair when he cast his vote in
the University Alumni Society which re-
sulted in preventing these two gentlemen
from receiving honorary degress from the
University. We referred to the substantial
friendship shown the late Geo. J. Bliss, Fred
8t. John’s father, by Governor Fraser while
he was a member of the local government,
and also that young Bliss had received at
least two public positions with emoluments
attached, from Hon. A. G. Blair. Below we
publish some of the evidence from the
House of Assembly Journals of 1882, taken
during the legislative investigation into the
affairs of the late Wm. Carman, clerk of the
pleas, and from it it will appear that Gov-
ernor Fraser proved a benefactor to the late
Geo. J. Bliss, paying him a large sum of
money out of his own pocket which went
towards the support of the late Mr. Bliss’
family, of whom Fred St.John Bliss was
one. On March 7th, 1882,

Hon. John J. Fraser -

gave evidence before the committee, and
that which bore on his relations to Mr
Bliss, sr., was as follows:

‘I was Provincial Secretary and Receiver
General from July, 1872, to May, 1878, and
was one of the parties who brought about
the arrangement which led to the resigna-
tion of Mr. Bliss as clerk of the legislative
council. I think I joined the government
in June, 1871. The government for one or
two sessions paid two clerks in the legisla-
tive council, and had to consent that the
legislative council place a sum in the con-
tingencies to pay Mr. Botsford before the
government could get supply bill passed.
By an arrangement between the legislative
council and the government, a private sitting
of the council was had, in 1872, at which
were present on behalf of the government.
Mr. Hatheway,the leader of the government,
and myself. We gave an assurance to the
council that arrangements would be made
by which Mr.Botsford would be re-appointed
clerk of the legislative council. The legis-
lative council on their part was to recognize
Mr. Bliss as clerk, and he was to take his
place as clerk of the legislative council
Previous to this Mr. Botsford was acting as
clerk ; a few days after this Mr. Bliss took
his seat and Mr. Botsford retired. Nothing
was done during Mr. Hatheway's life time
to carry out that arrangement. Mr. Hathe-
way died early in July following without
the arrangement being carried out. On his
death I was appointed provincial secretary
and found myself with this pledge on my
hands, which had been given to the legis-
lative council, unfulfilled. During that
autumn and fall, negotiations were going on
with a view to having it carried out. Ne
gotiations were being carried on between
the government, Mr. Wetmore, the late
clerk, and between the government and Mr-
Bliss. I only know of other members of
the government taking part in the arrange-
ments from what they said to me. The
government were cognizant of the negotia-
tions going on, and after the opening of the
session, arrangements were finally made,
The arrangements, as I understood them at
the time, and as I understand them now,
were that the government were to introduce
a bill giving Mr. Wetmore a retiring al-
lowance; had named the amount to him,
but subject to the approval of the house.
We also introduced a bill establishing the
salary of the clerk of the legislative council
at $1000,.and the salary of the clerk of the
house of assembly at $1000; we dlso took
into consideration the fact that Mr. Bliss
was receiving $400 in the office of the clerk
of the pleas, and agreed that that salary
should be increased to $600. Some time
afterward, probably months after, Mr.
Bliss I think came to me to get paid for the
index, and then there was a difference be-
tween Mr. Bliss and myself as to what the
understanding was. Mr. Bliss said he
thought he was to have $1600, the same as
Mr. Wetmore, that is $400 for the index.
We talked the matter over in a friendly way.
I could not agree with Mr. Bliss as to the
arrangcment. I never agreed that his view
was correct, but we discussed the matter
frequently, and eventually I paid him for
the index. I felt that Mr. Bliss might have
understood me in a sense different from
what I had stated to him. While I could
not bring myself to believe or think that I
had said to him as he represented, yet as
there had been a good deal of conversation,
and I had been very anxious to get the
matter settled, as I had made a pledge to the
legislative council, he might have under-
stood it probably in the sense which he
represented, but I could not think anything
I had said would carry that meaning. Sub-
sequently we had a discussion over the
matter more than once, when I told him
that I would have to pay this money out of
my own pocket. Mr. Bliss said to me that
he did not want me to do anything of the
kind. We had no quarrel over the matter ;
was quite familiar with him, and said,
George if this matter has to be paid I shall
have to pay it out of my own pocket. He
said, get the government to pay it. I said I
oannot. I said I felt that as he said he had
acted on my representations ‘that I did not
want him to be a loser by what he supposed
I had said, although I could not bring my-
self to believe I had said ~"at he repre-
sented. I continued to pay him; cannot
suy how long. I paid him that amount of
$400; don’t remember how long; might
have been one or two years. Itold himsub-
sequently that if I paid him $200 it would
put him in a position to say that he had not
last pecuniarily in the matter, and would be
as good as he had been receivingin the legis-
lative council. I continued from that time
down to the present to pay him the $200 for
the index. An order would be drawn on
me, and the amount paid when the index
was completed. My own payments were
partly by check and sometimes in cash. All
that I know about the payment is that. he
got his $1000 by warrant, and cannot tell
from memory whether I had given him
$200 the first and second years or $400, or it
may have stood over and left balances which
may have amounted to the five or six hun-
dred dollars balance. Afterwards it came
before the government by a memorial from
Mr. Bliss, and whatever amount it was I
stepped in and paid it myself. I think this
was the balance of the $400 up to that time.
He set forth in the memorial that that was
the amount due him. Whether it was one,
two or three years, the $400 that was paid
,Mr. Bliss was paid by me out of my own
pocket. It was never recouped to me
directly or indirectly by the government
or from any source or person or person, nor
never charged to any account. I have paid
him the $200 every year since out of my
own pocket. It was put as paid for index
in the conversations between us.”

