FroM time to time we have
pointed out to our readers the en-
ormous proportionsassumed by the
Provineial debt, under the reckless
and extravant administration of
our Grit friends. But, while de-

$36,915.03. We now have the
confirmation of this truth from the
most unexpected and, for the Gov-
ernment, the most inconvenient
source. When Mr. Farquharson
went - to Ottawa looking for
money in 1901 he very well knew
he would have to present a state-
ment approximating the truth if
he hoped to win his case; he also
knew he would have no trouble
in making & good showing on the
score of indebtedness if he at all
adhered to the facts. Consequent-
ly his memorial to the Federal
Government set forth that the
deficit of - 1899 amounted to $36,-
000, and that the debt of the Pro-
vince on the 31st December 1900
was $575,000. By his story of the
surplus of $6,000, and no acknow-
ledgment of a Provincial debt he
succeeded in winning the elections;
but when he went on a begging
expedition and the truth had to
be told, his surplus was transform-
ed into a large deficit and the debt
of the Province had suddenly
jumped up to almost $600,000:
This memorial of Mr. Farquhar-
son’s is now  embalmed in the
Journal of the Legislative Assem-
bly for 1901, and shall continue
for all time to come a chapter of
our political history.. In Decem-
ber; 1901, the Government desired
to dispose of some debentures and
they were placed on the market
by J.C. McIatosh, Broker, Halifax.
In placing these debentures on
sale the Government were obliged
to state the nature of the security
that attached to them, and in his
announcement of the assets and
liabilities /Mr. MecIntosh placed
the Provincial indebtedness at
2626,000. From this statement
it will be seen that the Govern-
ment admitted the rapid increase
in the debt, due to their misman-
agement. Finally, when the Pub-
lic Accounts for 1901 were pre-
eented to the Legislature a couple
of weeks ago the Patriot acknow-
ledged the debt to be $642,177.72.
This is the amount of the debt as
shown on the face of the Auditor’s
report; but, as we have already
shown, the unfinished contracts
and other accounts carried for-
“ward the debt at least $700,000.

This frank acknowledgment of
the Provincial debt by the Patriot
is evidentlyiniended for a purpose.

The United States census returns show
conclusively that the claim made by the
government, that the exodus from Canada
to the United States has ceased, is mere
moonshine. The statistics sent out from
the United States census bureau estab-
lished, that in 1880, there were 717,157
Canadian home residents in that country;
in 1890, the number was 980,938; in 1900
it was no less than 1,181,778. That is to
say that in 1890 the total number of Can-
adians respectively @domiciled in Canada
and the United States wasas 83 to 17;
while in 1900, was as 82 to 18.

In 1899-1900 Hon. A. G. Blair pur-
chased $548,140 worth of coal for the In-
tercolonial Raillway.

€ANADA FLoODED WITH DISEASES.

Mr. Robert Watchorn, the Special Im-
migrant Inspector, who has charge of all
United States immigration 'officials in
Canada, is responsible for the statement,

CECIL RHODES’ FUNERAL.

Care Towwn, April 3.—A stream of
people passed by the coffin of Cecil
Rhodes in .Parliamsnt Hounse to-day,
and the faneral this afternoon was im-
posing.  The streets were lined with
troops. - The pall hearers were Dr.
Jameson, the Premier of Cape Colony
and six others. - The chief mourner
was Colonel Frank Rhodes, who walked
bareheaded and alone, followed by the
other brothers of the deceased and re-
gr_esentatives of Lord Milner, the British
igh Comiissioner, and Sir Walter
Hely Hutchinson, the Governor and
Commander-in-Chief of the Cape of
ood Hope. The gun carriage was
drawn by eight horses. Among the
drapings of the coffin was a bannar of
the Loyal Woman’s Guild inscribed,
‘“farewell ; great heart.” In front of
the cathedral stood a huge crowd, bare-
headed and the building itse If was fill.
ed to its capacity. At the conclusion
of the services the mourners proceeded
to the station. There the coffin was
borne into the De-Reers Company’s
ssloon car, which had been converted
into a chapelle ardente. The family,
the execators of the will, and others,
accompanied the remains to Rhodesia.
The entire peremony lasted two and a
half hoars.
