“Montealm had been expecting an
attack from below the ecity, but as
svon as he heard that Wolfe bad land-
ed, ‘he broke up his camp g\l}cl harried
to meet Wolfe without waiting for re-
inforcements,

“The French marched towards the
British™ firing steadily, but not a
movement was visible in the British
ranks except when they c‘lr\w(l up the
gaps made by their fallen compan-
ions, When the French were about
forty yards away Wolfe gave the com-
m'n'vl: “Fire!” Instantly the long
row of musketry was.levelled, and a
well-directed volley, followed by a
ficrce charge of bayonets, caused the
French to give way and the battle of
the Plains of Abraham was won.

“It was a dear victory for both
French and British, for both lost
their brave leaders. Wolfe was wound-
ed twice, first in the wrist and after-
wards in the chest, but he lived long
enough to know that the victory wa:
won, and his last words werc: “"God
be praised, I die happy.”

Surrender of City.

“Montcalm, who was fatally wound-
ed, was carried into Quebec, and when
told that he was dying he said that
it was best, as he should not see the
surrender of Quebec. He died before
midnight, and was buried in a grave
made by the bursting of a ehell. This
was a fi:iinz close to the life of one
who had fought so nobly and well for
biz ecountry. Five days afterwards
Quebece was surrendered. Canada was
passed into the hands of the English
by the Peace of Parie in 1763,

“When England won Canada, and
for many yvears after, the population
was largely French. For more than
two years after the battle Canada was
governed by military rule, that is, the
commander-inchief of the army was
head of the state. Governors Murray,
Gage and Burton were stationed at
Quebec,. Three Rivers and Montreal
respectively. The French were treat-
ed very kindly and allowed to go on
much as before; indeed although Brit-

GOVERNMENT HAS
NOT CAPITULATED

Boss Roblin’s Rumor Made of Whole
Cloth.—Spggested Solution For
Dlection Bill Impasse.

Ottawa, May 21—The conference of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing and Hon. A. B. Aylesworth with
some of the Western and Ontario Lib-
erals .and the . Conservative caucus
with the election bill issue as the
topic of discussion in eaech case, were
about the only two outward indica-
tions today that there was an “crisis”
on Parliament hill. As stated yester-

day, there has been a lull in the

battie, but articles of peace are not
yet signed and at present both camps
scem to -be simply’ resting on their
arms. Premier Roblin, when he left
Ottawa Tueeday night, took care to
spread the whisper that the prime
minister had sent -for him to an-
nounce the governments capitulation
and the word of the ““boss’ was ap-
paréntly accepted at par by some of
his Ottawa followers, - Needlegs to say
Sir Wilfrid is not strikinig the govern-
ment’s course from any chart laid
down by Messrs. Roblin and Rogers.
That is left for the opposition. As a
matter of fact Premier Roblin’s inter-
view with the prime minister was in
connection with the proposed exten-
sion of the Manitoba boundaries and
the Manitoba leader carried away with

thim ‘no such promise of capitulation !
as he would have his admiring friends|

believe.

| No Offer of Compromise.

| No offer of any compromise has
ilm-n made to the opposition beyond
rwhat has been already announced by
the premier and the repeated assur-
ance that what the government de-
isires is simply an honest and square
I«l(\nl for all the electors oi' Manitoba.
{That 8ir Wilfrid’s assurances, com-
bined witn the weight of argument
already adduced in the House, are
{having some coffect wn the opposition
is evident by the less militant tone
now being adopted by them and Mr.
Borden’s statement to his followers
in caucus today that he was assured
of the premier’s good faith in the
matter.

The situation is thus cleared to the
extent that negotiations between ‘the
two leaders during the next few days
may result in the reporting of a satis-
factory way out of fhe present im-
passe.

A Suggested Solution.

A suggestion, made today by one of
the western meinbers to your corres-
pondent, offers one solution that
might prove accepta’le to both par-
ties. He suggested that if the Roblin
government would amend the regula-
tions that govern registration and re-
vision in connection with the new
voters’ lists now being prepared in
Manitoba &5 as to provide adequate
and cqual facilities for the registra-
tion of all electors, irrespective of
party, and ample time for the revi-
sion of these lists as prepared under
the supervision of officials appointed
by the provincial orders in council,
then there would not be the same ne-
cessity for demanding a seccond jud-
icial revision of the lists prior to the
federal elections.  The trouble in the
past has been that registration booths
in Manitoba have been allocated to
the disadvantage of Liberals, the pro-
vincial government having regard for
the political complexion of the indi-
vidual distriets in making the facili-
ties for registration easy or difficult,
as the case may be.

