LLOYD GEORGE ON GERMAN RES-
TRICTIONS.
LONDON, July 3.

Premier Lloyd George gave the
House of Commons to-day explana-
tions of the Peace Conference'e efforts
to prevent future wars, and revicewed
some of the striking restrictions put
upon Germany in’ the Peace Treaty
signed at Versailles. The Premier’s
address was made in connection with
two bills he introduced, one dealing
with ratification of the ,peace zerms
aud the other approving the Anglo-
Trench convention pjroviding for aid
if Germany should attack TFrance una-
provoked. Wiliam Holienzollern,
former German Emperor, is to tried
by a tribunal that will sit ia Lon-
don. Mr. Lloyd George announced
in discussing the Peace Conference’s
decision to try the ome heli chiefly
responsible for the war. He said that
it such a course had been followed
after others wars “there would have
been fewer wars.” He said, “it was
the intention to make such an exam-
ple of Germany as to discouraze others
from eer again attempting to repeat
this infamy.” Speaking of tue terri-
torial terms of the treaty, Mr. Lloyd
f George said the t erritory taken from
Cermany was a mater of restoration.
It was a restcration of Alsace-Lor-
raine, he said, taken forcibly from the
land to which its population was
ceeply attachec. It was a restoration
of Schlesweg-Holstein, the taking of
which he describes as the “meanest
of Hohenzollern frauds, robbing a help-
Jess country in the pretence they were
not doing it, and then retaining the
land against the wishes of ta2 popula-
ti1,” a restoration of Poland, torn to
bits by Russian, Austrian and Prus-
eain autocracy and now reknit under
the flag of Poland, and, he added.
“they are all territories which ought
noi to belong to Germany.”
