Fabled Statues
of Old Japan.

Unkei, the son of a fisherman, and
in his youth a humble fisherman him-,
l-self,’ was respomsikle for ome of the’
most remarkable epoch 10 the his-
tory of Japanese wood-sculpture. His
name is & household word to the Jap-
anese. The story is told by those who
are supposed to know that the king
ot the underworld was very much ir-
ritated that Unkei had never done him
justicé, although the sculptor had at-
tempted to carve his image many
times. So, when he died, the king of
dead Buddhist souls sent Unkei back
to earth, that’'s after having seen the
god, he' might make a faithful por-
trait. The result may be seen to-day
in the temple Enno-ji at Kamakura,
where Unkei’s statue of Emma, cruel
and savage in its strength, strikes ter-
ror into the hearts of all who fear
to meet the Judge of Hell. There are
many delightful legends sbout old
statues of the gods. In the Hase tem-
ple at Kamakura, high on the crest
of a hill overlooking the bay, is a great
gilded Kwannon of camphor wood—
an eleven-faced image of the Goddess
of Mercy—which for centuries has
hearkened to the prayers of the fish-
ermen. A long time ago, in that dim
past when dragons’ were abroad in
the land ‘and gods .condescended to
play with men, some, fishermen saw a
great light shining out at sea. They
sailed their junk toward the light and
found the image eof Kwannon floating
on the water. They dedicated a temple
to the image and ever since have
worshipped at her shrine.
