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EDITORIAL ITERS.
Provisional Government for 

the North-West.—Sir John A. 
Macdonald gave notice on Thursday of a bill for a provisional government 
of the north-west territories. A Lieu­
tenant Governor will be appointed 
with power to summon a provisional 
council of not less than seven nor 
more than fifteen members. All laws 
in force in the territories not incon­
sistent with the Union actor act of 
the Dominion parliament are to re­
main in force. All ordinary officers 
are to remain in office, and the act is 
to be in force to the end of the next 
session of parliament. The whole 
matter will be provisional and discre­
tionary with the Governor in Council 
until next session, when a measure 
will be introduced providing for the 
permanent organization of government 
machinery. Public rumor is busy 
with the name of the Hon. W. Mc­
Dougall as the first Lieutenant-Gover­
nor of the North-west territory.

Prince Edward Island and 
Confederation.—The people of this 
colony are beginning to think that it 
is no use standing out against Con­
federation. _ The Mander says :—“ Is 
it not high time for us to set our house 
in order,since a certain dreaded event 
is now at our very doors ? With No­
va Scotia pacified and Newfoundland 
on the eye of being confederated, how, 
we# would like to be informed, can 
Prince Edward Island expect to main­
tain her political isolation ? With 
the policy of the Home Government 
set in array against us—with strange 
and unprecedented movements going 
on around us,which arc evidently des­
tined, at no remote period, to have 
their counterpart throughout the 
whole extent of Britain’s vast Coloni­
al Empire, it were sheer infatuation 
to dream of the possibility of abiding 
much longer where and what we are.”

The London Times says that the 
report of the Trust and Loan Uom- 
pany of Canada, to be presented on 
the 31st inst„ shows an available bal­
ance, including £3,235 brought for­
ward from September last, of £18,122, 
and recommends a dividend at the rate 
of 8 per cent, per annum, less1 income 
tax ; and that £4,499 be carried to 
the reserve fund, leaving £3,623 to be 
carried forward. The reserve fund, 
after charging it with £2,272 for loss­
es on realization of securities in de­
fault, will now be £70,618.

The Vacant Judgship.—Rumor, 
of course, is already busy with the 
names of the probable, successor of the 
late Judge Wilson. In Toronto, Mr. 
Stephen Richards, Mr. C. Robinson, 
Mr. Anderson and others are mention­
ed. Mr. Becher is named in London, 
and the Hon. Postmaster General, 
Campbell, in Ottawa. In Hamilton 
free mention has been made of the 
names of Mr. M. O’Reilly, and Mr. S. 
B. Freeman.

Government Appointments— 
Hon. Philip Vankoughnet and Mr. 
James Cowan, Waterloo ; Mr. Hur- 
teau, Quebec, and Mr. Wm. Compton, 
Halifax, are appointed a board of ar­
bitrators of public works—salary $1,- 
000 per annum.

Mr. James Ross* late of the Globe 
and formerly of Hamilton, has left 
Toronto for Red River. He is a large 
landholder there> and is supposed to 
be the coming private Secretary of the 
first Governor of the Territory.

Church of Scotland Synod.
This Synod met in St. Andrew’s Church 

Hamilton, on Tuesday evening. The 
Moderator, the Rev. Robt. Dobie, preach­
ed an earnest sermon fron the 2nd chapter 
of the Prophet Malachi, 7th verse : “ For 
the Priest!s lips should seek the law at 
his mouth ; for he is the messenger of the 
Lord of Hosts.”

On motion of the Rev. Robert Burnet, 
seconded by the Rev. J. Gordon, Dr. Jen­
kins was elected Moderator.

A Committee, consisting of the Revs. 
Dr. Barclay, Burnet, Gordon, and Mr. 
Croil, was appointed to prepare a minute 
in reference to the members of Synod de­
ceased since last meeting. The Revs. G. 
D. Ferguson, Dr. Barclay, and R. Mc­
Lennan, were re-elected as Trustees cf 
Queen’s College.

June 2nd.
The Synod met at half past 9, and was 

duly constituted. Devotional exercises 
were conducted by Rev. Jas. Carmichael, 
after which committees for various pur- 
“ises were appointed.

There was read a copy of a dispatch 
from the Secretary of State for the Col­
onies to the Governor General, intimat­
ing that the Synod’s Address of last year 
to Her Majesty the Queen, had boon laid 
at the foot of the Throne, and that Her 
Majesty had received with much satis­
faction the expressions of attachment to 
her Throne and person offered therein. 
There was also read an acknowledg­
ment of the receipt of the Synod’s 
address of last year to His Excellency the 
Governor General.

