Yellow Fever in Maine.

Seven hundred and thirteen persons 
were killed and 973 more were injured j all^of them, 
by lightning in the United States dur­
ing the year 1900, and from the records 
to the present time this year it would 
appear that this number of victims will 
be fully equaled.

This year marks the 150th anniver­
sary of Benjamin Franklin’s kite ex­
periments, from which he made his 
conclusions regarding the identity of 
lightning and the electric spark. In the 
intervening 150 years lightning has en­
gaged the attention of many able in­
vestigators, and meteorology has at­
tained the dignity of a science.

Notwithstanding the common belief 
that lightning is very dangerous, the 
total number of persons killed in a 
given summer in the United States is 
extremely small compared with the 
population. The destruction of prop­
erty by lightning, however, is consid­
erable.

In cities it is very small, for the rea­
son that the many metallic roofs and 
structures seem to rob the lightning 
of most of its destructive power, even 
if buildings are struck, and there is 
also the means at hand for quickly 
suppressing any fire that may origin­
ate from this cause. It is the country 
districts that suffer most from light­
ning.

Among the curious cases of the ef­
fect of lightning stroke is that of 
Henry Longman, of Summerville, Pa., 
who was struck this spring. Ever since 
then anyone who shakes hands with 
him gets a shock. By passing the blade 
of a knife between his thumb and fin­
gers during the progress of a storm, 
he charges the metal so strongly that 
weights may be lifted with it.

It is dangerous for a person to touch 
Longman when a storm is approach­
ing, but he himself feels no inconveni­
ence from his odd condition.

Prof. Trowbridge, of Philadelphia, 
discovered this year that lightning 
never strikes the susrface of the water.

At Gloucester, R. I., a horse was re­
cently struck by lightning and appar­
ently recovered, but since that time 
if a hand is placed on the animal's 
back it will drop to the ground. If a 
harness is put on the horse it will fall 
like a shot.

Frank Beehler, of St. Louis, has been 
struck three times this year by light­
ning. The latest shock nearly killed 
him, and he was numb and paralyzed 
for three hours after the occurrence.

At Port Antonia, Jamaica, this 
month there was an electric storm last­
ing three hours, during which the 
lightning flashed forty flashes to the 
second. The very dark night was made 
as bright as day. There woo no loss of 
life.

At Wilkesbarre, Pa., recently, the 
child of a Russian" family was struck 
by lightning as it lay in its cradle. It 
was immediately placed in a grave dug 
two feet in the earth, with only its 
head protruding. When it was dis­
covered by the town authorities the- 
rain was falling upon it in torrents.

The Russians explained that they 
had been taught that the earth would 
absorb the electricity, and, indeed, the 
measures taken certainly did no harm 
to the child. It has since recovered.

When a severe thunderstorm is rag­
ing the safest place is in the open, 
and as near as possible to the earth.
If the body is erect it acts as an ex­
cellent conductor for the electricity 
to find its way to the earth. Of course, 
it is dangerous to remain under a tree, 
and also to huddle near threshing ma­
chines, sheds, or in the grand stands 
at race tracks, or at country fairs, 
especially under or near the flagstaffs 
that usually adorn these structures.

One should not stand in doorways, 
near chimneys and fireplaces, close to 
cattle or near the end of a wire clothes­
line. Small articles of stele or iron 
like knives, kettles or keys do not at­
tract lightning, as is popularly sup­
posed.

Near Malone, N. Y„ the lightning 
recently struck a house in which three 
small boys were sleeping in one bed.
Two of the youngsters were killed out­
right, but the third, while severely 
burned, recovered. Their mother and 
father, sleeping in a room on a lower 
floor, were only stunned.

In May last lightning set fire to the

factory of the Rogers Rake Company, 
at Pleasant Valley. Conn., destroying 
the building and its contents.

During a storm at St. Louis in May 
the foundry of Modart’s pulley plant 
was set on fire by lightning, the loss 
being $300,000.

Viola Bogart, a 17-year-old girl, was 
killed at Florida, N. Y., in May, by 
lightning, and a girl companion was 
so shocked that she was crazed.

At Cambria, Va., while Frank Res­
ter was driving a woman and her child 
In her buggy, a bolt of lightning ran 
down an umbrella which the woman 
was holding over him. The electric 
spark passed down the man’s back, 
burning the flesh, on through his boots 
to the buggy and then to the horse, 
which was killed. The buggy was de­
molished.

Near Des Moines. Ia., In May, light­
ning struck a herd of 100 cattle, killing

On the outskirts of St. Paul, In May, 
Anton Weir was killed by a bolt of 
lightning at Aberdeen. South Dakota.

J. J. Willis and M. Cochrane were 
talking together in June under the 
cover of a giant oak tree under which, 
they had taken refuge from a storm 
near Columbus, Ga. At the same time 
and close by Louis McClellan was 
holding a wire clothesline, when the 
lightning struck the line and killed 
him.

Other casualties from lightning from 
Jan. 1 last until the present are as 
follows;

At Armour & Co.’s new plant at the 
National Stock Yards In St. Louis,nine 
men were simultaneously struck by 
lightning. Five of them died, while 
four recovered.

During the graduating exercises of 
the Odell (Neb.) high school in June 
lightning struck the church in which 
the exercises were held, demolishing a 
tower and stunning many spectators 
and pupils. The building caught fire 
and all had a narrow escape from 
death.

Richland, a small Georgia town, was 
almost destroyed by lightning in June. 
J. M. Hurley was killed and many 
buildings were demolished by the fluid.

A large barn at Pimlico, Md., in 
which were housed a lot of fine trot­
ting horses, was struck by lightning 
In June. All of the horses were bsS» 
ly injured and will never be able to 
go on the track again.

A large tree on the lawn of Mrs. 
U. S. Grant's cottage at Cobourg. Ont., 
was struck by lightning in .Tune. The 
tree stood within fifteen feet of the 
room occupied by Mrs. Nellie Grant- 
Sartoris. The house was filled with, 
guests and members of the family, 
and while the escape of all was nar­
row, no one was hurt.

A flash of lightning descending into 
a nest of powder mills at Oliver Laurel 
Run, Pa., in June, exploded a glazing 
mill. Four thousand pounds of powder 
were exploded, but no one was injur­
ed. The men had left the mill when 
the storm threatened.
