Jay Gould was born ip 1836, jn Roxbury, 
Delaware county, New York, arid eperitfUs 
early years on his father’s farm. - At the 
age of 14 he entered Hobart academy, and 
kept the books of the village blacksmith. 
At school he showed a fondness for mathe­
matical study, which toad a practical turn 
in the direction of surveying. By work of 
this kind, the compilation of county maps, 
etc., he accumulated a capital of $5,000, 
and then increased his store by publishing 
a history of Delaware county, N.Y., on the 
“write up” plan. Hia next enterprise 
was a sawmill, blacksmith shop and tan­
nery business, which he commenced in 
partnership with Zadock Pratty in western 
New York, and which he afterwards carried 
on alone, finally selling it out in 1857, just 
before the great financial panic.. He then 
became the largest stockholder and a 
director in the Stroudsburg, Pa., bank.

After the panic had subsided he turned 
his attention completely to railroad finan­
ciering, first buying up the bonds of the 
Rutland and Washington railway at ten 
cents on the dollar. For a long time he was 
president, treasurer and general superin­
tendent of this road. In 1859 he secured its 
consolidation with thejRenseelaer & Saratoga 
railway, and with the proceeds of the “deal” 
act himself up in business as a broker in 
New York, at the same time purchasing a 
large block of Erie railway stock. It was 
in connection with the Erie that Mr. Gould 
gained a large proportion of hia wealth and 
also" secured for himself a reputation as a 
financier possessed of. great ability and few 
scruples. He first became a director and 
then president of the company, retiring 
from that office in 1872. He and Fieke en­
gineered the scheme in connection with Erie 
stock by which many of the stock and bond­
holders of the road were victimized. Fieke 
was killed by Stokes, and Gould afterwards 
went on hie “ wrecking ” course alone. He 
bought up large blocks of stock of the Union 
Pacifie, Wabash, Texas Pacific, Missouri 
Pacific and other south-western roads. He 
also invested largely in the stock of the 
Atlantic and Pacific telegraph line, and on 
its being merged with the Western Union 
he organized the American Union company 
in 1879. This was afterwards amalgamated 
with the Western Union Telegraph Com­
pany, of which Mr. Gould secured control.

In December, 1880, official records showed 
that he was in control of 10,000 miles of 
railroad, or one-ninth of the entire railway 
mileage of the country. In March, 1882, 
some dpubt having been oast on his financial 
standing, he summoned several members of 
the New York Stock Exchange to his pri­
vate office and spread before them certifi­
cates of stocks having a face value of $53,- 
000,000, and offered to produce $20,000,000 
if they desired. In 1887 he purchased 
trolling interest in the St. Louis & San Fran­
cisco railway and became part owner of the 
Atlantic & Pacific line. He was also inter­
ested in the Southern Pacific. It is esti­
mated that he had gained control of all of 
15,000 miles of railway, besides having a 
very large interest in the Western Union 
Telegraph company. The amount of hia 
wealth was largely problematical, since it 
depended on the value of his securities, and 
that was fluctuating. Of late years “ the 
bears ” on the New York exchange have 
been in the habit of using reports of Mr.. 
Gould’s serions illness as a means of break­
ing stock prices, and there is no doubt his 
death will create a disturbance in financial 
and stock broking circles.

He also proposes 
to fix the initial price, and should silver fall 
to 5 per cent, below coinage rates, the com­
mission will have authority to fix a new 
ratio and order the recoinage of pieces. 
These coins are to be legal tender interna­
tionally, the banks to keep them as a 
reserve against notes and have the right to 
demand gold in exchange for them at any 
time from the government issuing the par­
ticular coin held. '

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THE TRIPLE ALLIANCE.
Purport of the So-Called Arrangement Between 

Germany, Austria and Italy.

Paris, Dec. 1.—According to what Le 
Journal publishes as to the text of the 
Triple Alliance treaty, Germany and Aus­
tria agree to aid Humbert in carrying his 
external and colonial policies ; recognize his 
rights, and that Rome ia to be considered 
the capital of Italy. Germany and Italy 
promise aid to the Austriah foreign policy, 
more especially regarding the question of 
the Balkans. Austria and Paly promise 
aid to Germany in carrying out her foreign 
policy, and each of the contracting parties 
agrees to aid the others through diplomacy 
and by material assistance on land and water; 
to keep armies on a war footing during the 
period of cordial understanding. The 
document sets forth at length how the 
troops of each of the parties to the alliance 
shall be mobilized in the event of the war 
of any one of the countries with Russia or 
France. In case Germany and Austria get 
into trouble with Russia, they shall make a 
concerted attack on that country, and if 
France attempts to take a hand, Italy shall 
march against her. In case of a conflict 
of Germany and France, Italy shall do the 
same, and Austria shall keep an eye on 
Russia. In case of a conflict of Italy and 
France, Germany shall act jointly with 
Italy while Austria holds down the Rus­
sians. In conclusion the contracting bodies 
promise and swear on honor to maintain 
the status quo and the peace of Europe.
