Dawson Wants to Be a Fulj
Fledged City—Emma Creek
Proves Rich. .

Fire at Sitka—Alaskan Pioneer
Thought to Have Been
Murdered.

Accoxding to advices received from the
North by the steamer Dirigo, which has
arrived on the Sound, the town of Sitka
narrowly eseaped destruction by fire on
January 2. The fire started in a car-
penter.shop, and a high wind carried the
sparks .to other buildings, setting fire to
them. The Greek church was on fire
several .times, but was put out each
time. The fire department, assisted by
the United States marine corps of 56
men, in command of Capt. J. H, Pendle-
ton, after several hours’ fighting suc-
ceeded in saving the city from destruc-
tion. Oapt. Pendleton was severely
burned, and several members of the de-
partment were more or less injured. The
loss is estimated at from §5,000  #o
$7,000. There was no insurance.

News of the death at Sitka of Capt.
Baranoff, a pioneer Russian resident of
that place, was also brought down by
the Dirigo. It is believed that he was
murdered by Indians as a result of the
ill-feeling now prevailing between them
and the whites.

As.told by Purser Baker of the Dirigo,
the story of the supposed murder is as
follows:

Baranoff, who was about 76 years old,
was travelling in a canoe among the
islands near Sitka on the afternoon of
December 31. The next day his canoe
was found floating empty on the tide,
with a bullet-hole through the side and
blood-stains on the bottom. At first it
was believed that he had accidentally
shot himself and fallen overboard.

Just before the Dirigo sailed from
Sitka, January 3, Purser Baker says it
was reported that a boy who lives in
that town had seen two Indians on the
shore of one of the islands shooting at
Baranoff in the canoe. Search parties
were out looking for the body of the
missing man and for his supposed mur-
derers at the time the Dirigo left Sitka.

“1 only heard a very meagre report of
the matter,” said Purser Baker, “but
from what I could learn the Captain’s
death was due probably to the ill-feeling
now entertained by the Indians toward
the whites. The missing man had lived
at Sitka for a number of years, and was
very well known there. The canoe was
found by Indians, who brought it back
to Sitka.”

Dawson is discussing the subject of
forming a municipal corporation. At a
recent meeting of the Yukon council the
matter was brought up, and Mr. Wilson
said he proposed at the next meeting to
have the - secretary directed to call a
public meeting of citizens to discuss the
question. 4

Governor Ogilvie said he thought it
was not in the province of the council to
call such a meeting. Mr. Wilson did
not take direct exception to Mr. Ogilvie's
point, but he thought a conference might
be held or some such action taken in re-
gard to the matter. Mr. Ogilvie stated
that the matter of incorpordation was
before the council some time ago, and

that it was deferred for a few weeks for
the people to express themselves, and the
people did nothing in regard to the mat-
ter. .
The long-neglected hillsides of Eureka
creek, in the Yukon country, are prov-
ing rieh, according to statements of
Frank Slavin and George Dunnett to
the Dawson News. There are now 87
men working on the two forks of the
river, which ‘breaks all previous records.

The paystreak developed is reported as
being 100 feet wide. Slavin and Dunnejt
say that the reason the discovery was
not made before was because attention
was given to the.creek only, and too far
down at that. The best pay is now
found on hillsides or a sort of little raise
running back from the ereek about 3,000
feet. It starts just below the forks and
runs up the right fork. No. 7 on the
right fork above is‘the best claim so far.
Slavin and Dunnett say they took out 82

cents to the pan last summer, and this

winter have got over $2 to the pan.

Says the Seattle paper: “Dob-
kis stated that while he was at Valdes
waiting for the Bertha, a Siwash who
had come down from the Cook Inlet
country met him. The two got into a
conversation. The Siwash said: °Tilla-
mook .in Seldovia Bay. Heap big ice in
Seldovia Bay. He stuck all winter.
This is all the information the Indian
could give. Seldovia bay is at the mouth
of cook inlet, at the southeast end of
that body of water.”

The Post-Intelligencer says that mar-
ine men place no eredence whatever in
the report that the Alaska mail steamer
Tillamook has been hemmed in by float
ice at Seldovia at the entrance to Cook
inlet. . The accumulation of enough ice
at this point to block the movement of
any kind of seagoing craft, they say, is
impossible.

USE FOR MOSQUITOS.

Mr. Slade’s Conviction Supported by the
! Experiments at Havana.

From New York Times. :

That the mosquito is beneficial to man-
kird is the conviction of Charles M.
Slade, cotton broker, of 50 Worth street,
this city, resident of Englewood, N. J.
For thirteen years the cotton broker has
been laughed at, gibed at, and bullyrag-
ged by his business friends in the city
and by the unregenerate of Jersey for his
belief in the mosquito’s usefulness in pre-
venting certain diseases. He feels that at
last he has been vindicated.

“Yes,” said he, in his office yesterday
afternoon. “I consider that my theory
bkas been fully vindicated by the report
received a day or two ago from Havana
relating to. the experiments being ecar-
ried on there in mosquito inoculations.
I cut out the article and showed it to
my friends, and told them, ‘the old man
has at last been’vindicated.” The des-
patch said that 80 per cent. of mosquito
inoculations had been successful. Some
of my friends long ago accepted my the-
ory, and they have been:immune each
year from malaria and certain other dis-
eases, I believe firmly in mosquito in-
oculation, not only as a preventive of
malaria, neuralgia, rheumatism, and ty-
phus, but as a preventive against snnoy-
ance from the bites of insects after they
have taken their early spring meal from
me. That’s a fact.”

“How did you come to originate the
theory,” was asked.

“I didn’t originate it,” wae the reply.
“I never did originate a thought, nor has
any one else. When you think that you
think a thought you are wrong. A new
thonght is in the air surrounding you.
Sometimes it strikes and sometimes it
doesn’t. If it strikes, you develop it. It
was that way with me. When I was liv-
ing in Montclair, N. J., in 1887, I went,
into the garden one May day with my
body covered from the waist up with only
a tiin gause undershirt. As I worked
in my garden, I let the mosquitos swarm
on me, principally on my back. . After
they had enjoyed their feast for half an
hour I went into the house, I put a tea-
spoonful of ammonia into a pint of water
and rubbed the liquid over my skin. That
took the sting away, and thegrest of the
season I was not bothered once. The
merry little stinger stung me, but I didn’{
feel it. I was innoculated.

“You see,” said Mr. Slade, warming
up to his subject, “the mosquito comes
from swamp land where malaria prevails
Take the mosquitos away £from the
swamp lands in New Jersey and malaria
‘and typhus would kill us all off. When
he bites, the effect is like, for instance,
inoculation by vaccination. You get a
mild form of the disease.* I don’t know
whether you believe in God or not—that
