Regarding his departure the Sydne
Morning Telegraph says: “I eonly wisi
to relate the elogsing chapter oém mis-
fortune,” said Mr. Wiliam gmith.
who was specially permitted to offer
some¢ final words to the Sydney Labor
Conncil last night on the eve of his
leaving for ‘America. And the tale he
