Mr. Davitt arrived in Ireland he protested 
publicly, and since he hae often publicly 
protested, against all outragea. Probably 
no man in Ireland has saved more lives and 
more property than he. To have arrested 
him, therefore, is a pi*e of bnngling etupi- 
dity. One of the leading counsels of Eng­
land asked Mr. Davitt, after his condemna­
tion, why he, who had lived so long out of 
Ireland, should be so eager to redress her 
grievances. He replied: ‘When I was 
three years old the roof was taken 
off mv mother’s house. We were 

placed in an open cart and taken 
through the snow to a port, where we took 
ship for America. I nave never forgotten 
this, and have vowed to devote my lif 
putting an end to » system which subjects 
others to a like fate.’ Curiously enough, 
one of the first speeches Mr. Davitt delivered 
on behalf of the land league was from a plat­
form erected on the exact spot where his 
mother's house used to stand. It is strange 
that the government refused to understand 
the position of the Fenians in regard to the 
land league. The land league stands be­
tween the Fenians and the government, 
and if suppressed the danger’ is that the 
Fenians will acaiu come to the front, for 
they will be aele to say that events have 
proved that passive resistance is useless. 
The Fenian panic continues in military cir­
cles. Really, how people can be gulled by 
such transparent hoakes is a perfect marvel
