BRADLAUGH ON THE WAR PATH.

A Pleture of One of Mis Meetings in Sei
ence Hall.

Lowvox, May 21,—There is in the city,
in a rather busy thoroughfare called Old
street, a place of meeting named the Hall
of Science, It may comfortably seat 2000
people.

SUIT ABOUT THE ST. JAMES' REC-
TrOnY PROPERTY,

—

Who is Entitled to the Revenue—Twenty-
One Rectors Against a Canon—A For-
midable Array of Counsel,

A large number of clerical-coated and
legal-robed gentlemen occupied the lower
court room ia the west wing of Osgoode hall
yesterday afternoon, They were all inter-
ested as clients or comnsel in the suit re.
garding the St. James’ rectory lsnds in
progress before Justice Furguson.

During his life-time Dean Grasett enjoyed
the whele revenue derived from these lands,
which are situate in Leader lame, King
street and Lombard street, amounting in all
to about $13,293 per annum, = His right to
this revenue was never and could not be
questioned, but after the desn’s desath
the other city rectors, sixteen in
pumber, and five  township  reetors claimed
that the revenue should hereafter be distri-
buted among them, $5000 being reserved
for the rector of 8t. James, Their clsim is

based on. a statute passed by the parlia-
meut of Canada in 1866, Canon Dumoulin,
a8 successor $0 Dean Grasett, contends that
the property aund the income snereof are for
the use of himself and the congregation of
8t. James' alone, and  that the ntiffs are
not entitled to any part of theincome, The
twenty-one rectors, together with the
diocesan synod, therefore ask the court to
order Canon Dumoulin to render an account
of the revenue collected by him since
March 20, 1882, and pay such monmeys to
plaintiffs or into the court, and fo issue sn
iojunction restraining him from repewing
leases of the property without their con-
sent. |
There are nearly as many counsel as cli-
ents in the case. James Bethune, Q. C.,
represents the city rectors; Hector Cameron,
QC. and James Maclennan, Q.€., are for
the synod; Alfred Hoskin, Q.C., the town-
ship rectors; Charlee Moss, Q.C,, and E.
Douglas Armour represent Rev. Mr, Darling
and Rev. H. G. Baldwin, who have separate
interests in the case; Chiuto%her Robinson,
Q.C., S H. Blake, Q C., B. B, Osler, Q.C.,
and H, D. Gamble, appearing for Canon Du-
moulin and the congregation of 8t, James.
Some evidence having been taken, coun-
sel for defendants raised the point that
plaintiffs would have to furnish proof of
their being rectors before proceeding fur-
ther, This ri’uestion was argued at eonsid.