From the above evidence it appears that
Mr. Bliss, sr., received from the private
funds of Hon. John J. Fraser, $200 per year
from 1873 to 1881, or a total of $1800, and
yet how soon the son forgot the generosity
displayed to the father. ;

It may be noted here that Fred St. John
Bliss having been reared on government
funds, at an early age he commenced to
reach out for it himself. After Mr. Blair
came into power and on the death of Mr.
Bliss, sr., Fred secured the appointment of
clerk of the Sunbury cognty court. He was
also entrusted with the copying of the
governor’s daily journal during the sessions
of the legislature. In 1884 he drew $60 for
this latter service; in 1885 $87.50 ; in 1886

all orders,

$84, 1In 1887 he Whis
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brother G. 8. T. Bliss, the results that year
being $91.60; in 1888 Fred again resumed
business at the old stand and pulled in $96,
and in 1889 another brother Lewis, took the
job and received $106.80, so that it re.
mained in the family for at least six years.
All this time Fred St.John Bliss was an
enthusiastic supporter of Mr. Blair and his
government, and that support was con-
tinued until Fred’'s demands grew so large
that the government did not feel like satis-
fying them. Hence his opposition.

We give these instances of Governor
Fraser’s and Premier Blair's generosity to
the Bliss family, to show what an ungrate-
ful person Fred St. John Bliss proved him-
self to be when he stood alone in the Alum-
ni society a few weeks ago and gave a yote
which resulted as he knew it would in
blocking the confering of honorary degrees
on two distinguished gentlemen who in
times past were the benefactors of himself
and his nearest relatives.

In the Presbyterian general assemby at
London, Ontario, Thursday, the judicial
ecommittee reported on the appeal of Rev.
J. 8. Mullen, of Nashwaak and Stanley,
against the decision of the St. John presby-
tery asking him to resign. Their finding
was that the appeal should be dismissed.
The judgment was as follows: ‘‘Inasmuch
as it was competent for the presbytery to
decide as follows ; that it is the judgment of
this court in view of all the circumstances
brought out by the report of the commit-
tees, that the pastoral tie at present existing
between Mr. Mullen and his congregation
should be dissolved, which is the decision
appealed against. The assembly view of
the circumstances of the case dismisses the
appeal and directs the presbytery of St
John to proceed according to the laws of
the church to carry out their own judg-
ment.” ;

This became the unanimous finding of th
assembly.- ;i