Moreover, with only five hours al-
lowed for registration and but few sit
tings of the revisibn courts in each
constituency, it has been found prac-
tically impossible to have many ap-
peals properly dealt with. If the Rob-
lin government, in its alleged zeal for
fair play, will consgent to remedy these
grievances in connection with the
preparation oi the nsts next month
and in future fair and honest lists are
assured, then the whole aim of the
Federal government will have been
accomplished insofar as the present
bill afiects Manitoba.

Now up to Roblin.

Roblin, therefore, has an opportun-
ity te now show his good faith and
public spirit. The election bill will
probably come up for debate again on
Tuesday next and the opposition are
preparing speeches on the alleged in-
iquity of the numbered and marked
ballot.

The -provisions of the bill in this re-
Spect have been grossly misrepresent-
ed in the opposition press. Numbered
ballots only apply to the case of any
elecior whose name has been on the
list, but has been inadvertenfly  lefs
off in printing or in some other ac
cidentai manner,: If he applies for
ballot under:these conditions the dep
uty returning officer is empowered tc
give him a special numbered ballos
which is set aside and counted if it is
afterwards shown that he had a per
fect right to vote. 1In any ease only
very lew electors would come under
the scope of such a provision and its
fairness cannot be challenged.

In respect to the non-veiding of bal-
lots bearing any mark by the deputy
returning officer the objections of the
opposition are equally absurd. The
marking of the ballots is not legalized
as has been asserted, and severe pen-
alties for marking by returning offic-
crs or deputies remain unchanged. On
the other hand the provision does
away with the possibility of deputy
returning officers spoiling ballots by
putting a distinguishing mark on it
deliberately or otherwise. On the face
of it the provision manifestly provides
a safeguard for the Conservative voter

ing spoiled by the deputy returning
officer appeinted by the party in pow-
er, while at the same time the seec-
recy of the ballot is not rendered any
less secret than under the present law.
If the opposition intends to block the
bill on that score thé governme-nt may
not insist on the retaining of the two
clauses containing . -
Monster French Petition.

Armand Lavergne created a diver-
sion today by presenting a mammoth
petition signed by 46,865 French-Can-
adians requesting that th e French
language bg placed on a par with the
English as regards public "utilities,
such as in time tables, etc. It requir-
ed four pages to remove the petition.

Premier Laurier moved that the dis-
appearance of ‘the Stanstead election
papers be investigated by the com-
mittee on privileges and clections.

Hon. Mr. Graham read a letter
from the resident engineer on La
Tuque section, denying the report that
the ' national -transcontinental tracks
there are under water. Not one foot
is under water except a temporary
siding, and not a dollar’s worth of
damage has been done the road bed.

On motion to go into supply, Col.
Worthington said he had no desire
to embarrass the government or in-
jure Canadian industry, but evidenece
went to show that an unsafe and un-
scrviceable weapon was being served
to the militia. Col. Worthington then
read a number of unfavorable reports
by experts on the Ross riile. Much
had been made of the ery, “Made in
Canada,” but as a matter of fact sev-
enteen of the twenty-six component
parts of the rifle were made in the
States, and some- were actually being
imported at the fime the minister was
making a denial of this fact. -There
hadi been very unbusinesslike dealings
with the company, who got a valu-
able free site and advance payment.
It was stated the factory was located
at Quebec under the guns of the fleet,
but what fleet was not specified. Fin-
ally, Col. Worthington moved, “That
the dealings of the department of ni-
litia and defénce in conpection with
the adoption and manufacture of the
Ross ritle as an arm of defence the
government- displayed deplorable -in-
efficiency and the negotiations have
oeen characterized by gross extrava-
gance and improvidence imparing
public confidence in the efficiency of
the weapon and the management of
the department.

Sir Frederick’s Reply.