Applications from students to be taken1 
on probationary trial, from a student to 
be admitted to the Divinity Hall of 
Queen’s College, and from Rev. Wm. 
Anderson M. A., of Glasgow University, 
to be admitted as a minister in connection 
with the body, were .read, and the ap­
plicants instructed to appear before the 
Examining Committee.

The Rev. Duncan Anderson, M.A., and 
the Rev. Joseph Evans, M.A., were re 
elected Governors of Morrin College.

The Syncd then proceeded to the elec­
tion ot the Managers of the Ministers' 
Widows and Orphans’ Fund, when it 
was unanimously agreed to elect the 
Rev. Robt. Campbell, M.A., and to re- 
elect Alex. Cross, Eaq., and James S. 
Hunter, Esq.

The report of the Temporalities Board 
was then read and referred to a commit­
tee. It showed that important changes 
have been made in the investments, by 
which the sum of $23,000 has l»een added 
to the permanent fund. Owing, however, 
to the difficulty of procuring remunera­
tive, and at the same time reliable secu­
rities, any marked increase o/ revenue is 
not expected. The amount ot contribu­
tions to the contingent fund from all 
sources, during the past year, is $7,020.- 
14, including a donation of £100 sterling 
from the Colonial Committee of the Gen­
eral Assembly of the Church of Scotland. 
The Synodical scheme of deducting $50 
from the payments of non privileged 
ministers yielded $3,050.71, and the vol­
untary contributions amounted j to 
$2,451.54. Under the existing mode of 
distribution, with the present number of 
ministers on the roll, the ordinary expen­
diture for a year is $36,400. The inter 
est at 64 per cent, on the par value of 
investments, which is as much as can 
safely be counted upon, is $30,389. 
leaving $6,011 of annual deficiency, or’ 
deducting the proceeds of the Synodical 
scheme as above stated, $2,061 to be 
supplied yearly by voluntary contribu­
tions—$510 more than the contributions 
of last year. It has, therefore, become 
necessary for thë Synod either to devise 
means for securing the amount shown to 
be required, or to suggest another mode 
of distribution.

The Court ru-assembled at 3 o'clock, 
the Moderator in the chair. An inform­
al discussion took place on the question 
of Article XVII. of the Polity of the 
Chuich Book I.

The Rev. Dr. Barclay read the report 
of the Committee of the Church of Scot­
land. The report was adopted, and a 
vote of thanks passed to the Colonial 
Committee of the Church of Scotland. 
The report was adopted, and a vote of 
thanks passed to the Colonial Committee, 
and to Dr. Barclay for the preparation of 
the report; and the committee was re­
appointed.

The overture anent Members ofth.y 
Synod partaking of the Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper during this sitting was 
then taken up and carried.

Jcnb 3rd.
After the Court was constituted, the 

Synod proceeded to elect four managers 
of the Temporalities Fund, in room of 
those retiring, pursuant to the Act of 
Temporalities, wjien it was unanimously 
agreed to re-elect the Rev. Dr. Cook, 
Rev. Dr. Barclay, Judge Dennistoun and 
Thomas Paton, Esq., Members of the 
Temporalities Fund.

The Synod resolved to meet next year 
in St. Paul’s Church, Montreal, on the 
1st Wednesday of June at 11 a. m.

The delegates to the Synod embraces 
sixty clergymen and twent-six elders.

Another young man, James Brpwn.son 
of the proprietor of Brbwn’s wharf, To­
ronto, has lost a leg at Stratford. He was 
coupling cars on Thursday night, fell, 
and sustained such a severe fracture by 
two wheels of a car passing over his left 
leg that it had to be taken off above the 
knee.

Dominion „ Parliament.
Ottawa, June 4th.

Sir John A. Macdonald introduced a 
Bill for the temporary government of the 
North-west.