Sir Frederick Borden, in reply, ac-
cused Col. Werthington of bringing
the arming of the militia to low level
of party warfare, but he doubted his
ability to persuade the militia of his
patriotism in attacking the rifle with
which they were armed. After dub-
bi Col. Worthington *‘a monoman-
iac,” the minister turnecd to the charg-
es that the Ross rifles are defective
and dangerous and declared that of
the 42,000 now delivered every rifle
was serviceable ‘and fit for use in Can-
ada i{ necessary.

“There are defeccts, I adinit,” said

Frederick, “many of them ecould
be prevented by more careful inspec-
tion, but haidly any humnan inspee-
tion could discover all the weaknoesses.
I am not claiming that the rifle is
perfect. There #s no perfect rifle. in
the world.”

Dealiirg with¢the charge that many
parts of the Rogt rifle are-imported
from the Unitedt States, Sir Fredorick
said the importations of arts is lim-
ited. The time would come, he said,
{when-all parts, ef the rifle would be
{made in Canada. The minister said
!:u great many manfacturing institu-

r Anti-Asiatic Learue Want to Set Up
Candidates Who Will Hold Out
For Total Excluslon of Orientals.

Vancouver, May 22.—For the first
time in years a Klootechman is asking
the Supreme Court today to annul her
marriage with a native copper-colorad
son of Breitish Columbia. When an
Indian’s marriage certificate is a blan-
ket or furs the courts are not consulted
when Mr. and Mrs., Indian desire a
dissolution of the simple union, _but
Emma George did not wed Paul that
way. Medical-missionary Rev. \Dr.
Large, at Kimsquit nine years _ago,
united them in the Christian way. But
the Bellabella tribe, to which Emma
belongs, like not the Kimsquits and
the friction has been brought to the
court,

senting its interests be placed in the
field in Vancouver at the next federal
élection.

Toronto’s Librarian Dead.

Toronto, May 22.—James Bain, junr.,
librarian since 1883, died this after-
poon after a long illness.

Katchewan, and could not get baéw in
time. ““The Liberals are in a hole at
Ottawa,” he said, “and will soon be
swept out of power.”

An “Independent” Speaks.

Capt, T. Berville Thomas, the erst-
while Independent candidate of Cam-
rese, who wa# turned down to make
way for E. W. Day, was then called
up. He dicclaimed being a pubiic
speaker or a politician, but showed
himeelf to be considerable of both be-
fore he concluded. ¥or the greatbr
part of his address he dealt with the
question of immigration as he saw it
during a recent visit to the Old Coun-
try. 1t was a very delicate question,
he said, and a daring task to impugn
the administration of Hon. Mr. Oliver
in his own constituency. When he
saw the overcrowded farms and the
idle men in the cities of England the
question had come to him, Are the
Canadian officials doing all they can
to bring people out to the Canadian
West. He had found Hon, Frank
Oliver “a man among men,” but he
thought the Canadian immigration of-
fice in London was dead compared
with the work of the Salvation Army
whose building was thronged with in-
quiries about Canada,

He then explained his change of
attitude, and his shiit from an Inde-
pendent: to a full-fledged Conserva-
tive. “When Mr. Day was nominated
he became impressed with thé “rot-
ten, stinking condition” of affairs at
Otitawa, and now he was*in the true
fold. ‘He had felt sorry for Sir Wil-
irid Laurier when he visited Ottawa,
and when hc reached England ‘and
conversed with people there over
Canadian politics he was somewhat
achamed to be a Canadian.

Capt. Thomas then gave some ex-
hibitions of tact_in dealing with his
audicnice. In the course of a glowing
eulogy of . Canada, he offended a
Frenchman present, and incidentally
a strong Conservative, who audibly
tcok umbrage at his remarks, but al-
most before the words had fallen from
his lips, the Captain was on another
tack and launched forth in an elo-
quent panegyric of what the Frencl
race had done for this country. Then
he continued:

Party Dead in Alberta,

“I am independent enough to at
tack the Conservatives at times, and
I am going after them this week in
my paper. I am going to tell them
the party is absolutely dead in Alber-
ta—but I wrote that befcre I visited
Edmonton, The party in this city are
much alive and are doing a grand
work, but everywhere else it is
asleep”—

At that moment W. L. Walsh, one
of Calgary’s leading supporters of R.
L. Borden, entered the rcom and in
a moment the ever-reatly captain
changed his tune.