A message was brought down from His 
Excellency enclosing resolutions on the 
subject of the union of Newfoundland 
with the Dominion ; also one with reso­
lutions on the union of Prince Edward’s 
Island. Tne terms for the reception of 
Newfoundland into the union demand 
that Canada should assume the liabilitiy 
of the debts of Newfoundland at the 
time of union, and that the interest on 
the debt should be placed on the same 
footing as that of the other Provinces in 
the Dominion ; but interest is to be pay­
able by the General Government, half- 
yearly, at the rate of 5 per cent, per an­
num, on the indebtedness of Newfound­
land and that of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick per head of the population— 
the population of Newfoundland being 
estimated at 130,000. The power of taxa­
tion is to be transferred to the Domin­
ion, in return for which Newfoundland 
shall receive, yearly $35,000, and an an­
nual grant of 80 cents per head of the 
population -— provision being made for 
increase of population—and also an an­
nual subsidy of $150,000 in return for the 
transfer of unoccupied lands, the Colony 
retàining control over roads and bridges, 
and the privilege of cutting wood free 
of charge. This last clause, however, 
remains subject to reservation. The re­
solutions also provide for the protection 
of the fisheries of the Colony, the mainte - 
nance by the general government of mail 
steam service between the Dominion, 
Newfoundland, andthe United Kingdom, 
a coast mail service, and the defraying 
of certain services of the Colony. New 
foundland is also to be exempt from 
excéptional export duties,and shall be re­
presented in the Commons by eight mem­
bers, and by four members in the Senate. 
The resolutions will be considered in 
Committee on Tuesday.

Sir—We see from an article headed with their 

motto the “ Truth does not prevail” in your Is­
sue of Friday that our opponents now think they 
have found a veritable mare’s nest. By mistaking 
the meaning of the word nominal they think we 
admitthatMr Woodwasa real partner at the time 
of the Exhibition, and then they accuse us of un- 
truthfulness when wecallhim our workman. Mr. 
Wood, as the agreement shéws, got no profits on 
certain parts of the business ;as for instance .the 
sale of pianos, and was never consulted in any 
transaction of buying or selling. He received 
merely a percentage on ceitaiu parts of the work 
to counterbalance a reduction in wages of 85 per 
week, which certainly did not make him a part­
ner. The prize instruments cost him nothing,ami 
he cannot therefore claim a share of the prizes to 
the exclusion of two real partners who owned 
about four-fifths of the articles exhibited.
" They take no notice of the most important parts 
of our last article, but show a declaration, signed 
by some workmen, two of whom, T. Pearson ami 
M. Snowden, were never even inside the factory 
up to last December, proving that Mr. Wood was 
a partner in September prect-cding. Said declar­
ation is ingeniously worded, being iutended to 
convey the idea that Mr. Wood had authority 
over them all, while only one (W. tiuowdeu) 
could conscientiously say so, ami Mr. Wood's au- 
tlioritj over him was self-assumed, at least so far 
as we were concerned.. Nearly if not all the 
men have heard us say that Mr Wood had no right 
to Interfere with them ; and we can And numbers 

i of people who have heard some of the men say 
(Mr. John Rndd in particular) that Mr. 
Wood had nothing to do with them. We
«resume the assessor’s proof is also convincing. 
fc admit, what we presume is all they mean to 

prove, that Mr Wood had sole charge of the tun­
ing, which was done solely by himself. These 
same employees attribute the success of the late 
firm mainly to Mr Wood's ability and Mr. Mc­
Leod’s business tact. They and the public well 
know that it was the work of It. Bell in particular 
to keep the accounts, carry on the corresponden­
ce and effect sales at a distance, and establish 
agencies. We suppose we can give Mr. McLeod 
credit for transacting business ovw ami above 
what we have mentioned. He may have some un­
developed business faculty, which the men have 
observed, but which has always been invisible to

We will sas in reference to our challenge, that 
wc have one witness who says lie holds no en­
mity to Mr. McLeod, and can testify on oath that 
lie heard both Mr. McLeod and ourselves say at 
last Exhibition that wo would uever agaiu exhibit 
Mr. Wood's work. We have also other disinter­
ested evidence to the effect that one of liiti pre­
sent employees said he heard Mr. McLeod use the 
same words. One of ourselves can testify that 
Mr. McLeod admitted in presence of Mr. Jackson 
that lie had said lie might take Mr. Wood’s tun­
ing, but not his actions, to an Exhibition. We 
have alro one witness, who does not wish to tes­
tify, but could if called on, take oath that Mr Me 
Leod used the same words liesrd by our first wit­
ness. We hold out the challenge for three days ; 
and if they wish it can be decided at once. All 

] evidence taken will be on oath, and left to the de­
cision of arbitrators. Let them choose one ami 
we will choose another, and these two a third.

Of course we accept their challenge on the 
quality of iustrumeuts, but prefer to have it de­
cided by the judges at the Provincial Exhibition, 
especially as the time is not fur distant, and no 
personal feelings can be brought to bear on 
the decision.