“The McCarthy Club in Calgary is
doing a grand work, and the people
there are being stirred up by the ef-
forts of Mr, Walsh and other promin-
ent members of the Conservative par-
ty in-that city,”

Thus he continued for some time
longer, ending with a peroration on
the need of men in the Canadian
West, the country that he loved and
in which his hopes were centred since
1885, when he first marched to the
banks of the Saskatchewan and was

t fired upon by mistake while approach-

ing Fort Edmonton. - The address in
parts showed a strong grasp of the
vital questions oi the West, but indi-
cated that Capt, Thomas is by no
means strong in the Conservative
faith.

A Man From Calgary,

After Mr. Dennis, of St. Hyacinthe,
Que., had been called upon- to testify
that the Conservative party in Que-
bec was stronger than ever before in
its history, W. L. Walsh, late presi-
dent of the Conservative Association
for Alberta, was asked for a speech,

Mr, Walsh expressed his pleasure
at being present to imbibe the pre-
vailing spirit of optimism and enthu-
siasm in the great city of Edmonton.
It was difficult to get audiences in
Calgary to Conservative meetings and
for that reason he was pleased to see
a good number present in Edmonton.
He thought irom what he heard of the
Edmonton organization “‘it would not
be beyond the realm of possibility to
say that Mr. Hyndman would come in
after next election at the head of the
poll.”  He had been talking so long
of thieves, of timber and coal and
water and fish and land thieves, that
he- was about tired of the topic. So
he would tell something of the pro-
vincial prospeects,

Mr, Walsh stated that he had be-
come discredited as & prophet, and it
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shortly appeared with good reason, for
he said it was he who had charge of
organization work in last provincial
election and had predicted the trium-
phant return of the Conservatives un-
der R. B. Bennett, of Calgary. The
solitary two of the local house stand
as a striking commentary on his pro-
phetic vision,

But he would assume the role of seer
again, and tell of the prospects for
the party in Alberta. He outlined
them as follows:

In the Calgary and Macleod dis-
triets no men living can beat M. S.
McCarthy and John Herron; in Medi-
cine Hat there was *not a man in
the constituency who could beat Mr,

elect’on was certain; in Strathcona
the chances were all in favor of E.
W. Day.; in Edmonton the audience
could speak for the district, and in
Victoria Mr, Morrison was full of con-
fidence. The preud boast of Senator
Roy of an “All-Red Alberta” was a
vain one, and a great fallacy, as would
be shown when the next general elec
tion was held.

Mr. Joseph Adair was then called
upon by ‘the chairman for a few re-
marks. He said he was absolutely
independent, and agreed with much
of what Capt. Thomas had said re-
garding the settling of the West, A
great problem, ‘however, was involv-
ed in discovering an immigration pol-
icy which would conserve the inter-
ests of the present population of the
West, and do justice to the incomer,
The small development of industries
left a great many of the newcomers to
shift for themselves, He then raised
a few queries as to where the Conser-
rative party stocd on some of the
creat issues of the day. “Was the
criticism of the present government
which is heard so much these days,
due to the critics having a correet,
a true ethical viewpoint?’ TIf it was
not 1t meant nothing, if it was it
meant much. The speakér then dealt
with certain metheds of handling the
public domain, whereby the settler on
the homestead could find employinent
the six months in each year that he
was not performing his duties on his
land.

After brief remarks from Captain
Carstars, a visitor from the city of
Strathcona, who informed the previous
epeaker that “‘the Conservative party
vas always right,” Mr. Woods of
Athabasca Landing, and J. D. Hynd-
man, the meeting adjourned,.

BRITISH CONSERVATIVES GAIN.

Have Carried All Seats Held by Them
and Wrested Six From Government.

FLondon, May 18.—The importance of
the bye-elections might easily be exag-
gerated, but the figures of thirty-five
contested bye-elections since the general
election of 1906 show remarkable results.
The opposition has wrestod six seats
from the government and retained all
their old secats, with largely increased
majorities in every ecase, while the gov-
ernment . not only did not gain a seat,
but where it retained seats it has done
so with a decreased majority in every
case. Taking the aggregate individual
votes cast in these elections, there is
seen an opposition increase of 20,044 and
a government decrecase of 32,456.

It seems evident that at any rate a
temporary reaction has set in against the
socialist laborite groups. The falling
away of the labor vote is the most con-
spicuous feature of the Dundee election.

It is noted, too, that an appeal issued
several weeks ago for funds for the ex-
penses of labor candidates in Dewsbury
and Montrose, from which hitherto only
$565 had been subscribed, netted $250
from one contributor. It is evident, too,
that many of these labor votes, which,
in the absence of a labor candidate, used
to go to 'a Liberal candidate, now have
returned to their older allegiance to the
Conservatives.

Many believe that the manufacture of
John Burns into a cabinet member of
Conservative views, at a salary of $25,000
has done more harm to the Social Demo-
cratic and Liberal labor parties than the
shrewdest disseotion of their propaganda.

STRIKERS IN BRANTFORD.

Sixty Moulders Arrested For Doing
Picket Duty at Stove Works.

jrantford, May 22.—At the police
court sixty striking moulders appear-
ed on summonses for doing picket
duty at Buck Stove works, where a
strike is in progress, The summonses
covered 140 occasions where picket
duty is alleged to have been perform- |
ed. All were committed for trial, as
the elected were tried by jury at the
June sessions, In the meantime they
are released on their recognizance at

Report of Engineer on Cutlay Nec-
essary for Protection of River
Bank in East End

Some time ago Mayor MecDougall
took up the question of the embank-
ment along the river irom McDougall
avenue east tor the protection of the
property along the river front. He
wrote to Hon, Mr, “Oliver, asking ior
the report of the engineer, whe looked
into tne propused embankment some
lime ago,

The report has just come to hand
from Z. Malhiot, who said that in
his examination he made a careiul
survey of the proposed protection, and

so made berings and soundings  to
show the depth of the proposed work
and the depth of the water,

The' engineer says that the forma-
tion of the protection would be of
piling, sheet piling well braced, filled
in with loose rock, so that in case of
undermining and scouring octurring
loose stone woutd drop into the va-
cuum, It is also intended that the
proposed work be placed in the water
at the base or foot of the hill so as
to prevent any oozing of the side hill
subsoil,

The propesed protection would be
3,335 feet long, but might be cartail-
ed and reduce the estimate of the cost,
while insuring relicf to thé greatest
number,

The approximate cost per foot
would be $30, making a-total of $99,-
990. The grading would need a fill of
some 63,000 cubic feet, at 30 cents a
loct, making a cost of $18,900, or a
tolal cost of $118,899.

The Muayor says in view of the cost
hat he would not recommend that
he work be done unless the city can.
obtain po:ssession of a he property
between the river and the top of the
bank, Unless it was owned by the
city it would not be advisable  to
spend the money which would then
be for the benefits of private owners,

WORK IN THE SENATE.
Bill to Amend the Grain Act Is Under
Discussion.

Oztawa, May 22.—In t!}
day Sir Richard Cartw
given its second reading and referred 'o
the committee of whole where it will be
discussed at a later date. Senator Bos-
tock moved that Shashap and 'Tompson
1iver boom company bill which had been
repoited against by the senate railroad
committee be referred hack to that com-
mittee for further consideration. He was
of the opinion that the committee did
not have full information on which they
made their report. Senator Ellis thought
that matter had been thoroughly con-
sidered in committee, Sir Mackenzie
Bowell thought it would be of no use to
send the bill back to committee unless
the promoters were prepared to prove by
something new that it did not infringe
upon the provincial rights. The bill in
his opinion clearly infringed upon the
provincial rights of British Columbia.
The motion to refer it back was carried
29 to 15.

Sir Richard Cartwright’s bill to amend
the Manitoba grain act was under dis-
cussion, Sir Richard stating that its ob-
ject was to extend the supervizion on
grain to ocean ports. It now ends at
Fort William. Owing o the complaints
cf shortage, salaried officials were to he
appointed to give special attention to
weights. Senator Perley in approving
of the bill said he would suggest that the
farmer should have his grain ready when
the car was ordered and railway should
be compelled to furnish cars in good cone
dition within sixty davs,
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
